Starvation Threatens. 
WASHINGTON, April 20.—Stated 

dispatches from Teheran received at 
the state department today say the 
foreign consulates at Tabriz are threat, 
ened by starvation. Consul Doty tele­
graphed the legation at Teheran that 
the American missionary Baskerville,' 
whose acts were disavowed by the 
Presbyterian board of fc reign mis­
sions from the state department, was 
killed in a battle this morning. 

The North Carolinia and Montana 
are now at Guantanamo, 5,700 miles 
from Alevandretta. Presuming the 
ships start at once they should arrive 
in Turkey in fifteen or seventeen days.

NEW YORK, April 20.—The smug­
gling syndicate which first offered the 
collector of Port Loeb $100,000 to 
drop the government's .investigation 
of smuggling of "sleeper" trunks con­
taining $55,000 worth of Paris gowns, 
today increased its offer to $260,000, 
according to Loeb.

WASHINGTON,- April 20—Declar­
ing the national honor of the United 
States was pledged to a policy eventu­
ally enabling the Philippines to estab­
lish an independent government, Sen­
ator Stone, (Democrat, of Missouri), 
today in a speech to the senate oppos­
ed the proposition in the pending tariff 
bill which limits the amount of sugar 
that may be brought to this country 
from the Philippines free of duty. He 
asserted such a policy would result in 
the reduction of American capital into 
the islands, that once established 
there, that ii.uiience would always be 
exerted towards maintaining American 
sovereignty over the Archipelago. 
Stone proposed an amendment striking 
out limits on Philippine importations 
and substituting therefore absolute 
free trade, coupled with the declara­
tion that at the end of fifteen years, 
the Philippines will be given thicr in­
dependence. He said: 

"We have held possession of these 
islands ten years, if we should hold 
them another period of ten years we 
would have had the people of the is­
lands under our tutelage a quarter of 
a century. Children born since we un­
furled our flng in Manila, will have 
grown to manhood and womanhood, 
having been educated in the modern 
schools we established, having all ben­
efits accuring from their experience, 
and associations with Americans and 
American methods.

Eighty women 
were present In the court room when 
Sarah Koten was led Into the pris­
oners' box. She carried her baby and 
gazed with frightened eyes at tho 
stern robed justice, as he took his 
seat. There was a pause, thi.r. the 
justice began to speak in slow voice 
that at times seemed to catcli in his 
throat 

V 'ft 
No Criminal at Heart. 

"I have carefully examined every 
feature of thiB case," he said, "and 
have come to the conclusion that the 
woman Is far more sinned against than 
sinning. Its very plain that she is 
not criminal at heart. When she 
fired the shot that ended the life of 
her betrayer, there was no criminal 
intent in her heart. She had been so 
crazed by her terrible experience 
that she did not know what she was 
doing. No woman who was ever en­
ticed into brothel has suffered more 
than she, no woman ever had such ter­
rible advantage taken of her. Jus­
tice in this case demands that she be 
punished no' further. Sentence is 
hereby suspended and this defendant 
is turned over to the society for the 
protection of Jewish women." 

Crowd Approves.
