' ily, but blighted a romance which was 
to have culminated in a happy mar­
riage in Keokuk tomorrow. 

This morning shortly before 9 
o'clock In the basement of t ie Welsh 
ho le, 1320 Ash street—the house be­
ing located beyond the North road 
r road tracks some distance trom the 
Tenth street bridge—John Alexander, 
tin nine year old son of Mr. and Mrs. 
Charles Alexander, of 1320 Ash street, 
shot and killed George Jones, r man 
who has lived in the city off and on 
f / some time, but who is not very 
well known here. ] 

The accident drove terror into the I 
heart of the mother of the young boy 
who accidently committed the deed, 
saddened the heart of Mrs. Lena Ham­
mond, who on the eve of her marriage 
was forced to see her sweetheart kill-
<in her presence, and placed the lit­
tle boy in a state of nervousness from 
which he will not recover for some 
time. , • 

"I Did Not Know." 
George Jones, the victim of the 

same old tragedy—"I did not know it 
was loaded"—received the full dis­
charge of a single barrel shot gun in 
his left cheek, and his death followed 
after a very few gaspj. 

In the room at the 'Iran of the ac­
cident were George Jones, the victim, 

Jones quite well, began playing in a 
boyish manner. 

He essayed to sit upon the lap of 
Jones, but the latter playfully pushed 
him aside. This seemed to stir the 
young lad and in child playfulness, 
he made some threat about shooting 
and went up stairs and obtained a 
gun. This gun had been in the house 
for some time but had not been load­
ed on previous occasions, as the lad 
had been playing with it almost every 
day, but without serious results. It
