A Big Lot of Street Improvement
Has Been Ordered Which
Will Greatly Improve
the City.

Just because it was raining hard out.
sglde last evening, the city council
took the opportunity of having a long
nes_sion and cleaning up a lot of
routing work. There was no excite-
ment, the aldermen getting along
very peacegble together. A number
of important matters were attended
to, Including the following:

Special ordinance adopted requiring
service pipes to be laid before a street
is improved so that the street will
not be ruined later on,

New tar streets ordered which will
put the city thoroughfares in fine
condition,

Speclal elections ordered for June
21 for aldermen in fourth and sixth
wards,

A great deal of time was spent in
‘reading the resolutions of intention
for the rebuilding of some of the
streets and in the remarks of W. B.
Collins, who spoke in his protest
against the city engineer whom he
‘charged with substituting a contract.
The engineer stated that he did not
substitute the contract and knew
‘nothing about it. The facts in the
case seem to be that the original con-
tract was lost and a duplicate was
made up by the city attorney at that
time in order to have a record and
in making up the duplicate, some

From C. L. Huse and 3 others ask-
ing for a compromise grade on Thir-
teenth street between Morgan and
Fulton streets. Referred to the street
committee,
From Elizabeth A, Leighton pro-
testing against a cement sidewalk in
Leighton's addition. Received and
filed.
From Phoebe F. Mills protesting on
same order. Recelved and filed.

The street committee made & report
in favor 6f a number of new crossings,
ete., including the paving of Exchange
street from Fourth to Fifth,

A special ordinance was adopted re-
lating to cornections being made to
gas and ‘vater pipes and undergroud
electric conduits. The property owner
is to pay for the connection from the
lot line to the gutter when the city
orders the connections made before a
street has been improved.

Ten thousand dollars more was
ordered borrowed, to be paid out of
the taxes when collected.

Protest on Engineer.

W. B. Collins was present and asked
to speak before the city council on his
protest on J. Ross Robertson acting as
city enginer. He sald that the en-
gineer had changed the contracts for
the paving of the alleys in blocks 27,50
and 51 after they had been arranged
by the council and gigned by the may-
or. He said that the contracts be-
tween the city and Henry Rees on
September 5, 1905 specified that the
curbing should be of blue gandstone.
Another contract dated September 4,
had the curbing matter erased and
other changes made. He caid that a
six ton roller was not used on the
work but only a 5 ton one and the sand
was not gcreened as the contract pro-
vided.

He mentioned the court decision In
the lawsuit over this paving in which

.| the court found that the contract dat-

ed September 5 was the original one
but the one dated on the 4th, was a
substituted one and.more favorable to
the contractor, an injunction being is-
sued against the city to collect for the
work,

He charged the elty egineer with
making out a second contract , dated
back, with no authority to do so.

“If you car't trust your city engin-
eer in one particular you cannot t-ust
him in another. It is not falr to the
taxpayers to employ a man who will
enter into a combination of this kind,
is not a fit man to be in public employ-
ment, and I therefore protest against
his being employed another minute.”

A resolution was adopted that no
work excepting emergency work, be
done, unless ordered by the council.
The mzyor then announced his ap-
pointments of police and city officers.
Upon motion of Alderman Johnson,
the appointments were all confirmed
excepting the police, over whom the
council has no control.

The dity engineer asks permission to
speak in answer to the charges made
by Mr. Collins.  He denied most of the
allegations, stating that he never
knew of the substituted contract be-
ing made and therefore had nothing
to do with it.  None of the changes in
the contract were made W his hand
writing. .
