Iy past seven o'clock when a lighted

in the kitchen of her home at 514
Franklin street, dropped or exploded
and in an instant her entire body
from ankles to head was enveloped in
a mass of flames and her body =so
terribly burned before assistance
could reach her that attending physi-
cians hold out very lttle hope toy
her recovery, the injuries being re-
ceived from the flames which burnt
the clothing from her body, being
awful, and at the advyanced age oOf
seventy-three years, it is thought that
her accident this morning will prove
fatal. She is at present In Graham
hospital and recefving every medical
aid possible but it is not thougbr
that she can survive the snock and
terrible burns which, she has received.
The entire body from the neck down
is burned to a crisp and it was with
dificuty that she was remdved from
her home to the hospital,

The breast, back, arms, limbs and
entire abdomen #re in fearful con-
dition, the flames having ignited all
of her clothing with the exectpion of
a pair of woolen shoes which she
wore. ‘Her stocking, underwear, a
black waist and a héavy woolen un-
derskirt which 'she wore were burnt
ftom her body before assistance ar-
rived.

“Did Lamp Explode?

Just how the accident, which will
probably result fatally, occurred, is
not known. Mrs. Fred Tucker who
lives in the other half of the double
brick house in which Mrs. Furtney
and her son Harry make their resi-
dence, was the first one to discover
that the aged lady was afire. Mrs,
Tucker who was in her home at the
time, heard what she thought was
gomething fall and hearing Mrs. Furt-
ney call, ran to the back door of the
house and looked through the glass
seelng her afire, her body being en-
tirely wrapped in flames and Mrs.
/Tucker being unable to see her face
{from them. “The door was locked and
it was impossible to get in, She at
once called loudly for assistance, Mrs.
Furtney trying to reach the door and
unlock it to let Mrs., Tucker in but
‘was unable to turn the lock.

Broke in the Door.

Harry Furtney, sleeps in a room in

his mother's ealls for assistance, Mrs,
Furtney not being possessed of a
‘strong volce, Mrs. Tucker who was
frantic in her efforts to reach her
neighbor to put outthe fire which was
burning her clothes from her body,
called to a neighbor, Ted Merrit who
was on the rear porch of his residence
at the time, Mr. Merrit rushed over
and broke open the door, throwing his
weight agalnst it, !
