But little interest was taken in the
result and there was no crowd last
night at The Gate City office, but a
handful of citizens being present to
wait for the returns to come in. This
office was the only newspaper in Keo-
kuk that kept open all night to ac-
comodate the public and gave out
what little information was obtain-
able as fast as it could be gathered.
