Pantero T'disco, a laborer employed |

and instantly killed by Rucco Antolini, |
another employe, Sunday ntternooni
about 4 o'clock. The tragedy was en- |

The two men had quarreled over a |
very trivial matter. Both were Ital- |
ians and back in their little town in |
Italy lived together on the same street |
and later came to America on the
same steamer. They were bosom
companjons, Antolini has not yet been
apprehended, although officers of |
Hamilton spent the entire night
searching the corn fields for the man.
