Bones of Body Awfully Shattered and 

Lineman Does Not Regain 

Consciousness After 

Accident. 

Death came to C. C. (Kit) Stout 
yesterday morning at half past six, 
after he had been hurried --o this city 
from Mt. Pleasant the evening before 
on account of terrible injuries he re­
ceived at Salem, Friday afternoon 
while at work as lineman for the 
Western Union Telephone company. 

Stout was strapped to the top of the 
pole arranging some wires when the 
large telegraph pole suddenly snapped 
off near the base and the lineman was 
precipitated more than thirty feet to 
the ground. He was horribly mutilat­
ed by the fall, four of his ribs being 
broken and splinters of the bones en­
tering the left lung.
