Seventy-five thousand birds will be 
the 1912 output of I. D. Casey's 
"chicken factory" near Waitsburg, 
Wash., south of Spokane, if the own­
er's plans, now in preparation, are 
carried to a successful conclusion. 
Casey started in the business six 
years ago with a capital of 5140. His 
holdings and stock have an assesed 
valuation of $15,000 today and he ex­
pects to clean up fully $8,000 more 
this season. His story follows: 

"I was ramifying around doing odd 
jobs and such like in about vyaitsburg 
and about six years ago made up my 
mind to break into the poultry in­
dustry. I had given the proposition 
much thought and investigation and 
the business appealed to m« as being 
chock full of opportunities for the 
man who was willing to qualify. 

"I had something like $140 then. I 
got hold of a peice of land near 
Waitsburg and invented the savings 
of 35 years in asseta: that is'to say, 
fencing, lumber, eggs and the like. 
Well, that $140 investment has paid 
me wonderful returns—about $15,000. 

"I expect to batch 35,000 chickens 
this f.eason and I have orders already 
for 30.000. Tbe prices of these chick­
ens will range from $12,50 a hundred 
to $8 a dozen, but the avera?« price 
is probably around 40 cents. There 
is more than 50 per cent profit in 
r-hicken-raising as I have found it. Ii 
wy plans materallze I shall double 
the present capacity of my plant this 
season, so that I will be in position to 
put out from 60,000 to 75,000 birds ln 
1912. 

"The day-old chick business is just 
in its infancy and particularly excesds 
the supply. I have an incubator with 
a capacity of 5,000 eg*s, and others 
holding 1,500 eggs. We raise bah/ 
chicks, utility mating*, 8. C. Black 
Mfnorcas and show mating*, and sell 
chickens of all ages and er«s that 
arc guaranteed to be frssh. We 'make 
$ood* with our people."

ACRES. MORE OR LESS, tN THE 
NORTHWEST QUARTER OF SEC­
TION THIRTEEN (13), IN TOWN­
SHIP SIXTY-FIVE (65) NORTH IN 
RANGE FIVE (5) WEST OF THE 
FIFTH PRINCPAL MERIDIAN, IN 
LEE COUNTY, IOWA. 

WHEREAS, th j government of the 
United States has heretofore granted 
unto THE KEOKUK AND HAMIL­
TON WATER POWER COMPANY, 
(a corporation organized and 
existing under and by vir­
tue of the laws of the state of Illi­
nois ), its grantees, successors and 
assigns, the right to ^rect, construct, 
operate and maintain a dam across the

WrHEREAS, the construction, erec­
tion and maintenance of said dam is 
ol great commercial advantage to the 
citizens and property owners of Keo­
kuk and will greatly develop and 
promote the prosperity, general wel­
fare,1 comfort, and convenience of the 
city of Keokuk, and ojf all of the in­
habitants and property owners in the 
said city, and / 

WHEREAS, by the construction, 
erection, operation and maintenance 
of said dam, a new water level will 
be caused which will subject to over­
flow a certain part of the northwest 
quarter of section thirteen (13) in 
township sixty-five (65) north in range 
five (5) west of the Fifth principal 
meridian, I>ee county, Iowa, which 
said real estate now belongs to the 
said city of Keokuk, and 

WHEREAS, that part or the said 
northwest quarter of said section be­
longing to the city of Keo­
kuk which will be subject to 
overflow by said new water 
level has not proved suitable or avail­
able for use for the purposes for 
which it was acquired, being outside 
of present city limits, and it is not

WHEREAS, the remaining portion 
of said tract of land will be much 
benefited and greatly increased in 
value because of said new water level

of the laws of the state of 
Maine) its grantees, successors and 
assigns the permission and the per­
petual right to back water over and 
to flood and submerge forever all or 
any part of the following described 
real estate, to-wit: ^
