Governor Carroll yesterday gave 
publicity to two letters backing up his 
claim that the best possible sanitary 
conditions are maintained In the cell 
house at Fort Madison. 

Editor Brant of the Iowa City Re­
publican, during his crusade against 
the prison management. Governor Car. 
roll and the parole board, charged 
among other things that the cell 
house was overrun with vermin and 
was not fit to keep a prisoner in. 

Governor Carroll states in connec­
tion with the letters given out yes­
terday that he investigated conditions 
in Fort Madison immediately follow­
ing the charges made by Editor 
Brant. 

One of the letters is from Warden 
Sanders of the institution and is as 
follows: 

Referring to the matter of construc­
tion of the new cell house, will say 
that this is a herculean task, a8 it 
was necessary to excavate a large hill 
and build a wall before the cell house 
was begun, and then the appropria­
tion for the new cell house has never 
been large enough to make any 
definite plans on finishing In a defin­
ite time. 

The old cell house at Fort Madison 
is approximately 300 feet long. It has 
a cell bank of four tiers, the three 
lower tiers stone and the top ones 
steel.

The Ventilation^ 

On the outside of the cell house, 
north and south, there are three tiers 
of windows covered with iron grat­
ings. From June 1 to October 1 of 
each year the entire window sashing, 
the top row excepted, la removed to 
provide for ventilation. All told, 
there are ninety window openings. 

In addition to this scheme for vent­
ilation, we have a five horse power, 
four foot motor fan making 370 rev­
olutions in the west upper end of the 
cell house connected by conduits to 
each cell. 

Wooden cell buckets have always 
been used in the institution until just 
recently. The worn out ones are re­
placed with galvanized Iron buckets. 
The cell bucket cleaning device was 
one of the first changes I made in the 
institution. The cell buckets were 
formerly cleaned within ten feet of 
the east end of the cell house and be­
tween the kitchen and the hospital. 
Tt is now located in the extreme west 
end of the lot. 

I have never known the cell house 
to be musty or moldy. Certain times
