BBERLIN, Sept. 4.—A wonderful
theatre, opera house and circus areana
combined is springing into existence
in Dresden under the uspices of the
Baxon ministers of education and fi-
nance. The building with its wonder-
ful seating accommodations and its
peculiar mechanical appurtenances
may in a few hours be turned from a
concert hall or theatre into a circus
arena or even an amphithetre in the
center of which sports, horse shows
or other contests may be carried on.

The architect responsible for all
this is Herr Stosch Sorrasani, a gen-
tleman who has had vast experience
in the bullding of arenas and coli-
seums, For the new building, ‘ the
Roman amphitheatre alsb forms the
ground scheme; but at one side of the
vast arena with its tlers of seats, sit-
uated excentrically like a smaller cir
cle just within the circumference of
a larger circle, an enormous dome 36
yards in diameter is belng bullt. Be-
neath thig dome will be an ordinary
theatre stage with all the usual equip-
ment, while a hidden orchestra will
divide the front of the stage from the
arena floor. Thu¥ one day, the open
ring may be occupied by the tumbling
clowns and performing elephantg in
the circus. The next day, the arena
floor may be sunk g few inches by
hydraulic machinery, the frauteulls
extended right across the orchestra,
and Wagner opera may be played be-
fore five thousand people, As sodn
as Lohengrin and his swan have dis-
appeared, the fautenils can be clear-
ed away and the arena floor sunk to
its greatest depth, from which a mag-
nificent tier of terraced steps will rise
to the highest point of the stage. Here
the singers and musicians of the
Ninth Symphony can be provided with
an ideal resting place, or Mark Antony
from the steps of the capitol on the
stage itself, can look dowp over all
Rome to the outside limits of the
arena floor. The magnificent possi-
bilities of the mountain llke show
place have induced Herr Reinhardt,
the famous organizer of pageants to
join forces with Herr Stoech, and
Dresden in the future will witness
some of the most colossal of spectamu-
ular productions. For instance, the|

All They Care to With-
out the Least
Trouble.

NO NEED OF STEALTH

While Cameras Are Not Allowed,
 Keen Eyes Could Gather all
the Information
Needed.

WASHINGTON, Sept. 4—Despite
the recent passage of a law making
spying on the United States military
reservations a criminal offense with
heavy punishment in time of peace,
it is still easy for foreign govern-
ments to obtain information about the
defenses of the United States, in the
opinion of officers of the general
staff of the army at the war depart-
ment.

Though visitors are not permitted
to take cameras into fortified places
maintained by the United States, the
officers declare it is an easy matter
for any man, famillar with coast de-
fenses, to visit a fort and without
taking a written note, to gather
enough material in halt an hour to
enable him to chart completely the
position of the guns, their number,
size, ranze and effectiveness. There
Is no way of making this impossible
without sealing up all the forts which
I8 of course obvicusly impossible,

Despite this, however, there have
been many instances of deliberate at-
tempts at spying which seem to justi-
fy the passage of the recent law. One
example occurred in New York, where
4 man arrested for a minor offense
was found to have a trunk filled with
military maps and {nformation which
convinced army officers he was in the
pay of a foreign government.

Less than a yvear ago, an enlisted
man In the Philippines, who was used
as the official photographer Yor the
army in the {[slands, was offered
$25,000 for a set of photographs of
the defenses of Corregidor Island. The
defenses at this place are the most
modern and the most elaborate of any
ever constructed by this country, and
especial precautions have been taken
to keep the details secret. The en-
listed man pretended to ‘ccept the
offer, and thus led the would-be pur-
chasers of American military secrets
into a trap. They were caught, but
by habeas corpus proceedings, ag the
incident occurreq before the new

law was enacted, were able to escape.

A walter in Seattle, not long ago,
was found to be a forelgn officer in
disguise, while an American ambas-
sador in a foreign country notified the
state department a few months ago
that a certain captain of a foreign
army had been detailed to spend
three years In the TUnited States,
making secret studies of our defenses.

The most startling Instance was
when an PEnglishman picked up =&
small package on the streets of Cal-

cutta, and discovered that it contaln-
ed blueprints showing every detail of

the fortifications at Corregidor. No
clue was ever found to the identity
of the man who had lost them, and
the war department {8 stil] in com-
plete ignorance as to how the prints
were obtained.
