curing the jury to' try James B. Mc-
Namara for the murder of twenty-one 
men killed by the destruction of the 
Times plant, thirteen months ago, 
has practically been wasted, .seems 
certain tonight, , 

The only man secured through the 
interrogation of 230 veniremen who 
seemed certain to meet the demands 
of both sides will be excused by con­
sent on Monday. He is Seaborn M. 
Manning, an aged rancher, who had 
no opinion regarding the merits of the 
case and who was admittedly fair and 
unbiased. But a committee of his 
fellow jurorp called on Judge Bordwell 
today and demanded that ho be ex­
cused. They declare that he has 
tuberculosis, and that, to insist on 
him remaining through months of 
confinement would amount to signing 
his death warrant. Because of this 
protest, and also because the health 
of other jurors might suffer, Manning 
will be excused by consent on Mon­
day, making two vacancies In the jury 
box. 

After these are filled the pre-empt-
ory challenges will be bogun and it it 
almost certain when both sides get 
through there will be no one left in 
tne box. So the only result of near­
ly a month of work seems tonight to 
i. j that the number of pre-emptory 
challenges held by both sides had 
been reduced.

"Any of the evidence in my pos­
session and which led to the indict-, 
ment of the McNamaraB and McMani-
gal at Los Angeles, will be available 
for the federal investigation," declar­
ed Burns, who was closeted with Dis­
trict Attorney Miller for several hours. 

The action of Judge Markey was 
hailed tonight by H. S. Hockln, acting 
secretary-treasurer of the Internation­
al Asaociation of Bridge and Structur­
al Iron Workers, as a decided victory 
for the labor organization.

The various-
moves that have been made in the 
fight over the alleged evidence has 
greatly complicated the case and it 
is believed it will require some time 
for the highest state tribunal to in­
vestigate the matter. 

Pending final action in the case of 
the iron workers' right to appeal, 
two deputy sheriffs will guard the 
much fought over documents, day and 
night, on the order of Judge Markey.
