—The Iowa weather crop bulletin 

for the week ending June 23, .has just 
been Issued as follows: The first four 
days of the week were abnormally 
cool, and generally cloudy with fre­
quent showers. The last three days 
were moderately, warm, clear and 
pleasant, but the average temperature 
was about 8 degrees below the weekly 
normal. The rainfall was also much 
below the average, but the rains of 
the previous week were sufficient to 
keep the ground In fine condition. It 
has been too cool for the rapid growth 
o'f corn, but the crop Is doing as well 
as could be expccte.V It Is, l ewever, 
small for the season, and very un­
even in height. Some of It is just 
coming up, while some is nearly knee 

j high, and Is being cultivated the third 
I time. The fields are generally very 
clean. Small grain Is doing exceptlon-

I ally well, though In a few lpcalitles 
I some rust is reported in winter wheat 
I and smut in oats. Rye Is beginning 
j to ripen in the southern counties, but 
: for the state as a whole the small 
| grain harvest will be about a week 

j later than usual. Blue grass is much 
better than for the past several years, 
but timothy and clover Is va i.ible; 
some sections reporting very good 
crops, while in many localities they 
are light, and the average yield of 
hay will be a little below the aver­
age. Potatoes continue very promising. 
Berries and cherries are of extra fine 
quality, but the yields are below nor­
mal. Plums will be much above, and 
apples below the average. : v
