. Mississippi’s first capital, the old
town of.“Washington,” is not far back
in the country from Natchez, and
here the historic ‘Natchez trace”
struck the river after (itg.long over-
lang stretch from ‘the hills of middle
Tennessee, In the days before the
steamboats the flatboatmen and keel-
boatmen, the raftsmen, who brought
the products of the Ohio valley down,
sold their, craft for the lumber, used
here to leave the river and start on
the 60 days’ cross-country tramp back
to their homes. “Here useq to gather
the people and the produce of the
oldest. ugtled portion = of Mississipp!
for journey down to New.Orleans and
thence by sea to the older states or
to Europe. g

After the war Natchez saved herself
aloof from the wretched turmoil of
reconstruction, but gave herself, full
heart, to the task of rebuilding. First,
perhaps of Mississippl ‘she recovered.
For many years she seemed destined
to win back her place in river trafic.

Natchez to one side,

Natchez has her face to the future.

When the new day of ‘“revived in-
land navigation” comes, she will have
prepareq herself to build modern river
terminals. Her anciént sawmills, her
wholesale houses, her packing and
canning plants, will ship by the barge
lines to St. Louis and to'New Orleans
and ‘her wholesalers will send their
goods into the Black, the Ouachita,
the Red and the Momochitto by the
new craft that are to replace the old-
time spendthrift ‘“sternwheelers.”

So we leave Natchez behind.

Away from the bluffs, the river
sheers westward, Nestling against
the woods is a government fleet, buff.
trimmed tugs and launches, and two
or three “quarter boats,” whereon
live the working force that keeps
watch ang ward over the caving
banks, the threatened levees, in such
measure as the meager funds afforded
by the government give them oppor-
tuaity.

The long afternoon passes. The
empty, silent river, bordered by sand-
bars and monotonous reaches of cot-
tonwood and willow forests, is as de-
serted as when LaSalle first ventured
down these curves to make the ac-
quaintance of the Natchez Indians.

TrikBtate Old Settlers.
The Tri-State Old Settlers asso-
ciation was organized and the first re-

dents of Illinois, Missouri and lowa,
only about two other annual reunions
followed and the movement was aban-
doned. It was a notable organization,
in which great interest was taken in
this vicinity and deserves to be re-
membered a8 & part of the permanent
historical memories of Keokuk and
vicinity.

It was organized with the best of
feeling owing to an earnest desire on
the part of many old citizens of Keo-
kuk to meet their friends of early
days and review old frlendships and
acquaintances and to form new ties.
To this end the organization known
as the Citizens associztion was asked
to take the preliminary steps towards
establishing on a permanent footing
an association that would bring to-
gether, in annual reunions, the plo-
neers of the three states. Accordingly
the Citizens association Iinvited the
citizens of Keokuk to meet together
in the evening of July 3, 1884 at the
United States court room, then locatea
on the second floor of the Estes house,
to determine the question as to wheth-
er such reunifons should be held, an@
if so, the time and place, etc.

There was a liberal response to this
call, and it was resolved unanimously
to organize a Tri-State Old Settlers
association, and the following execu-
tive committee was selected: J. M.
Reid, Dr. George F. Jenkins, J. O.
Voorhies, D. F. Miller, Sr., J. B. Paul,
S. E. Carey and J. H. Cole. On ac-
count of the local fairs, Octcber 2,
1884 and Rand park in Keokuk were
agreed on as the time and place for
the holding of the initial reunion. At
the meeting of the executive' commit-
tee fixing the time and place, a consti-
tution was reported with an elaborate
program of exercises which was strict-
ly adhered to, and in addition there
was a dancing platform, a soldiers
dinner of hard tack, pork and beans,
etc., for all old soldiers, a game of
baseball and other features of a so-

cial nature, including interesting
stories of old times and ploneer ex-
periences.

At the program exercises in the
park, Samuel E. Carey, ckairman of
the executive committee called the
meeting to order. By invitation, Rev-
L. B. Dennie, a well known old settler
preacher, of Knoxville, Ill., invoked
the divine blessing. He had follow-
ed his calling in all the three states
named. General Belknap madc an in-
teresting address and Judge Edward
Johnstone made a pleasing and e'o-
quent eddress of welcome. Gen. John
W. Noble, a former Keokuk resident,
then of St. Louls, gave the résponse
on behalf of Missouri. Hon. Henry
Strong, also a former resident of lowa,
gave the responsc for Illinois.
