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Matters appear to be moving rapidly 
In the proposed divorce of the Keokuk 
& Western railroad from the Chicago, 
Burlington & Quincy, as demanded by 
patrons living in cities and towns on 
the line of the K. & W., who charge 
that railroad business across the 
southern section ot Iowa from the 
Mississippi river to the Missouri 
river, is a monopoly enjoyed by the 
"Q" system, according to a Council 
Uluffs dispatch which says: 

;j Arthur L. Barkey, from the depart­
ment of justice at Washington, has 
5>een interviewing attorneys and oth­
ers interested in some of the larger 
cities on the K. & W., and yesterday 
vent over the evidence in the hands 
of attorneys carrying on the flght 
against the Burlington. It is now 
proposed to include the O. & W. line 
from Quinicy to Kansas City in the 
same action. 

While in bhenandoah, Mr. Barkey, 
in company with attorneys, interview­
ed a number of people who were em­
ployed on the Humeston & Shenan­
doah before it was absorbed" toy the 
"Q" as to tha change in conditions 
that came over it when the merger 
came. One of these old employes said 
that owing to the competition previ­
ously existing, that nearly fifty men 
were employed in Shenandoah in 
transferring freight. 

Mr. Barkey came to this city and 
will spend some time here and in 
Omaha and will then proceed to Des 
Moines and Keokuk. 

An interesting feature of the pres­
ent action is a life sized rumor that 
the Baltimore & Ohio railroad is put­
ting out feelers with a view to ac­
quiring the K..& W„ which traverses 
the^late*of : Iowa ffoin east to west— 
and it Is claimed that it is desired 
as a connecting link in a transconti­
nental line with the Union Pacific. 

The defense of the Burlington has 
been outlined by one of its officials 
In a quiet way. It will claim that the 
Humeston & Shenandoah brarach—a 
part of the K. & W.—-was not pur­
chased by it and then withtfrawn as 
a competitive parallel line. The case 
has been somewhat obscured by desig­
nating the entire line as the K. & W., 
wh'ch really ends at Van Wert. All 
towns west of Van Wert are on the 
Humeston & Shenandoah branch and 
the Burlington will defend its right 
to ownership of this by claiming that 
it was constructed by the "Q" and 
not acquired by purchase.

Basis of Union of M. P. and 
United Brethern Churches 

The declaration of faith and the 
constitution making the basis of union 
between the Methodist Protestant 
church and the church of the United 
Brethern in Christ, was the subject 
of a discourse yesterday of the Rev. J. 
O. Ledbetter at the Methodist Protest­
ant church. Rev. Ledbetter first rsad 
the action on church union adopted at 
Columbus, Ohio, on July 16. 

He then took up the declaration ot 
faith, which is the basis for unlm of 
the two churches. His discourse yes­
terday morning was for the most Dart 
along the lines set out in this decla­
ration. It covers the beliefs of the 
faith of the new church, and together 
wiih the constitution adopted is of the 
most importance to the union. 

The declaration of faith and the 
constitution are herewith printed in 
full for the first time here: 

Declaration of Faith. 
We, the representatives of the Unit­

ed Protestant church, desiring to con­
fess our inward and personal faith in 
Jesus Christ as our divine Saviour, 
and, also, to express our acceptance of 
the holy scriptures as the inspired 

discipline is vested in a general con­
ference, composed of an equal num­
ber of ministers and laymen. 

2. The general conference shall 
meet every four years, and oftener if 
deemed necessary, and shall determine 
the qualifications of Its representa­
tives, the moae of their election, and 
the number to be chosen from each 
conference district. 

3. The general conference shall 
elect, every four years, from among 
the elders of the church, such num­
ber of bishops or general superintend­
ents as shall be deemed necessary for 
the proper administration of the work 
of the* church. They shall preside at 
the sessions of the general conference. 
In case none are present, the general 
conference shall elect a chairman pro 
tem. 

The United Protestant church recog­
nizes but one order in the ministry, 
and, therefore, the term "bishop" sig­
nifies, in our economy, an office and 
not an order. 

4. The general conference shall 
divide the territory c- the church into 
conference districts, determining their 
number and boundaries. Said confer-

fall at the Iowa state fair. In recog­
nition of th& blacksmith's trade and 
of !tr. importance, especially in this 
agricultural region, the state fair 
management is offering both premiums 
anj medals to the winners in the con­
test. This is the first time such a 
contest ha? ever been put on In this 
country. 

Up to tlie present time, however, 
hut few entries have been received 
by Secretary A. R. Corey and the fair 
officers arc anxious for the mcmbero 
ft this craft to enter th« contest. 
Entries close August 1st. Brit little 
time remains, therefore, for sending in 
the entries. A card to Secretary 
Corey, Des Moines. Iowa, will secure 
a premium list which will explain all 
Of the details of tho contest. 

The contest Is to be held1 In a spe­
cial tent equipped with forge, anvil 
end vice. Fuel will also be -provided. 
AH other materials and tools must be 
provided by (Competitors. The prizes 
*ill be as follows: 1st, silver medal 
**13 $25; 2d, bronze medal and $20; 
3-,-fifJpIoma and $15; 4th, diploma and 

$10; 5th, diploma and' $5. 
Each competitor must remove two 

ol<J foreshoes from his horse and 
make, fit and fix two new ones from 
plain bar iron, lots having been pre­
vious'y drawn for the order in which 
they work. The style of shoeing will 
be the ordinary cart horse shoe with­
out side clips or toe pieces. Each 
competitor will be allowed one assist­
ant or striker to help him in forging 
and to hold the horse. The maximum 
time allowed to each competitor for 
the complete operation will be one 
and one-half hours and the Judges wil' 
be requested to allow points for rapid­
ity of execution within that limit. 
The following schedule of points will 
be used by the juolges in making their 
awards: Making shoes, 25; paring and 
leveling, 20; fitting, 20; driving, 15; 
general finish, 10; time, 10. 

The judges will note and make ob­
servations on the following points 
which will have a bearing on the de­
cisions rendered. Work at the anvil; 
hammering and heating; limited heat­
ing and liberal hammering gives 
tougher and better wearing shoes; 
keeping the fire and handling the 
shoe in the fire; cutting gutter so that 
thj nail heads will be straight and 
firm when driven: punching nail holes 
the right size and angle; paring and» 
leveling of hoof: fitting the shoe with­
out too much burning; driving of 
nails at proper place in the wall of 
the hoof; cutting and clinching nails;
