| Missouri Astronomer Suggests That
Display is Worth Looking for

l Has anyone seen the meteor show- |

ers which Professor John A. Cook of

the Macon, Mo., observatory schedules
| beginning August 9, and lasting for!
Pct behind | govaral nights Last night, according |

it.o Professor Cook’s forecast was the
best time to see the falling stars.

He says: “rhe time to begin
watching for tnem is as soon as the
faint stars can be seen. The display
is generally in the northeast. It is
well worth while to look for them.

“The orbit of the August meteors
extends out beyond the boundary of
the solar system. It requires some-
thing over 100 years to make the
round trip.

“The opinion is growing among as-
tronomers that meteors have their or-
igin in comets; that as the comets
disintegrate the meteors are formed.

“About 30 elements have been found
in meteors, but no new ones. Those

| we observe travel from 40 to 50 miles

| per second, and are from 60 to 1005

| miles high. When a meteor hits the]
|earth it is called a meteorita or aer
{olite. There are cases where people
'have been killed and property destroy-
led by them,

“It was the tremendous display of,
meteors in 1833 which caused the as-|
tronomers to devote more attention to|
that feature of science. Since then a
great deal has been learned regard-
ing these little ‘worlds,’ that range in
size from a grain of sand to immense
mass many tons in welight.
