"The spring and summeir of 1915," 
Mrs. Heath said, "will be the Ameri­
can housewives' golden opportunity. 
It has been years since she had such 
a chance to lower the cost of lining, 
r- "First," she continued;-"consider 
the bread situation. The wheat crop 
will be enormous. The conditions 
have passed away which caused six 
cent bread. The bakers will not low­
er the price below five cents, but they 
whl put more flour in the loaf.
