The oriental rugs have in the warp a 
countless number of knots. The most' 
famous rug in all the world 
Ardebil, and is in the Victoria and Al­
bert museum, South Kensington, Ixm-
don. It has in it eighty-three million 
knots, three hundred and eighty knots 
to the square inch. It took thirty-five 
years to weave it. The prevailing 
color of the Ardebil is rose. It was 
woven in 1600 for a sacred mosque. 
Expert judges of rugs are able to tell 
their ase and origin by the knots in 
the warp.
