No doubt some of the corn
which has been {njured is hardly in
the dough stage. If the leaves are
all dried by the frost, it may be neces-
sary to add yater through the blower
or run it into the silo through a hose
pipe. ’

If there is no silo on the farm, this
corn could be fed to good advantage
