Self-purifica­
tion, cleanliness of soul, is the settled 
purpose of a renewed heart. What 
grim dirt is to the fair countenance, 
what rust is on virgin gold, what soot 
is on crystal snow, such is sin on the 
human soul. We want the person 
clean, but how about the soul? No 
one would think of going to the den­
tist without first brushing his teeth; 
no one would think of going to the 
shoe-man with dirty feet and hose 
full of holes; no one would think of 
going to a manicure without first 
washing his hands; and yet we come 
up to God with our souls covered with 
the filth of sin, with our soul defiled. 
Any wickedness is defilement, dis­
ease, curse and rottenness. 'Now the 
works of the flesh manifest, which 
are these: Adultery, fornication, tin-
cleanness, lasc'.viousness, idolatry, 
witchcraft, hatred, variance, emula­
tions, wrath, strife, seditions, heresis, 
envyings, murders, dru'fenness, revel-
lings, and such like; of the which 1 
tell you before, as I have also'told you 
In times past, that they which do such 
things shall not Inherit the kingdom 
of God!'
