A Greek military' 
representative conferred with Gen­
eral Sarrail at his headquarters this 
afternoon. It Is understood that he 
came direct from King Constantine 
with the monarch's final decision not 
to risk his army In 'an attempt to 
hold back the Bulgarians should they 
swarm over the border. General Sar-
rail's forces haye been retiring all 
day under heavy pressure by four 
Bulgarian Infantry divisions and one 
cavalry corps. No Austro-Germans 
have been found among the Anglo-
French prisoners and no information 
thus far substantiates rumors that a 
large Teutonic force Is maesing to 
attack the allies.
