"MISQUOTED." 
People whose utterances are report­

ed in the .newspapers complain daily 
that they are misquoted, misrepresent-

!ed; that their words are distorted in-
|to sensationalism. The charge is so 
•commonly heard that readers disbe­
lieve whatever they think cannot be 
true, says the Chicago Tribune. 

Of course, newspapers make mis­
takes. Exigencies of time and space 
make them unavoidable. Inexpert re­
porters occasionally get., things hope­
lessly snarled. 

But the chief cause of mlsrepresent-
'atlon in newspapers ls the inability 
of the person interviewed to say what 
he means. One of the most difficult 
>things a reporter has to deal with is 
precisely this Inarticulateness of al­
most every person. People misrepre­
sent themselves. In the heat of ex­
citement perhaps, and say things they 
!do not mean. For most of the state­
ments made to newspaper men are be­
got of some crisis or other, people 

;talk not only bad grammar but bad 
! sense. But in the cold light of the 
i breakfast table they are not emotion­
al. They do not remember saying 
such things; they never said such 

I things; they have been misquoted, 
j Every newspaper office is acquaint-
jed with persons who are misuqoted 
every time they open their mouths— 
or they say so. If a stenographer 

'took down the words In shorthand the 
[result would be the same. These per-
'sons simply fail to express themselves 
i clearly. 

As a matter of fact most exT-
enced newspaper men do misquote al-j 
most daily. They turn ungrammatical 

'sentences into sentences which ap­
proximate the rules of speech, and 
they are inclined, to modify rather 

'than sensationalize the words of the 
'victim. For most of these interviewed 
'persons are entirely unpracticed la 
expressing their opinions for repro­
duction. They exaggerate and they 
omit They make libelous statements, 
just as any one does in private con­
versation. And the reporter, because 
his livelihood depends on his accur-

lacy, ls often compelled to write what

A father looked at the bullet 
torn corpse of his first born.
