YOUR SHARE OF WATEKi 
Statistics are never dry when they 

concern familiar things. For instance, 
everybody likes to know that about 
one-fourth of the inhabitants of the 
United States use 139 gallons of water 
per person daily. These are the resi­
dents of the 155 cities with a popu­
lation of over 80,000 which • have 
municipally owned water systems. 

It is likewise interesting to note 
that the people of Tacoma, Wash., 
use 430 gallons of water per capita 
daily, while the folks in Woonsocket, 
R. I., manage to get along on 34 gal­
lons apiece. 

This extraordinary difference in 
consumption makes a good gauge of 
man's capacity for economy—when it 
is forced upon him. In xacoma only 
8 percent of the water is metered, in 
Woonsocket 98 percent is paid for by 
measure. 

For those who like figures, here is 
a big one: During the year a total 
of 1,326,028,000,000 gallons of water 
—enough to spread a pond 16 inches 
deep over the state of Connecticut— 
is supplied to the 155 cities above r«n 
ferred to. Figures for the state of 
Iowa after January 1 will have to 
be revised. 

DOUBLE-BARRELED NOSE. 
Do you know how to blow your 

nose? Winter is here with its nasal 
disturbances, and if you do not know 
how to blow your nose as it should 
be blown you may learn from a 
writer in the New York Medical Re­
view. This doctor has, he says, spe­
cialized in nose and throat disease for 
over thirty years, and in this exten­
sive practice has not seen twenty-
3ve patients who knew now to blow 
their noses properly unless they had 
been previously taught. He says that 
the failure is responsible for over 75 
percent of the cases of catarrh. Many 
cases of deafness are caused by im­
proper nose-blowing. 

"To blow the nose properly," says 
this authority, "it is best to look at 
it as a double-barreled shotgun; the 
nose as the muzzle of the gun, the 
chest as the air receiver, the mucus 
in the nose as the bullets and the 
charge. A deep inspiration to fill the 
chest with air, then one finger is 
placed upon the ala of one nostril to 
obstruct the passage. With one vio­
lent expiration the air from the chest 
is forced through the open chamber 
of the nose and the offending dis­
charge is caught by the handkerchief. 
This maneuver is repeated on the op­
posite side. It is a simple mechani­
cal process and one that I have point­
ed out before, but is seldom known. 
We have our toothbrush drill in the 
rvMin ^hools, vrhy not the nose 
drill? If it were instituted and the 
pupils taught thr- proper use of the 
little piece of- linen, catarrh would 
be diminished, ear cases would be 
less common and the germs that first 
find their way into the anatomy 
through the nostril would be expelled 
before they had time to find a sleep­
ing place in the human network."

"THIRD EXILE" OF THE JEWS. 
Rev. S. B. Rohold, pastor of the 

Christian synagogue of Toronto, con­
tributed an article in the Literary Di­
gest which he -called "The Third Exile 
of the Jews," in which he deals with 
the conditions of the JewB tn the war 
stricken countries and in general. The 
article is very interesting as it shows 
the activities of the Jews in the pres­
ent war and the plight of the race 
which is taking much more Important 
position than is generally supposed. 
He sums up his article, giving the 
present plight of the race as follows: 

"The world-struggle is search­
ing the very vitals of the race, 
stirred its energies, revolutioniz­
ing its life, and transforming its 
outlook. Five hundred and fifty-
thousand gallant Hebrew soldiers 
are at war, Jew engaged in mortal 
combat with Jew. Four millions of 
them, men, women and children 
of all ages—strong, weak, healthy 
and sick—have been driven ifito 
full flight, haunted by the thun­
dering cannons, along the wasted 
roads, marshy fields, bogs and 
wild forests; disorganizea, terror­
ized, abandoning land, stock, tfeas-
ures, and all the attachments of 
home, in order to save their bare 
lives. Hunger and starvation 
meet them everywhere, and as 
they pass through the 'Valley of 
Shadows/ new horrors overtake 
them every hour. The very life 
is lost in the attempt to save it. 
No 'Promised Land' in sight. 'All 
hope abandoned'there!' Our hearts 
break as we gaze at this horror-
ful, grim and continuously mov­
ing panorama of Israel's bitter 
and tragic flight." 

. The Jew, he declares, is paying a 
very high price to the best traditions 
of the race. He is "strenuously lead-* 
ing in all the episodes of the war; In 
its politics, in its economy, in its fi­
nances, in its organizations, in its sup­
plies. In its armies, and in its hor­
rors." He estimates that 46 per cent 
of the world's population, or 760,000,-
000, are affected by the war. "The to­
tal number of Jews in the world 1b not 
over. 14,500,000. of whom some 10.000,-
000, or 68 per cent, are affected by 
this war." We read: 

"There are now twelve nations < 
fighting, with armies totaling at 
least 20,000,000, or 2.6 per cent of 
the population of the nations en­
gaged. The Jews engaged In the 
war comprise the biggest army 
they have ever1 put forth. A con­
servative estimate given In The 
Jewish Chronicle, puts the num­
ber at over 550,000, or 5.5 per 
cent of all the Jews In the world 
—double the proportion of Gen­
tiles engaged. And when we 
look into the machinery of this 
war and the role the Jew is play­
ing, and the results of that great 
machinery, we wonder that the 
nations of the earth should be 
trusting to such leadership.** 
The Jewish population of the Brit­

ish Isles is about 245,000, and o/er 
16,000 are in the ranks. » 

"Hundreds have secured med­
als, and three have secured the 
most coveted order, the Victoria 
Cross. Five Hebrews are hold­
ing positions In the Brltibh cabi­
net; one. Lord Reading, has be­
come lord chief justice; five are 
in the house of lords, six are 
privy councilors, sixteen are bar­
onets, fourteen are knights, and 
eighteen are members of parlia­
ment. 

"The total Jewish population 
of France is a little over 100,00V. % 
Before the war, in the regular 
army there were eight Hebrew 
generals, fourteen colonels, twen­
ty-one lieutenants, sixty-eight ma­
jors and 107 captains; but now 
over 10,000 Jews are in the ranks 
and are doing gallant work on 
land, sea and in the air. General 
Heymans is in charge of one arfny 
corps. Five Jews are holding im­
portant positions In the cabinet. 
The Rothschilds, feeling that their 
country has been outraged, have 
returned to thB Austrian emperor 

• the .title of nobility which his an-
cestorr a century ago, had be­
stowed upon them." 
Belgium shelters 15,000 Jews. The 

first man 'taken as a hostage when 
the Germans entered Antwerp was 
Rothschild. In Italy, where the Jews 
were not emancipated until 1870. 

"The total Jewish population is " 
45,000, and they have provided 
Italy lately with a prime minis­
ter, Slgnor Lulgi Luzeatti (1910), 
who previously served as minis­
ter of finance on six occasions. 
Sixteen memoers of parliament 
and fourteen senators are Jews. 
The president of the -council of 
state,'Slgnor Malvano, Is the best-
hated man in Germany, because 
he could see through the tactics 
of its special ambassador, Prince. 
Von Bulow, and checkmated all 
his political maneuvers, so that 
he bad to return, a complete fail­
ure, to Oermany with his Italian 
wife. 

"The most conspicuous man in 
Italy at present is M. Salvatore 
Barzllaf. whom King Victor Em­
manuel appointed as a cabinet 
minister. General Otholenghi, late 
minister of war, and newly made 
senator, another Jew, Is the idol 
of the army." 
Germany has not yet fully re-

papers, and some of-the war-loaders 
have professed a change of heart In 
favor of the Jews on accoun. of their 
loyalty: 

"German Jews have contributed 
their full share toward that re-

x njarkable display of efficiency, 
both military and economic, which 
has astounded the world. In ev­
ery branch of the social and po­
litical life the Jew has left bis 
mark. Karl Marx laid down the 
scientific foundations of social-
Ism and Ferdinand Lassalle" found­
ed the German social-democratic 
party, a|id its leaders, up to the 
present head, Hugo Hasse, were 
all Jews. The head of the Revi­
sionist party is Edward Bernstein, 
who, on account of his anti-war 

... views, Is an exile in Switzerland. 
What an irony that the only man 
who dared defy the kaiser in the 
relcbstag, and vote openly against 
the German war-loan, and. was not 
beheaded, was Herr Llebknecht, a 
Jew! 

"One secret of the efficiency of 
the German armies lie< in their 
wonderful organization of trans­
portation. To a Jew—Herr Ar­
thur Ballin—the kaiser has en­
trusted the general management 
of all the German railways, atid 
he is personally in charge of the 
transportation of all the German 
troops. This Jew who is not 
wanted is most desirable now. 
Iron crosses have, bpen lavished 
galore on the German-Jewish sol­
diers." 
Austria has drawn 180,000 into the 

war from her Jewish population of 
1,313,697,, and the race has furnished 
one field marshal, six generals, sev­
enteen cblonels. fifteen lieutenant col­
onels. forty-eight majors and 211 oth­
er officers. 

Russia, with a Jewish population of 
6,060,000, employed 350,000 Jewish 
soldiers and found them valorous and 
worthy in large numbers of the high­
est order of bravery. , 

Reunited Republicans. 
Washington Post: The republican 

party will meet in Chicago a week be­
fore the democratic party meets in 
St. Louis, and will define the issues 
upon which it will attempt to elect a 
successor to Woodrow Wilson. The 
convention will do its best to choose a 
candidate who personifies the reunit­
ed and aggressive spirit of the repub­
lican party. 

Republicans everywhere will ap­
prove the aggressive attitude of the 
national committee in arranging for 
an early convention at Chicago. The 
forthcoming struggle will be as fierce 
as any political campaign ever con­
ducted in the United States. Chicago, 
where the republican party -vas split 
open, is the place where ihe breach 
should be healed. The memories of 
the passions that led to disaster will 
chasen the delegates next year and 
constrain them to sacrifice everything 
to the cause of victory. 

It is fitting that the opposition 
should make the attack.
