A WORLD CITIZENSHIP. 
The great demand of the present 

and the future Is for a clearer concep­
tion in the minds of the people of all 
nations of what world citizenship 
means and what it demands. The 
men of the future must not only be 
educated to be loyal citizens of their 
native lands or the countries of their 
adoption, but they must also have a 
rigid training as to their attitude to­
ward the rest of the world. It has 
been taken for granted for generations 
that the so-called christian nations 
had more moral perception of the fact 
that other nations bad rights even in 
times of war, and that war conditions 
did not do away with the moral law, 
which is another name for civilization. 
The present war has revealed the ap­
palling fact that the human race has 
not progressed much beyond the 
savaere except in the invention of more 
deadly war paraphernalia. The world 
must be impressed anew with the su­
preme rights of common humanity. 

CANADIAN F!NANCES—AND OU3. 
A report from Canada states: "The 

revenue of the country for the nine 
months ending December 31 last, 
show the satisfactory increase of 
over 122,000,000, while the expendi­
tures marks the still more satisfac­
tory decrease of over $11,500,000."* 
The total improvement compared 
with last year is $39,000,000. The re­
port says: "From the experience of 
the closing months of 1915, there la 
every reason to expect that this im­
provement will continue, and that the 
end of the fiscal year on March 31 
next will exhibit a still more favor 
able result."
