in biexico that even partial success of 
his plans are impossible. 

Admission was made from the same 
sources, however, that Francisco De 
La Barra, former ambassador at 
Washington, who is now in New York j 
and a strong ecclesiastical element' 
both in the United States and Mex­
ico, are believed to be aiding Diaz 
with large sums. 

Federal officials here claimed to 
have knowledge today that the new 
revolt said to have developed In sev­
eral places in Mexico, is in no way 
connected with Diaz's plans. They 
say members of the Madero family 
are back of it. Meanwhile Washing­
ton has instructed every government 
agent along the border to put a 
quietus on any movement on this side 
that looks even remotely like a vio­
lation of neutrality. Talk of deport­
ing from fifty to one hundred promi­
nent Mexicans now exiled in the 
united States is growing stronger.
