BREVITIES. 
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Chicago dispatch: All the main build­
ings of the World's Fair, except the 
horticultural, woman's, art palace, ma­
chinery hall and United States govern­
ment, were almost entirely destroyed 
by fire recently. They were the prop­
erty of the Columbian Exposition Salv­
age company, and were purchased from 
the exposition company for about 
000. The terminal station, nd ministra­
tion, electricity, mines and mining, 
agricultural and transportation build­
ings were almost entirely destroyed. 

•Washington dispatch: Indictments 
have been returned by the grand jury 
against R. J. Edwards and John 
Schriver. the newspaper correspondents 
who refused to answer questions of the 
sugar trust investigating committee, 
on the ground that it would be a In-each 
of confidence. They furnished bail in 
•SI,000 each and were released. Xo in­
dictments were returned against Ilave-
meycr and Searles, the sugar trust of­
ficers. and as the grand jury was dis­
missed for the term they are safe 
from indictment for the present. 

Gardner. Ido.. dispatch: The Coeur 
D'Alene miners have broken out again. 
The hills are full of rioting miners and 
the town is paralyzed, business is 
suspended and the sheriff isorganiziny 
a posse to defend the miners. A tre­
mendous explosion shook the town, 
followed by a chorus of derisive yells. 
It was discovered that an attempt was 
made to blow up the power house and 
electric light plant of the Kunker Hill 
and Sullivan mines. The hills above 
the power house were full of rioters, 
wild made no attempt to attack the 
town, but spent the whole morning 
rolling rocks down the steep mountain 
side on the power house and mine 
buildings. The governor was notified 
and has ordered out the militia. 

Gov. Waite of Colorado is en­
raged at the action of the United 
States marshal in ordering the arrest 
of the strikers without warrants. He 
sont President Cleveland a telegram 
citing the instructions of the marshal 
to deputies and United States troops at 
T.a Junta and Trinidad, and protesting 
against what lie terms "carrying war 
into Colorado regardless of the state's 
rights," and "usurping our authority 
to suspend the writ of habeas corpus in 
Colorado." The governor also sent a 
letter to Federal Judge Ilallct citing 
the same action and demanding1  by 
what authority Judge Hallet under­
took to clothe the marshal with such 
powers: defending his (Gov. Waite's) 
course during the late mining troubles, 
which Judge Hallet stigmatized as 
"imbecile and anarchistic." and de­
claring the action of the judge and mar­
shal as the most dangerous anarchy. 

At Hunters Quay. Firth of the Clyde. 
Scotland, there were exciting times in 
the Mud Hook Yacht club over the 
Royal Yacht club course of fifty miles 
a few days ago. The greatest throng 
ever gathered there to see a race were 
present. At the very start the Val­
kyrie and Santanita came in collision. 
The former sank' at once and the other 
was so badly damaged that she was 
taken out of the race. The boats 
picked up Lord Dun raven and the crew 
of the Valkyrie. This 'eft the Prince 
of Wales" ilritannia. admittedly the 
fastest yacht in England, and the 
American yacht Vigilant to race alone. 
The Heitarnia got the best of the start, 
which was in a heavy fog but with a 
good breeze the Vigilant soon began to 
overhaul the Itritisher and soon had a 
considerable lead which increased the 
seven minutes on the way home, but 
on the last log the wind died down and 
the Britannia out footed the American 
racer and won. crossing the line only 
five seconds ahead of the American 
yacht. The time of the l.ritanniu was 
five hours and fifty-eight minutes, of 
the Vigilant five seconds more. 

House Receives the Tariff IUII. 
WASHINGTON , July 7 .—The events of

CHICAGO , July 10.—The meeting of 
delegates from the Trades'Unions of 
the city at its session yesterday morn­
ing, after reading the president's action 
practically ordering martial law in 
Chicago, voted to order:: general strike 
of all the industries represented and 
controlled not only in Chicago but 
throughout the entire country at 4 
o'clock this afternoon unless before 
that time a settlement shall have been 
reached. A committee of seven was 
appointed to meet with the city council 
arbitration committee and the mayor, 
and at a meeting these men decided to 
try to secure the appointment of a com­
mittee of five, to investigate, whether 
tliere was anything to arbitrate, two 
to be appointed by Pullman, two by 
the judges of the circuit court and the 
fifth by the other four. This propo­
sition was presented to Vice President 
Wickes of the Pullman company, who 
absolutely refused to entertain the 
proposition. 

Siorx CITV . July 10.—The outside 
militia companies which have been 
here since Wednesday night have been 
ordered home and the local companies 
disbanded subject to call. Judge 
Woolson has issued an omnibus in­
junction restraining the strikers from 
interfering with trains. 

CHICAGO . July 30.—The situation is 
improving a little throughout the west, 
yet there is little of encouragement for 
the railroads. The Pacific coast is still 
tied up. At Denver there is a little 
improvement. In Texas labor organ­
izations are likely to out. At Kansas 
City and Omaha the situation is worse.

CHICAGO , July 11.—The federal grand 
jury, after receiving the instructions 
of United States Judge Grosseup yes­
terday afternoon, returned indictments 
against Eugene V. l)el»s. president of 
the American Railway Union. George 
W. Howard, vice-president. Sylvester 
Kelelier. secretary, and L. W. Jfogers. 
one of the directors, and shortly there­
after the men were arrested. They are 
charged with committing unlawful acts 
in conspiring to block the progress of 
the United States mails. Joined in the 
indictment of the four leaders of the 
American Railway Union was James 
Merwin. a ltock Island striker, who 
threw a switch that derailed a mail 
train at Blue Island on June 30. Debs. 
Howard. Kclcher and Rogers were 
taken to tho otliee of District Attorney 
!Milehrist immediately after their ar­
rest. and after a few hours delay they 
were released on bail in bonds of 
910.000 ench. The grand jury spent 
but a short time in considering the 
cases. .J. J. llanrahan. grand mastcr 
of the Urotherhood of Locomotive 
Firemen, was arrested for interfering 
with inter-state commerce by ordering 
his men to quit wci -k. He was released 
on bail. 

DKTKOIT . July II.—.Mayor Pingree 
wired the mayors of fifty cities to join 
him in requesting Pullman to settle 
the strike by arbitration. A large 
number of responses have been re­
ceived. all approving the plan 

CHICAGO . July I -. ' .—The railroad sit­
uation in < hicago is hourly becoming 
brighter. Traffic is being gradually 
resumed and it. is clear that if nothing 
happens the blockade will shortly he 
entirely raised. The great strike of 
trades unions is going -  into effect grad­
ually. perhaps fifty thousand men 
having already struck or expressed a 
readiness to strike Saturday, to which 
date the big strike has been posf poned. 
The labor leaders are'in conference. 
The K. of L. is as yet not in any wsiv 
effective at any point. 

SACHAMI.NTO . Cnl.. July 12.—The 
strikers and militia 11 red about 200 
shots yesterday, and one boy was 
killed. The federal troops are now in 
control and further trouble is not 
anticipated. A train was wrecked by 
an unspiked rail and several persons 
were killed.

RESORT TO THE TORCH. 

IncrmliariHin Huiir Knimmnt In tlm Chl-
cujfo Itnilu'iiy vurdn. 

CHICAGO , July 7. Yesterday the 
strike situation was the worst it has 
yet been. All day riotous demonstra­
tions were reported from various por­
tions of the citv. During the. day si.\-
persons were killed, being fired on bv 
the authorities whiie trying to wreck-
trains. Tho troops are utterly unable 
to control the situation and Mayor 
llopkins,••seeing that the It.000 police­
men are not sulficicnt. called on the 
governor for state troops. Two brigades 
were ordered to the city. Efforts of 
the railroads to move trains were ut­
terly abandoned lat(, 'r in the day, as it 
was apparent, that nothing but failure 
couhi result. 

Last night incendiaries took a hand 
in the strike. The Pan Handle yards 
were ablaze early and fires soon ex­
tended from Fifty-fifth to Sixty-third 
streets, and between 1.000 ami :. ',000 
cars were on fire. The depot at" Sixty-
third street was also destroyed. The 
Grand. Trunk yards at Elston were also 
a sea of llaines. The Illinois Central 
shops at IJurnside were destroyed. At 
the stock yards a systematic process of 
firing cars was indulged in and the re­
sult was appalling. 

The aggregate losses to the railroads 
will be enormous. Miles of tracks are 
ruined by tire and heat: hundreds of 
switch and signal towers with expens­
ive mechanism are utterly destroyed; 
valuable locomotives wrecked and dis­
abled. and endless tangles of wires and 
prostrate poles litter the ground. Only 
one residence was burned thus far. apd 
that was in the stock yards district, but 
the wanton destruction of railway 
property continues unchecked. The 
loss to the Pan Handle alone will ag­
gregate SI "•.'. '>0,000. 

It is now apparent that nothing but 
such a massing of fighting men as was 
never Jiefore seen in the history of the 
nation in time of peace will stop the 
rioting. The strike infection is so 
widespread that the president and his 
advisers believe it will be unwise to 
withdraw any more regular troops 
from the country west of Chicago. It 
is therefore, in contemplation, should 
the forces, federal, state and municipal, 
already here, be unequal to the task of 
restoring order, to send here ten com­
panies of federal troops, stationed in 
the Canadian border in New York 
state, with the reserved intention, if 
the circumstances demand it, of the 
president exercising his right to call 
for about twenty thousand men from 
the crack militia regiments of New 
York and Pennsylvania. 

UNCLE SAM'S IRE UP. 

Government. Officials Resent. President 
Deb.s'n Talk of Civil War. 

Washington, July 7.—President. 
Debs's reported statement, "That the 
first shot fired by military soldiers at 
the mobs in Chicago would be the sig­
nal for civil war," is accepted by the 
authorities here in a light not contem­
plated by Debs. Senator Cusliman K. 
'."hivis's ringing words that Debs and 
his associates "are rapidly approaching' 
the overt act of levying war upon the 
United States," are adopted by both the 
civil and military authorities in Wash­
ington as embodying their view of the 
situation. The United States troops 
that have been called into action are 
not simply posses under the direction 
of United States marshals. .They are 
acting under direct orders of their im­
mediate military commanders under di­
rection of the president of the United 
States as commander in chief. The 
general orders if-XUcd during the train-
stealing episode of the late common­
weal movement govern their course. 

CHICAGO , . 'July 7.—Following is the 
language used by President Debs of the 
Railway Union in an interview: "The 
first shot fired by the regular soldiers 
at the mob here will be the signal for 
a civil war. I believe this as firmly as 
I believe*in the ultimate success of our 
cause. Bloodshed will follow and 00 
per cent of the people of the United 
Stat es will be arrayed against the other 
10 per cent, and I would not care to be 
arrayed against, the laboring people in 
tJie contest or lind myself out of the 
ranks of labor when the struggle is 
ended. I do not say this as an alarm­
ist, but calmly and thoughtfully."'
