Nearly all 
the great systems of theology, meta­
physics and philosophy are y.he result 
of work done between "0 anld 50 years 
of age. In animals and plants also 
middle life is a golden period. Horses 
live about twenty-five years,\but they 
are at their best from 8 to 14, while 
dogs live 8 to 10 years, and'are best 
for hunting purposes from to <> 
years. Old age is a period of m^ral, 
as well as physical and mental Re­
cline. The changes iu the brain in 
old age mucfc resemble a diseased coiK. 
dition, says Dr. J. J. Caldwell, and 
death in aged persons is more frequent­
ly a process than a sudden event, the 
process being one of very gradual, in­
capacitating decline of the mental 
faculties. An old man may begin to 
die ten or fifteen years before the ac­
tual death of his body occurs, and, 
like a tree, he may die beginning at 
the top and going down to the trunk. 
Moral failure may appear in peevish­
ness, avariciousness or in other ways. 
For examples of such effects we are 
referred to the lives of such men as 
Demosthenes, Cicero, Sylla, Charles 
V., Louis NIV., Frederick of Prussia, 
Napoleon. Voltaire, Dr. Samuel .lohn-
son, Cromwell, Dean Swift, Milton, 
Lord Bacon, Webster, Horace Greeley 
and Kuskin. 

A Toy Cart. 

This simple top for the diversion of 
children has been patented by Mr. 
Paxton Pollard, a deaf mute printer, 
of No. 89 Main street, Norfolk, Va. 
When the cart is drawn along, either 
forward or backward, the figures are 
caused to bend or bow simultaneously, 
and at the same time, by the com­
pression and escape of air, through 

drum-like pedestals beneath the fig­
ures in the cart body, •whistling or 
squawking noise is made. .The figures 
may be of any desired grotesque 
shape, formed of paper or other suit­
able material, and in each is a spiral 
spring, normally holding the images 
upright. Tho pedestal, of which a 
sectional view is shown in the small 
figure, have each an upper and lower 
head and covering of thin skin or 
something similar, and in each is a 
coil spring", while in each upper head 
is a small opening covered by a thin 
metallic tongue, arranged to vibrate 
rapidly on the passage of air through 
the opening. The upper portions of 
the two figures are connected by a 
transverse rod, and this rod is cen­
trally connected by cord or rod with 
a crank in the central portion of the 
axle, Wi.oreby the figures are made to 
bend or bow as the cart is drawn 
a'ong. 

A Chemical Discovery. 

Some remarkable results obtained 
by Lea. in subjecting salts of various 
substances to great pressure in a pow­
erful screw vise, have led tp conclu­
sions not heretofore recorded in chem­
ical investigations. The area treated 
was about one-eighth of a square 
iucli, and the pressure was in the pro­
portion of over a million pounds to 
the square .inch or about 70,000 
atmosphere—these of course, be­
ing calculated pressure, subject 
to considerable reduction for 
friction Certain salts of iron, 
silver, potassium, platinum, mercury, 
when subjected to the pressure were 
visibly affected, the color being 
changed. The opinion therefore, ex­
pressed by Lea. is that many of the 
salts of easily reducible metals, especi­
ally of silver, mercury and platinum, 
undergo reduction by pressure, and as 
such reductions are endothermic it 
consequently follows that mechanical 
force can bring about reactions which 
require expenditure jf energy, which 
latter is supplied by mechanical force 
in the same way that light, beat and 
electricity supply energy in the en­
dothermic changes which they bring 
about. 

Labor-saving Devices. 

There is need of a much more active 
interest in labor-saving household ap­
pliances than tli,e majority of people 
seem to think. Help is difficult to get. 
and when one gets it there is little to 
be thankful for as to quality, audit 
therefore behooves femininity to find 
easy ways to do things and press into 
service as many of the mechanical arts 
as possible. 

Grinding the cofl'ee, polishing the 
silver, boating the eggs and stirring 
cake are but little  ̂ things in them­
selves, but tliev consume .a great deal 
of .strength and time. It is.entirely pos­
sible, at the most trifling cost, to a

Tlie SimoiidH Steam Wagon. 
On acccount of electric and cable 

traction, not to mention the more 
humble bicycle, the tendency of the 
present day is that the horse must go, 
must go metaphorically, for his days of 
labor seem nearly passed. In the fur­
therance of this view, we illustrate a 
steam road wagon, in which steam is 
to do his work on country roads and 
city streets, something which has been 
for many years one of the foremost 
aims of the inventor. 

The wagon was invented and patent­
ed by Mr. C. M. Simonds of Lynn, 
Mass., and on four bicycle wheels 
with rubber tires is placed tlie body 
and machinery of the wagon. The 
machinery consists of a steam boiler 
of the porcupine type, built to carry 
100 pounds of steam to the square 
inch. Small as it is, it has 28 feet of 
heating" surface. A two-cylinder 
vertical engine works the main shaft, 
the two cranks of which are set at an 
angle of 90 degrees with each other, 
so that there shall be no dead point 

The main shaft carries a sprocket 
wheel which is connected by chain 
with a sprocket wheel-on the left hand 
rear wheel of the wagon. As the en­
gine runs at a high speed, the sprocket 
on the wheel is of much larger size 
than the other, so as to reduce the 
speed. The total weight of the vehicle 
is 437 pounds. The front wheels are 
3f> inches in diameter, the rear ones 4S 
inches They are rubber-tired. Two 
pumps are employed; one feeds the 
boiler, the other drives the air blast 
through the naptha- Under the boiler 
are five burners, arranged so that 
they can be used singly if desired.
