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AN INDEPENDENT CASE,

Richmond, Mufily and Crawford Indicted
at Council Bluffs,

Des MoiNes, April 4-—Deputy United
States marshals arrested W. 8. Rich-
mond, J, W. Mufily and J. L. Crawford,
of this city, on the charge of using the
mails for fraudulent purposes. Four
indictments against the men were re-
turned this week by the federal grand
jury at Couuncil Bluffs. One is a gen-
eral indictment charging the three
men with the various counts summar-
ized in the individual indictments
against them, which charge them with
using the mails to defraud. The
fraudulent transactions are alleged to
have been carried out by the men in
connection with the business of the
Union Building and Savings Associa-
tion of Des Moines, of which Richmond
was the manager, Crawford the secre-
tary 'and Muflly formerly a director,
and which went into the hands of a
receiver in January. The men were
arrested at their homes by Postoflice
Inspector W. D. Mercer, of Chicago,
and Deputy United States Marshals
Hellweg, Gray and Bradley. The
men were taken to Council Bluffs,
where they will give bonds. The
bonds are fixed at $2,500 each.

NOT APPREHENDED.

His Child

Man Who Murdered
FProbably Sulcided.
CrLINTON, April 4.—As yet no trace
has been found of August Swanson,
the man who so brutally murdered his
child by chopping off his head. It is
pretty generally believed that the man
has taken his own life, and that his
body is in the bottom of the river.
That he left Clinton in a boat isalmost
certain, as a skiff which was moored
near his house was found the next day
on the opposite side of the river, where
the murderer had evidently rowed and
then abandoned the boat. The police
are of the opinion that Swanson realized
the enormity of his crime after he lett
his home, and that he decided that it
would be better to commit suicide.

Supreme Court Decides That it is Con-
stitutional.

CASHIER SHORT.

Northwestern National Bank Victimized.

CHICAGO, April 5.—It has been dis-
covered that F. W. Griffin, assistant
cashier of the Northwestern National
Bank, is a defaulter to the extent of
$50,000.

The Northwestern Bank
has ample capital and resources
amounting to $1,500,000, and is one of
the most conservative institutions in
Chicago.

Washington dispatch: The news
that an unconditional armistice was
declared by the emperor of Japan was
confirmed at the Japanese legation,
where it was stated that a cablegram
to this effect had been received from
the home government. China made
the offer of armistice, and the peace
plenipotentiaries of Japan were
empowered by the emperor to accept
it without condition. This was done
in view of an ‘‘unexpected event” that
happened, viz.. the attempted assas-
sination of Li Hung Chang.
