BISCUIT GLACE.

A Deliclous Hot-Weather Dessert Mado
from Berrles or Currants.

Make a raspberry sherbet by taking
one can of raspberries, one pint of
powdered sugar, the juice of one or two
lemons and one pint of water. MIx
well, and add one tablespoonful of gela-
tine soaked in one tablespoonful of cold
water twenty minutes, and then .dis-
solved in a little hot water. Straln and
freeze. When frvozen fill a brick mold
or small boxes half full of the sherbet,
and add the cream mixture, and freeze
agailn several hours. For the cream,
boil half a cup of sugar and half a cup
of water twenty minutes. Add thg
yolks of three eggs, well beaten, and
cook five minutes in a double boller,
besting all the time. Cool, and add
one-eighth of a cup of Madeira; then
add one pint of whipped cream. It is
a little dificult to find canned rasp:
berries, but strawberries are just as
gcod. Raspberry jam or preserves
are too rich; fresh berries are the best,
of course, Powdered sugar i8 to be
used, as it dissolves quicker than granu-
lated, and in measuring the gelatine
have a scant spoonful, and use as little
water as possible. The syrup,
formed by cooking the sugar and watel
together, must be poured on to the beat-
en eggs very slowly; if the eggs were
stirred into the syrup it would not malke
a smooth mixture. After the sherbert
mixture is all together, strain through
a wire sieve twice to remove the sceds
and pulp of the berries. Fill the moléd
about half full of the sherbet, and fil
up with the whipped cream. When
ready to serve turn out on a shallow
glass dish. €urrants used instead ol
the berries make a good acid flavoring
In order to have the biscuit glace orna-
mental as well as appetizing, the sher,
bet should be a deep red; then when itis
served with the cream, or white part
and the sherbet, of red part, one above
the other, it makes a very pretty, as
well as deliclous dish for dessert.

THE PASSION PLAY.

NEW VERSION TO.BE PRODUCED IN
A SWISS TOWN,

A Stage In the Open Ale—~Six Hours

Reguired to Produce the Great
Flay—Vivid Biblical History De-
sicted,

In the little wateh making town of
Selzach, Switzerland,
there will be presented a new version
of the Passion Play, With rare excep-
tions, the production nowadays of a
play of this kind, dealing as it does
with & Hyving and breathing represen-
tation of Christ upon the stage;, pro-
vokes little opposition in many of the
Eurbpean countries,

This country has not yét outgrowu
its Puritanical abhoreence of the Pas-
sion Play, but in certain secffons of
Burope the desire on the partof the
publi¢ for productions of this kind is
growing. Violent opposition at times
greeted the first performance of the
play at Oberammergan some years
ago, but all this is changed. Some of
the foreign writers and ‘thinkers re-
gard this cliiuge not In a rzeligious
light at all. They assers =dat it is
merely one of the revolutiess in taste
of the stage-loving puble, and point
to the fact that in the realm of thea-
tric art a change in rapidly working
in the direction of the popular plays
or mysteries of the Middle Ages. The
publie, they claim, want plays of this
kind, and in meeting the demand the
theatrieal folks have gone much fur-
ther back, in fact, to Biblical times.

With the forthcoming Passion Play
at Selzach aud a sacred opera called
“Ohristus” by the late Anton Rubin-
stein now being produced at the Bre-
men Opera house, the Enropeans
should have a surfeit of stage produe-
tions of this kind.

Rubinstein’s opera, after it has run
the gauntlet of the European capitals,
will probably be brought to this coun-
try, but it is a question whether its
produetion will be permitted. It will
be a question of local option with the
cities, and even, if it i3 eventually
staged hére it will only Lie after most
bitter fights with the opponents of
plays of thils kind. It will also be
largely modified, as In its present
shape it presents all of the leading
events of Christ’s life upoa earth, with
the exception of the crucitixion.

The play to be preduced at Selzach
goes more into details than Rubin-
stein's epera. Two yeare ago the Pas-
gion Play was given at Selzach. The
success achieved was very marked,
as the best eritics of Barope agreed
that it far excelled the Oberammer-
gan production. The wealthy people
of Selzach, after the successes of 1893,
at once began the creation of a fund
for the erpction of a IPassion Play
theater. The construction of the build-

ing is quite different from the ordin- |
ary playhouse, being designed to meet |
the peculinr demands of the plays to!

be produced.

The stage is in the open air, where all
the spectacular effecis caa be fully re-
allzed. The auditoriun, howeyer, I8
covered and fashioned much after the
plan of the ordinary theater. It will
seat 1,200 people. The parts desigaed
tor the orchestra and chorases ave Luilt
after the plin of the Wagner thester
of Bayreuth. They #ve beneath the
stage surface, and enfirely out of sight
of the spectators.  This arrangement
intensifies the spectacular features of
the production, the musie seeming to
cowme up out of the ground.

It will take six hours t» produce the
play. allowing for a haif hour's inter-
mission for mcheon. This necessitates
the beginuing of the performance at 11
a. m., and concluding at 5 p. m. Next
Sunday the first presentation will be
made, and the play will be enacted on
every succeeding Sunday until Septem-
ber. The only week day on which it
will be given is Thursday, Aug. 15, the
Festival of the Assumption.

Two hundred musicians, singers andd
actors take part in the performarnce.
The music is by the German composer,
H. I°. Mueller, and the play is divided
into two parts, one occupying the morn-
ing session, and the second taking up
the afternoon session.

The scenes of the morning soession
are largely taken from the Old Testa-
ment, the first pieturidg the life of
Adam and Eve in the Garden of IEden.
Their flight from the garden is shown.
The murder of Cain, Jacob's dveam,
Joseph in Egypt, the tinding of Moses
as 0 babe and the giving of the laws of
Moses on Mount Sinai are all present-
ed with truthful allegiance to the Bib-
Heal descriptions.

The Birth of Christ is beautifully pro-
duced?® When the Three Wise Men en-
ter the hut a dazzling radiance of light
shows the infant Christ, with Mary
geated at the foot of the crib. Stand-
