THOUSANDS DROWN IN CHINA. |

Flooas Destroy Ensormous Number of
Lives and Lots of Property. i
CHICAGO, Oct. 6.—A special to the |
Record from Tacoma says: The |
steamer Victoria brings news of the |
most disastrous floods that have visited E
Chioa for many years. Sixty viliages
pear Tupg Chou. containing over
$0.000 inhabitants, have been destroyed
by floods and the npeople either
drowned or foreed to flee. No means

! of finding out how mnany thousands

have been drowned., bnt the number
is estimated by Chinese anthorities at
15,000 to 20,000. The flooded district 1s
within twelve miles of Pekin, the
capital of China. As a role, Chinese
officials make very little stir when a
calamity like this happene, bnt the
proximity of the disaster has resulted
in its being brought to the attention
of the emperor, who has ordered that
all possible relief be given.

STAND BY WEYLER.

Spanish Residents of Cuba Want Him
Eetained.

HAvANA, Oct. 6.—The friends of
Captain General Weyler made a grand
rally in his behalf and did all they
could possibly do to prevent his recall
to Spain. At a meeting at which
many of the wealthier class of Span-
iards were present resolutions indors-
ing General Weyler were adopted with
great enthusiasm and a cabie message
was sent to the government of Madrid
announcing that the representativesof
the trading. mercantile and industrial
communities were satisfied with the
course followed by Captain General
Weyler lookinz to an early and com-
plete pacification of Cuba and express-
ing fear that his recall will delay the
pacification. It was further agreed to
organize a public demonstration in
General Weyler's honor.

SLAIN BY NATIVES IN AFRICA,

Eunglish-Cavendish Sporting l:xpédmo-
Murdered by Amharas.

RoME, Oct. 5.—News has been re-
ceived from Benadir to the effect that
the English-Cavendish sporting expe-
dition, which left Berbera, East
Africa, last year, arriving at Lugh,
Somaliland, about the middle of
November, and thenee proceeded for
Lake Rudolph, has been attacked by
a band of Amharas, who murdered all
the members of the expedition. The
party consisted of two Englishmen
and ninety Ascaris.
