Shysterism and sharp practices 
may^pause ore to win for a short 

*while;<bnt it will only be a tempor 
ary sQcceSs. While the average 
man &<iughGut: the country looks 
upon lawyers as liars, and it has 
almost become a common belief 
that they are unscrupulous and 
untrustworthy, and that torment 
has a greater proportion ot that 
profession, still I never found 
anything in the profession that 
presented a successful lawyer from 
being an honest, dignified truthful, 
Christain gentleman. 
, You cannot afford when taking 

up the practice ot the law to be 
content with a mediocre position. 
The ground floor of every calling 
is filled with the riffraff and rabble, 
but there is plenty of room at the 
top. Aim high and be content 
with nothing less then climbing, 
high. The greatest legal lights in 
this country to-day have more 
business than they can possibly 
transact, and frequently transfer 
their business of minor character
