Annual Session of the
M. E. Central Misso-
uri Conference.

The 14th annoual session of the Cen-
tral Missouri Methodist Confercnce of
co'ored church, was held in Oskaloosa
last week, and presided over by the
brilliant Bishop J. k. Hurst of Wash-
ington, D. C. Nearly 150 ministers
and elders were present, after the vari-
ous duties customary in similar gather-
ings was over addresses and reports
were lissen to. A check for $420.00
from the Methodist Book Comcern was
turned over tothe tréasurer for the sup-
port of Superannuated ministers. The
pext convention will be held in Mar-
shall, Mo.

Prior to 1886 the colored Methodist
were under control and formed 8 part
of the regulur confereonces of the
church. Under the enaldng act of the
General Conference of 1884. the color-
ed members of the St. Louvis and Mis-
souri conference in the year 1896 at
the annual conference held at Glasgow
and Waurrensburg, Missouri, asked for
and obtained separation March 26 of
that year. They immediately organ-
ized 1nto separate conference of their
own, to be known as the Cenwal Mis-
souri Conference. The general con-
ference of 1896 fixed the boundaries of
the central Missouri Conference as fol-
lows: The states of Missouri, Kaunsas,
lowa, Nebraska and that part of the
state of Illinois lying west of the fol-
lowing line: Beginning at the city of
Cairo and running north along the Il1-
inois Central railroad to the city of
Mendota, and including all of the
towns on said line otrailroad ; thenee nor-
th to the Wisconsin state line, and hence
west along stateline tothe Mississippi
river.

The conference has 108 appointments
and is divided into four districts as follow:
St. Louis, Sedalia, St. Joscph and Topeka
Oskuloosa belongs to the St. Josepn dis-
trictof whichJ J.Clark of Topeks,
Kansas, is presiding elder.

WILL BE TRIED

FOR LYCHING THE COLORED POST-
MASTER.

For the first time on record the
federal government will enter the
South and take up alynching trial.
Fraser R. Baker after being ap-
pointed postmaster at Lake City,
8. C. was killed and the postofice
burned by & mob of citizens.

Fifteen of the prominent white
citizens of Lake City will be put
on trial in the United States cir-
enit court this week, to answer to
the charge ot having lynched post-

master Fraser B. Baker more than

a year ago. Besides killing the
postmaster, because he was a col-
ored man, the same lynchers will
have to answer for the killing of
Mr. Baker infant child and tor the
burning of the Lake City post of-
fice, with all of its effects. Itis
suid that other arrests will be made
before this case is taken. Over
eighty witnesses bhave beensum-
moned before the grand jury and
other indictinents are expected.
when the cases are called there
be.a great array of witness for the
detense.

This is the first time on record
that federal government has come
iuto the South tostake up a lynch-
ing trial. The murder of Mr. Baker
wus probably the mo:t bratal
crime known in the Listory of the
State Mr. Buaker wasappointed
postmaster at Lake City and before
he took charge ofthe office, was
warned to keep away. He refued
and an attempt was made to kill
him soon after his commission was
receitved. This failed, them the
regular band of organized men put
him out of theway. We trust that
the federal courts will prove to be
the way to bring those bruits to
justice.
