Determined Attack on LaJysmitb Re­
pelled by British.

Losdom, Jan. 9.—General Buller 
transmits the following from General 
White, dated 3 p. m. yesterday: 

"The attack commenced on my posi­
tion was chiefly against CtBsar's camp 
and Wagon Hill. The enemy was in 
great strength and pushed the attack 
with greatest courage and energy. 
Some of our entrenchments on Wagon 
Hill were three times taken by the en­
emy and retaken by us. The attack 
continued until 7:30 p. m. One point 
on onr position was occupied by the 
enemy all day. But at dusk in a very 
heavy rainstorm they were turned out 
of thia position at the point of the bay-, 
onet in a most gallant manner by the 
Devons, led by Col. Park. Col. Ian 
Hamilton was commander on Wagon 
Hill and rendered valuable service. 
The troops have had a very trying 
time and behaved excellently. They 
are elated over the service they have 
rendered the queen. The enemy were 
repulsed everywhere with very heavy 
loss, greatly exceeding that on my 
side, which will be reported as soon as 
the lists are completed." 

ROBERTS REACHES AFRICA. 

Few Developments Reported Prom Seat 
of War. 

LOKDON, Jan. 11.—During the inter­
lude of nppaient military inactivity 
and official secrecy, Lord Roberts and 
Lord Kitchener have arrived at the 
seat of war. It is assumed that their 
clear vision, supported by 30,000 fresh 
men, who are due to arrive in South 
Africa within thirty days, will alter 
the situation, and that tlie fourth 
month of the campaign will witness 
the beginning of victories for the Brit­
ish arms. Tliey are not, however, ex­
pected to produce delinite results "'for 
levetai days, but their mere presence 
will restore the shalcei^,' Confidence of 
the men at the front H5i their generals. 
Lord Roberts tinds 120,000 men on the 
defensive or watching for an opening. 
Lord Methuen's health, according to 
the Daily Mail, has "broken down," 
and the field marshal may relieve him. 
Possibly some others will be relieved 
of important commands. There is an 
uneasy suspicion that when the Lady-
smith casualties are announced tliey 
will be disheartening and will partly 
destroy the patriotic glow produced by 
General White's "victory." The list of 
the victims of disease issued by the 
war office gives twenty-two deaths 
from enteric fever and dysentery in 
Ladysmith in four days, revealing the 
fact that the besieged are existing 
amid bad sanitary conditions. 

A Now Arinjr Bill. 
Washington, Jan. 11.—Representa­

tive Hull, of Iowa, chairman of the 
military committee of the house, states 
that he. will introduce a bill for the re­
organization of the army, fixing the 
limit of force at 65.000. The measure 
originates with the war department 
and it has the sanction of Secretary 
Root. The bill would cut off the vol­
unteer regiments last raised and pre­
vent the retention in the regular army 
of the hundreds of young officers whose 
commissions were for the most part 
secured by pressure of political and 
social influence.

INSANE DOCTOR'S CRIME; . 

Maltreats and Kills a Ten-Moutbs-Old 
Clilld. 

Hampton, Jan. 10.—Dr. G. W. Ap­
pleby, for several, years the leading 
physician of Bristol, Butler county, in 
a fit of insanity killed a ten-months-
old child of Henry Wearly, of this 
place, while making an examlnatiob. 
The parents had brought the child to 
be treated for Kome trifling ailment. 
Dr. Appleby took the child in his aVms 
and handled it so roughly that the par­
ents protested, but to no avail. Sud­
denly pnttinqr his thumbs under its 
chin and with his fingers on top of its 
head, he crushed its face in so that the 
blood gushed from its nose and mouth. 
Then jumping up he seized the child 
by one foot and began swinging it 
around his head, resisting all efforts of 
the terror-stricken parents to stop him 
and it was not until help was gotten 
that the child was taken from him. 
Three or four hours after the occur, 
rence he seemed apparently rational 
and said he knew what he was doing 
when he killed the child, but could 
not help it. The cause of his insanity 
is supposed to be religious cxcitement, 
he having lately been attending pro­
tracted meetings and manifested great 
Interest therein.

Dr. Hallinger, .testified th^t 
he was attending jjlSe girl and she was 
recovering* /^hen her mother dis­
charged him and substituted the faith 
healer. The latter denies that he ad­
vised .the mother to dis-barge the reg­
ular physician and that he rendered 
his services merely as a minister of the 
gospel and at the request of the 
mother. He seeks to shift all the le­
gal responsibility on the mother. 

Leg Cat O K  by a Safe. 
Fosest City, Jan. 12.—A terribleacci-

dent occurred at Crystal Lake; in which 
a brother of C. M. Hyjerlied, the cashier 
of the bank at Crystal Lake, lost one 
of his legs. While assisting in unload­
ing a heavy safe for the bank, the safe 
fell in such a way as to catch young 
Hjerlied and completely sever one of 
his legs from his body. When picked 
up the severed leg was at least ten 
feet from the body and was cut off as 
clean as though done with an axe. 
Young Hjerlied lives in Wisconsin and 
was on a visit to his brother. At last 
accounts he seemed in a fair way to 
pull through. 

Town Agr'cnltural Society Election. 
Des Moinks, Jan. 12.—The State Ag­

ricultural Society elected the following 
officers: President, Robert Johnson, 
of Humboldt; vice-president, J. C.

Des Moines. Jan. 11.—The State Ag­

ricultural Society adopted a resolution 
providing that the society join with 
the sheep breeders in appealing to the 
legislature to re-enact the dog law in 
force some years ago.. The law pro­
vided for a tax on dogs to be turned 
into the counties treasuries and used 
to reimburse farmers for the amounts 
they lose by their sheep being killed 
by dogs not their own.
