(mportant Dechalon at Webster City—
Held That Law Regarding License Ap-
plies Only to Drug Docturs, and Mag-
netio Healer Is Discharged. g

Webster City, May 20.—In the case
of Dr. 1da Lounise Lyons, charged with
practicing' without a state license
from the state board of health, Justice
Bonner rendered a decision in which
he holds that no lowa law on the mat-
ter refers to such schools and apply
anly to drug doctors. Dr. Lyons was
arrested on complaint of Dr. Kennedy,
chairman of the lowa state board of
health, and the case has attracted
much attention. Doctor Lyons is a
prominent physician of Webster City,
using the psychic and magnetic meth-
ods of healing, being a graduate of
the Weltmer school of Nevada, Mis-
souri.

While Mrs. .Lyons' discharge was
hardly looked for it is entirely in ac-
cord with the sentiment existing in
this city. The case attracted consid-
erable attention In the city, and sur-
rounding towns, as Mrs. Lyons' prac-
tice has been very extensive and has
reached even outside the state.

The grand jury at its session in Sep-
tember may yet indict Dr. Lyons, al-
though this is hardly probable for the
reason that there is a case from
Boone in which a magnetic healer is
now awaiting a grand jury indictment.
In order to get the case before the su-
preme court at once, it is proposed
that the Boone doctor’'s bondsmen
shall give up their man and that ha-
beas corpus proceedings then be be-
gun and in this way take the case im-
mediately to the supreme court. Mrs.
Lyons and others of her school of
physicians, will not be further dis-
turbed pending the results of the
Boone case.

DIAVOLO 18 INJURED.
Loop the Loop Man Narrowly Escapes
Death at Marshalitown.

Marshalltown, May 22.—Diavolo, the
“Joop the loop” artist with the Fore-
paugh-Sells circus, came near losing
his life at the evening performance in
this city. An improperly adjusted
rope caught him in the head just after
he had made the loop and he received
a severe scalp wound. Had the rope
been a few inches lower it would have
caught him in the neck and he would
undoubtedly have been killed. Diavolo
uses a heavy machine, weighing eighty-
three pounds, built expressly for his
daring act. The momentum necessary
to make the loop is gained by descent
of a long incline and naturafly the
heavy machine comes out of the loop
at terrific speed. It has been found
necessary to rig up a device to check
the speed quickly, as the rider is
pretty well dazed when he gets to the
surface. A rope fastened to pulleys de-

 signed to catch th> handle bars is

placed at the bottom of the incline.
This rope was not properly adjusted
and Diavolo went against it with ter-
rific force. His scalp was torn and

Grand Army Encampment Recommends
War Governor for Honor.

Cedar Rapids, May 22—The Iowa
department of the Grand Army of the
Republic encampment yesterday pass-
ed ringing resolutions against the pur-
pose of the state of Virginia to place
a statute of Gen. Robt.

NEGRO OCCUPIES BNCH.

Unique Honor Bestowed On Member
of Colored Race at Oskaloosa.

Oskaloosa, May. 22.—For the first
time in the history of negro race in
the state of lowa and for the first
time in the history of the state, a
negro has occupied the bench as a
circuit judge in the trial of one of his
fellow citizens. This honor belongs
to George H. Woodson, a member of
the firm of Woodson & Brown of this
city.

. Drunkenness and Can Be Sued.

Des Moines, May 19.—The supreme
| court. yesterday lianded down &n im:
portant decision in the case of the
Adel League against Claus E. Ehnike.
an appeal from Pottawattamle county.
W. R. Green, judge, in which it holde
that the state law enacted in 1862 hold
ing salooonkeepers liable in a civh
action to wives whosc husbands have
been rulned by the drink habit it
still in force and effect.

The chief point raised in this case
was whether or not the intoxicating
liquor law as revised in the code of
1897 conflicted in any way with the
old statute,: Prior to the revision o
the code it was held that compliance
with the mulet law would not relieve
a saloon keéper from civil lability. I
‘was urged, however, that as the revis
fon among which was a clause to the
effect that saloon keepers would be
lfable for “giving or selling” intoxicat
ing liquors, “contrary to the provis
fons of this chapter,” compliance with
the mulct lJaw would operate as a de
fense. Without going deeply into thie
question the court holds that in this
case the defendant did not avail him-
gelf of his defepse under the mulct
law, even if he had one. In the plead:
ings and the evidence it was shown
that the defendant had complied with
the provisions of the law and the
court says:

“By operation of law such allega-
tions are denied by the plaintiff with
out the filing of a reply, and therefore
the burden of proving compliance with
the mulct law was on the defendant.”

The court holds that the defendant
must show that liquor was sold at his
place at such time, in such a manner
and by such a person as is permitted
by the mulet law. In this case the
trial court submitted to the jury the
question whether or not the defendant
had in fact complied with the mulct
Jaw and this ruling is held by the
supreme court to have been correct.

It was urged by the defendant that
to cause or contribute to an habitual
condition of intoxication does not give
rise-to any liability. But the supreme
court holds otherwise and says that
such causing or contributing must be
taken into consideration in measuring
the damage,

‘“A condition of habitual intoxica-

tion,” says the court, ‘‘does not con
tinue without such continuance is
caused or contributed to by further
sales of liquor, and if the only reason
why plaintiff’'s husband did not fur-
nish her support was a condition of
habitual intoxication then plaintiff may
recover the damages resulting from
the conditions by reason of defendant’s
act.” .
The court also holds that injury to
the wife as the results of threats of
bodily harm by a drunken husband
can properly be taken into considera-
tion in assessing the damages against
the saloon keeper who caused the
husband’s drunkenness.

STREET RAILWAY AT FAIR.

Management Concludes Negotiations
Relative to Line Into Grounds.
Des Moines, May 22 —At a meeting
of the executive commi}tee of the state
department of agriculture the contract
was signed up with the Des Moines
Street Railway company giving the
company the right to construct its
tracks and put up a passenger depot
on the fair grounds. The company is
given the right to occupy the grounds
for twenty-five years, but the fran-
chise i8' not an .exclusive one. The
company will at once begin construct-
ing the new passenger depot, which
will be an attractive one costing up-

wards of ° $3,000. : )

The executive committee visited
the fair grounds and was greatly
pleased with the improvements in evi-
dence there. The new walk to be built
this season is about completed. Near
ly 1,200 feet of walk twelve feet wide
has been built this spring, reaching
{rom the proposed street car passen-
ger depot to the stock pavilion and
north to the grand stand. Consider-
able walk has also been laid in the
vicinity of the machinery and speed
departments.

F. D. Rennison of the lowa Seed
company was employed by the com-
mittee to supeérvise the construction
of the new green house. This wil
cost about $2,000. Work will begi
next week.

DIED TO ESCAPE DISGRACE.

Kossuth Postmaster Was Short in His
Accounts. .

Muscatine, May 19.—It develops
that Postmaster Hedges of Kossuth,
who was killed Thursday afternoon
in the explosion which blew up his
store, sacrificed his own life rather
than face. a charge of embezzlement.

The postmaster’s plan to throw the
blame for his shortage upon a sup-
posed highwayman, was cleverly laid
and the subsequent destruction of his
office was evidently deemed a necessi-
ty by him to prevent the discovery of
fraud, on investigation of his accounts.
When the books of the office were re-
covered from the wreck of the build-
ding, however, the government experts
had no difficulty in unraveling the plot.

Last Monday, Hedges was found,
seemingly unconscious, near the post-
office, building, and upon being re-
vived, reported that 'he had been
.robbed of all the government funds in
his charge, and beaten into insensibili-
ty. An inspector was detailed to look
into the robbery and arrived just af-
ter the dramatic’ suicide.

Killed at Colfax,

Colfax, May 20.—George McNeilly,
aged 11 years, met with a terrible
death at the crossing of the Colfax
Northern tracks west of the depot.
He attempted to pass between the
cars as they were switching off load-
ed coal cars, and was_caught between
‘the bumpers and mangled in an awful
manner. No blame is attached to the
railroad company, as the child has
been repeatedly warned and driven
away. from the tracks. He was nor
discovered until some time after the
zedideny. occurred. He lived but a
few minutes after being removed.

Saloonkeepers’ Held Responsible for

Des Moines, May 22, 1903,

Governor Cummins has fissued &
proclamation, offering @ reward °:
$300 for the arrest and convlctlon' o
the slayer of Arthur Meadb of “:;t
Liberty. Mead wrs killed by an umn
knownymln the morning of May 14.
He was slain in the restaurant of
Thomas McCarthy by a robber, who
entered the place about 1 o'clock In
the morning, commanded those with-
In to throw up their hands and sobbed
the restaurant, Mead did not at once
pot at once comply with the order to
.hrow up his hands and was shot and
killed. The robber was masked, and
while the citizens of West Liberty
made a vigorous search for him, he
could not be discovered. Mayor J. E.
McIntigh, Marshal R. J. Wiley and the
members of the council united in ask-
ing the governor to offer a reward,

Allen K. Riddle, better known as
Koch Riddle, is in the city jail on the
sharge of embezzling $600 belonging
to the United States Express compnay.
Riddle was formerly employcd as
night clerk for the company in this
city and it is alleged while employed
in this capacity he appropriated funds
of the company to his own use. Riddle
is a young man who has lived for
years in the city., The express com-
pany has been wanting him for a
year, but he has been out of the city
and according to his own story has
been in Kansas City, in Texas and
Arizona. He says he was employed in
different places as a waiter and that
when in Los Angeles, he joined the
local waiters' union there.

It is declared on the best authority
possible—the people who have seen
and talked with them—that the Rock
Island engineers now working in the
western part of the state are making
surveys for the straightening of the
wracks in that section of the state. One
gurvey which has been finished is of
a line directly from Avoca to Minden,
cutting off the huge curve that runs
the road up into Shelby county to the
town of Shelby. This cut off will leave
the town of Shelby without any rail-
road. However, the Great Western
that is now building will pass within
a very short distance west of Shclby.
Another survey which is being made
now is the one which leaves the pres-
ent Rock Island line at Avoca and
swings down to Council Bluffs in an
almost straight line, cutting out the
towns of Shelby, Minden, Neola, Un-
derwood and Weston, and making a
new route for more than twenty miles.
Still another proposition, which is
said to be even more favorably con-
sidered by the Rock Island officials, is
a survey which will carry the line
from Atlantic directly to Council
Bluffs. This would reduce the dis-
tance fifteen or more miles between
the two cities.

The supreme court upheld ‘a tax
ferret contract in Pottawattamie coun-
ty in which the county agreed to pay
50 per cent of collections. The case
was on a contract made before the
new law limiting fee to 156 per cent
went into effect. The contract was
with one Cunningham, and he was not
only to discover taxes but collect them.

Prof. Kinney of Drake Univer-
sity, was elected chemist to succeed
Prof. Macey. Eli Grimes was re-elect-
ed bacteriologist.
