Fatalitles in Glenwood, Bux-
ton and South Des
Moines.

MANY PERSONS ARE INJURED

Goney Toes at State Institution at Glem-
woed Is Estimated at $52,000-Entire
State Visited By Heavy Rains nud High
Winds, '

Des Moines, May 27.—Two persons
were killed and a half dozen injured
sy a tornado which swept through
South Des Moines at 6 o'clock last
svening. The killon were:

Russell Andrew Knouf, aged 30
rears, and Floyd Knouf, his 8-months’
’ld son. The Injurcd included Mary

Knouf, who was pairfully bruised and
sut; Mrs, Margaret Moston, who suf-
lered a skull wound from flying de-
bris; Charies McNuit, who was hurt
by falling tree limi« and Mrs. John
AMcCoy, whose brea:t and head were
rut with broken gless, X

The Knouf home v.as demolished by
the torna‘c, the Christian church of
South Dea Moines was destroyed, the
affice of Dr. J. F. I-vin was wrecked,
‘he home of William Jones was made
aninhabitable, and several other
oulldings were bal'yv damaged. A
aumber w>re more or less injured. All
of the telepkone wires were blown
down and the telephine poles for four
nlocks were twisted cff about six feet
from the ground. A hundred fine
‘rees, some of them as large around
18 2 m&a='s body, we.e twisted and torn
from their roots. Kew houses in the
wrack of the storm cscaped losses of
~indows and many roofs were dam-
aged while outbuildings were entirely
dectroyed. ']

The storm did damage south of the
sity, blowing down tt2 upper walls of
wo army posL bui!dings and moving
the Winters home nzar Proctor mine.
it also damaged the Capi.al City nur-
gery. Two houses at the Great West-
ern yards were blo=n over. In South
fRust Des Moines sciveral small build-
ings were destroyed.

Tho storm swept over the south-
pastern part of the city and inflicted
jamage that it is impossible to esti-
mate in the regicn of the Agar pack-
ing plant, the Des Moines malt house,
the Des Moines Elevator esompany's
rlant and through the Chesterfield
district. While no one was seriously
tnjured, many thousands of dollars
will be*required to cover the loss in
this part of the city.

At the plant of the Des Moines Ele-
vator compavny on Hast Eighteenth
street, the huge smokestack of the
plant was blcwn down. This was an
jron stack and the largest one in the
sastern part of the oy, It was about
150 fect high. The loss will be about
$2,600.

Al through this region and in Ches-
jorfield, numerous barns and out-
souses were wrenched from their
woorings, upset and otherwise mis-
lreated. The roofs of many small
huild'ngs were torn off. Trees were
rprocted in many instances and tele-
phone &nd teiegraph wires were either
vlown lo the ground or were partially
blown over,

TORNADO AT GLENWOOD.

Two Killed and Eleven Injured at In-
stitute for Fecble Minded.

Glenwood, May 27.—A cyclone
struck this place Monday night, doing
great damage to the state institution
for feeble minded children. Two girls
were killed and eleven more or less
sériously injured. The loss will ex-
ceed $70,000.

The killed: Maggie Beiner, Hazel
Wright.

‘The. injured: Mary Eckert. Anna
Delaney, Myrtle Dickinson, Etta New-
ton, Harrison Johnson and Rolla Rath-
bun.

Others who were injured were not
seriously hurt. It is believed that all
of the injured will recover.

The tornado struck the giris’ dor-
mitory, commonly known as the old
building, first. The roof was torn off
and with a terrible crash fell back
again upon the wrecked building. All
of the buildings of iLe group including
the hospital, dorm:tory, boys’ build-
fng, custodian’s building. farm cot-
tages and the boiler room, were more
or less damaged by tne storm.

The buildings of the institution were
gituated on a slighi.rise and were a
fair mark for the heavy wind which
swooped down upon *‘he structure with
terrible fury. The boiler room, in-
cluding some flne machinery lately
installed, is a mass of wreckage.

The eleven girls who were injured
are being cared for in the hospital,
which is practically intact.” The in-
juries consist largely of bruises and
sc-atches, although some of the girls
have sustained ' fractures . and bad
wounds. , :

The superintendent placed the total

CYCLONE AT ROLFE,

One Man Killed and Damage of
$100,200.

Rolfe, May 26.—A cyclone which
struck Rolfe on Sunddy evering, be
sides killing one man, wrought fully
$100,000 damage. Fong Foo, the
Chinese laundrymar. met his death
by a frantic cffort to reach a place
of safety after the storm struck. He
rushed from the rear door of his place
of business, and was caught by a rcof
from an implement building near by
and pinned to the ground. His shoul-
der, back and both legs were broken.
He was found in th's helpless condi.
tion almost immediately after the
storm and administered to by physi-
cians, but lived on!y a short time.
Had he remained in the building he
would have been scfe. No other in-
juries are reported. The approaching
storm showed Its character, and gave
plenty of warning, and almost the en-
tire population of the town sought
refuge in caves and cellars. Otherwise
the dead and injure¢ would have been
numerous.

Des Molines, May 28.—The destruc
‘tive and death degling tornadoes
which visited ‘portions of lowa Mon:
day and Tuesday evenings, have car-
ried' in their wake another danger to
the state in the shape of wreck and
ruin by floods from swollen and
overflowing rivers. *

‘Reports to The Register and Leader
from fts correspondents in various
gections of the state but add to the
list of communities where the fury of
the storms of the past 48 hours has
been vented.

The damage already done will run
into hundreds of thousands. Many
homes have been destroyed and many
fields have been laid waste, and crops
covering thousands of acres of land
have been ruined.

A summary of the reports shows:

At Atlantic—The Nishnabotna is
higher than it has been known to be in
twenty years. The Atlantic Canning
company reports the damage to its
plant will reach $10,000 and much
other damage was done by the flood-
ing of part of the residence portion
of the city.

At Harlan—Reports tell of the kill-
ing of live stock by lightning and loss
by heavy rains and floods.

At Webster City—The Boone river
is reported two feet and eight inches
above the high water mark of a year
ago.

At Fort Dodge—The Des Moines
is reported high, but not dangerously
go and is receding.

He stated, however,
that the sale was made to Mr. Stick-
ney personally and not to the Chica-
go, Great Western, It is learned that
Mr. Stickney, Mr. Cherry and Presi-
dent Harris of the “Q" .met in St.
Paul a few days ago, had dinner to-
gether and discussed railroad projects
together. It is also known that Mr.
Cherry and Mr, Harris met in Chica-
go just prior to the St. Paul confer-
ence. Superintendent W. H. Hill of
Burlington, who took the  place of
Mr. Bechtel on the “Q,” was in the
city and saw Mr. Cherry and held a
long conference with T. N. Hooper,
Mr. Stickney’s confidential agent in
this section. If the “Q" should build
the Des Moines & Southern, Mr. Hill,
who is a nephew of J. J. Hill, the
magnate of the Burlington property,
would superintend it. It is also com-
monly understood by rallroad men
that Mr. Stickney and J. J. Hill are
very close together, that they have
an alliance in terminal matters at
St. Paul and that they held long con-
ferences in that city last week.

This company already has a
dozen adjusters at work in the field,
and is compelled to increase its ad-
justing force. We are assured by the
officers of this company that every
one of these losses will be paid withia
48 hours after a completed proof is
recelved in the office. On Monday
last this association received 302 ap-
‘plications for new insurance and its
risks are now $101,000,000. This is
the company of which A. N. Buckman
is president and J. B. Herriman, sec-
retary, 709-10 Crocker building, Des
Moines, Iowa.

It appears probable the vetérans of
Jowa will go to the National G. A. R.

PRESBYTERIANS OUST
REV, LOUIS RICHTER

General Assembly Sustains the Action

of the Minnesota synod In Ex-

communicating the Pastor.

los Angeles, Cal, May 28.—The
Presbyterian general assembly Sus-
talned the action of the Minnesota
gynod In deposing the Rev. Louls
Richter of Minneapolis from the pulpit
and excommunicating him from the
church.

The charge against Mr. Richter was
that he, as a Presbyterian minister,
kad occupied a post as agent for the
dissemination of literature for the
brewery trust, It was also chargvdl
that he appealed by circulars to the
galoons and breweries to contribute
to a fund to enable him to prosecute
his case before the general assembly.

The regular business before the
general assembly was the report on
foreign mission. The report showed
that the board of foreign missions has
127 stations, 1,402 out-stations, 764
schools, 27,370 pupils in school, 38,
342 Sunday school scholars, 693
churches (312 of these are in Corea,
and it is scarcely proper to call them
churches, as they are rather groups
of believers, students for the
ministry, 10 printing presses, and 91
hospitals and dispensaries, which
treated during the Yyear 290,103
patients.

The board sent out to the foreign
field 142 missionaries, sixty-six of
whom were returning to their fields
and seventy-six were newly appointed.
