ONE DOLLAR WHEAT. 

Western Canada's Wheat Fields Pro­
duce It—Magnificent Yields—Free 
Grants of Land to Settlers.

ment show that the movement of 
American farmers northward to Can­
ada is each month affecting larger 
areas of the United States.

Last 
year no leas than 11,841 Americans 
entered for homestead lands in Can­
ada. 

From the Gulf to the Boundary, 
and from ocean to ocean, the trek to 
the Dominion goes on. Not only the 
wheatgrowers of the central Missis­
sippi valley, but the ranchers of Texas 
and New Mexico, and the cultivators 
of the comparatively virgin soil of 
Oklahoma, are pouring towards tbe 
productive vacant lands of the Cana­
dian Northwest. It is no tentative, 
half-hearted departure for an alien 
country that is manifested in this 
exodus; it has become almost a rush 
to secure possession of land which it 
is feared by those imperfectly ac­
quainted with the vast area pf Can­
ada's vacant lands, may all be acquir 
ed before they arrive. There is no 
element of speculation or experiment 
In the migration. The settlers have

The Grand Jury Finds Four 
True Bills Against 

Him. 

OVER SHELDON BANK FAILURE 

Member of Railroad Commission 
Must Answer to Court—More Than 
a Dozen Indictments Were Returned 
Against Brown and His Two Sons. 

Sheldon, May 4.—Tho O'Brien 
grand jury has voted four indict­
ments against Ed. C. Browri of the 
Iowa railroad commission and pres­
ident of the failed Sheldon State 
bank. The indictments charge irreg­
ularities in the bank's affairs, one 
count charging an embezzlement of 
172,000. This count charges that 
the bank loaned this amount to J. W. 
fix ft Company, of which firm Earl 
Brown, cashier of the bank, was a 
member. Other counts deal with 
sums ranging from |4,000 to $6,000. 
The bank originally had a capital of 
1100,000, which was reduced half in 
1892. It is charged that the new or­
ganization carried $78,000 of worth­
less paper, making it insolvent from 
its inception. One count charges 
Brown with borrowing ?6,000 on his 
personal note from a Chicago bank 
and later having the amount charged 
against the Sheldon bank. It is 
charged in another count that on 
April 13, 1903, the bank declared a 
dividend of ?4,000, when it was in­
solvent. 

Indictments were also filed against 
Earl W. Brown and Ed. C. Brown, 
Jr., more than a dozen being returned 
against members of the Brown family. 
The court has fixed the bonds of the 
defendants at an aggregate of 172,000. 

Some time since many of the de­
positors of the Sheldon State bank, 
which failed last November, got to­
gether and employed a special ex­
aminer to go over the books of the 
bank for several months prior to the 
failure. As a result, when court con­
vened Monday many of the deposi­
tors, the examiner, Receiver Ady and 
others went before the grand jury, 
while Ed. C. Brown and some of his 
friends were here and doing all pos­
sible to prevent the finding of the in­
dictments. In spite of their efforts, 
however, indictments were found on 
five different grounds, embezzlement, 
fraudulent banking and others, all 
arising from the bank failure. There 
will be no trial at this term of any 
of the defendants, but preparations 
will be made for trial at the Septem­
ber ternv if possible. It is expected 
that all of the Browns who have been 
indicted will make appearance and 
give bonds today. 

According to an estimate by per­
sons who have gone over the assets 
of the bank, it is thought that de­
positors will get from 30 to 60 per 
cent, though it Is not likely that any 
considerable dividends can be de­
clared until fall, and after hearings 
have been had on various petitions of 
intervention and other matters got­
ten into proper shape. 

GRAVES GET8 NEW TRIAL. 

COUNTRY PAPERS GOT IT 
S. r. SMITH, PRESIDENT CENTRAL

TRUST FUNDS. 

Was Convicted of Wife Murder in 
First Degree. 

Des Moines, May 3.—Judge Mc-
Henry, after hearing testimony and 
the arguments in the Graves murder 
case, set aside the verdict returned 
by the jury in the former case and 
granted a new trial to the defendant, 
C. W. Graves. As Judge McHenry an­
nounced his decision Graves broke 
down and wept for joy. 

The matter was taken up in the 
criminal court in the morning and the 
greater part of the day was consumed 
in hearing the testimony of Frank 
Brlce, to whom Foley, the juror, is al­
leged to have made his questionable 
statements, and others intimately con­
nected with the evidence. Brice 
stated that Foley had said to him a 
short time after the murder Is alleged 
to have been committed, "That d—n 
scoundrel killed that woman." The 
statement was not denied, but an at­
tempt was made to prove that the re­
mark was made more in the spirit of 
jest than in earnest 

Testimony was also* offered showing 
that Foley indicated by his actions In 
the jury box during the progress of 
the trial that he was intensely inter­
ested in the prosecution of the defend­
ant. He is alleged to have given vent 
to his feelings of satisfaction when­
ever a point was scored by the prose­
cution by calling the attention of his 
next neighbor. It was also shown 
that he attempted to exert his influ­
ence after the jury had retired. 

TEACH FARMING TO PUPILS. 

Lost Nearly 930,000 trying to Estab­
lish a Ready-Print House In , 

Davenport. 
Davenport, May 2.—Statements and 

old papers filed for record with the 
recorder of Scott county show Samuel 
F. Smith, ex-mayor of Davenport, 
trustee of Davenport Carnegie library, 
publisher of the Daily Republican, 
and son of the author of "America" 
short In hiB accounts with trust funds 
of $50,000. Smith signed over to W. 
C. Putnam and A. W. Vanderveer all 
of his property in Davenport, including 
stoc.ks in local companies and real es­
tate. 

Mr. Smith has long held the confi­
dence of the people. His residence is 
the finest in the city. 

It is rumored that the greater part 
of the shortage was caused by the at­
tempt of Mr. Smith to establish a 
house to furnish ready-printed sheets 
for country newspapers. The Central 
Newspaper Union was started about 
three years ago by J. X. Brands as 
manager and Mr. Smith as financier. 
The business was run for three years 
at a loss. It is stated that the total 
loss up to the time he sold his inter­
ests was in the neighborhood of $30,-
000. 

Smith is ill, his daughter Is in a 
hospital, and his wife nearly broken­
hearted. Smith has made a full con­
fession. 

FOUR BURNED TO DEATH. 

Sleeping in Northwestern Freight 
Car at Council Bluffs. 

Council Bluffs, May 3.—A third 
frightful catastrophe for Council Bluffs 
within a few months happened in 
the Northwestern yards at 1 o'clock 
yesterday morning when four human 
beings, three men and a boy, lost 
their lives by being burned to death 
like rats In a blazing box car. No 
clue could be found to their identity, 
the clothes having been burned from 
their scorched and almost unrecog­
nizable bodies. 

It is believed the four were ho­
boes and that they had stolen a ride 
into the city with the car which ar­
rived at 11:30 o'clock from Chicago. 
As both ends of the car were open, 
it is impossible to tell where the men 
boarded the train. The car was filled 
with bedding and it is believed that 
the fire started from one of the mep 
smoking. The four blackened bodies 
were taken at 2:30 o'clock a. m. 
to Cutler's undertaking rooms, where 
they will be held for the coroner's 
inquest and for possible identification. 

The car was discovered to be on 
fire by a car checker as a switch en­
gine was moving it along with a train 
in the north part of the Northwest­
ern yards. The engine crew accord­
ingly hurried the car down to the 
water tank at the Northwestern 
roundhouse, whore on stopping cries 
of the men inside were heard pite-
ously calling to be released from the 
raging furnace. The car doors were 
at once broken open, but no relief 
could be afforded the dying men as 
the excelsior atjd bedding in which 
the furniture was packed furnished 
fury to the flames and made it im­
possible to enter the car until the 
flames had been subsided with water. 

As soon as possible the railroad 
men forced their way into the car 
and were horrified to find the burned 
and distorted bodies of three men 
dead in one end of the car and that 
of a boy about 16 years old in the 
other end. The bodies were taken 
from the car and efforts made to 
identify them, but few traces of their 
clothing were left and the features 
were badly burned. It is thought, 
however, that one of the men was a 
negro. They apparently range in age 
from 25 to 35 years and in general 
appearance seem to be tramps. 

The doors at either end of the car 
were unsealed, which showed the 
means of entrance to the car. The 
train which contained the car arrived 
at 11:30 from Chicago, where the car 
was picked up at the Wood street 
station. There is no way of telling, 
however, if the men came all the way 
from Chicago. 

Though the contents of the car 
were destroyed, the car itself was not> 
badly damaged except for being con­
siderably charged on the interior. 
The owner of the household goods 
destroyed could not be ascertained 
from the railroad records last night. 

STORM SWEEPS NORTHWEST. 

Rudiments of Agriculture to be Part 
of Nature Study. 

Des Moines, May 5.—Enlargement 
of nature study i.i the schools of 
Iowa so as to include the teaching of 
rudiments of agriculture, was the cen­
tral thought in a discussion of teach­
ing agriculture, at a state conference 
of county superintendents with Supt. 
J. F. Riggs at his office. The concen­
sus of opinion was that teaching agri­
culture alone was a good thing but 
the time has not come for such an 
advanced step in the common schools. 

The subjects of school sites and 
school architecture were discussed by 
the superintendents. In regard to the 
desirableness of a change in the be­
ginning of the school year the sup­
erintendents were unanimously fav­
orable. 

They discussed the question of hav­
ing the state board examine all pap­
ers of applicants for certificates and 
pass on them and while a few doubted 
the wisdom of the plan tney general­
ly approved. 

Affcts Iowa Men. 
Fort Madison, May 3.—A lockout of 

Santa Fe machinists at Fort Madi­
son occurred yesterday morning, in­
volving boilermakers, blacksmiths 
and roundhouse men, in all, possibly 
two hundred men. The company fore­
stalled the strike which had been or­
dered by the international officers of 
the union. The machine shops were 
idle today, hut the company officers 
say that men will be put on tomor­
row to take the places of the strikers, 
It is said that the union men are not 
barred from the shops, but can return, 
provided they sign §n agreement 

Town of Merlden Bore Full Fury of 
Small Tornado. 

Merlden, May 6.—A severe wind 
and rain storm swept over this sec­
tion of Iowa yesterday afternoon. At 
1:30 o'clock it reached its height and 
bore down on 'Meriden with much 
fury. Barns and outbuildings in the 
eastern part of town were more or 
lc'3s wrecked and the residence of E. 
Hart was blown from its foundation. 
The barns of Mayor Remmlng and Dr. 
B. F. Quinn were destroyed, and the 
large barn of Link Nixon, an owner 
of racing horses, was also demolish­
ed, but his valuable horses escaped 
unhurt. 

Following the wind came a heavy 
downpour of rain. The damage in the 
country was light. 

Omaha, Neeb., May 6.—Reports re­
ceived at the offices of the Illinois 
Central railroad state that a mild tor­
nado struck Meriden, Iowa, demol­
ishing two houses and a number of 
small buildings. The storm swept a 
path forty rods wide and a mile long. 
No lives were lost and nobody was 
seriously injured. Following the wind 
storm, a small cloudburst struck north 
of Cherokee, doing considerable dam­
age. The Illinois Central tracks on 
the Sioux Falls branch were badly 
washed out, completely blocking 
traffic. Telegraph and telephone 
wires were blown down.
