VILLAGES ARE

DESTROYED

Number of Known Dead Up to Pres-
ent Time is 347—Distressing News
Continues to Pour in From All
Quarters—Troops Sent to Aid. ¢
Rome, Sept. 9.—All Italy is suffer

ing from terrible depression because

of the news from the south, waere
one of the worst earthquakes ever ex-
perienced occurred yesterday. Al-
though the earthquake was felt all
over Calabria and to a certain extent

In Sicily, the worst news comes from

Pizzo and Monteieone and from eight-

een villages which are said to have

been completely destroyed. Accorvd-

ing to the latest news received 270

persons have been killed and a great

number injured. It is as yet impossi-
ble to even estimate the property
losses.

The shock was felt at 2:50 o'clock
yesterday morning. It lasted for
eighteen seconds at Catanzaro and
soon thereafter was felt at MesSina,
Roggio, Monteleone, Martinano, Stef-
avoni, Piscopio, Triparni, Zafmaro,
Cessaniti, Naido, Olivadi and other
points.

Scenes of indescribable terror. eu-
sued. Women aroused from theis
sleep rushed half clothed into the
streets, screaming with fear, carry-
ing their babies and dragging along
their other children and calling for
help on the Madonna and the saints.
The men escyped into the open with
their families, all calling on their
favorite saints for protection. The
cafes were taken by assault by the
strangely j';arbed crowd, but as day-
light broke without a repetition of the
sarrhquake, the crowd gradually melt-
=d away until by 8 o’clock the streets
had almost assumed their normal ap-
ruined vil-
lazes where the inhabitants had no
home to go to. The general confus-
ion was added to by dreadful cries
from the jails where the prisoners
were beside themselves with fright
and in some cases mutinied, but for-
tunately all the prisoners were kept
within bounds.

LINEVITCH ACCEPTS
OYAMA'S PROPOSAL

Gunshu Pass, Manchuria, Sept. 12.

—General Linevitch’'s answer to Field |

Marshal Oyama’s letter requesting
the arrangement of an armistice was
dispatched yesterday by special mes-
senger. In his answer the Russian
commander in chief®accepts the pro-
posals of the Japanese commander in
chief, which not only refer at consid-
erable length to the question of an
armistice but also to neutral zones
both on land and sea.

General Fukushima and General
Ovanovsky, the respective plenipoten-
tiaries, will meet next Wednesday
at Chakhedza, on the railroad, as pro-
posed by Field Marshal Oyama. The
place is midway between the Japan-
ese and Russian lines, separated by
a rifle range. At the meeting all the
questions at issue will be determined
except that referring to the delimita-
tion of the neutral zones, which will
be left for the consideration of svecia)
delegates.

MIKADD'S ARMY

IS VERY ANGRY

Gen. Oyama’s Headquarters, Muk-
den, Sept. 11 (via Yinkow, Sept 14.)
—The terms of peace. which were
withheld from the Japanese army for
over a week by a stoppage of the
mails, are gradually becoming
known to the officers and the men in
the ranks. They are received with
universal consternation and indigna-
tion. The soldiers declare that they
would prefer to continue fighting at
any cost rather than stop the war on
such terms.

News of the treaty was first brought
to the Japanese lines by a Russian of-
ficer who rode forward under a white
flag accompanied by a few Cossacks
to ask why the Japanese outlposts
continued to fire when peace had al-
ready been declared. Since that
time a few telegrams have found
their way to the front giving the
terms of peace. These came like a
thunderclap to the army. Everybody
supposed that the original demands
of the government would be enforced
wilhout exception for to all outward
appearances the Japanese are now in
better condition than ever to fight a
great battle,

POLITIGAL SCANDAL
FOUND [N INDIAN

State Auditor Sherrick Re-
moyed By Governor
Hanly.

THE ACTION IS, SENSATIONAL

Official Charged With Shortage of
About $145,000 — Alleged to Have
Loaned Public Funds to Parties
Without Proper Security.

Indlanapolis, Ind., Sept. 15.—Alleg-
ing that David E. Sherrick, auditor of
state, was guilty of “a plain and inex-
cusable violation of the law, and a
gross betrayal of public trust,” in that
he Invested funds belonging to the
state in private affairs, to the extent of
about $145,000, Governor Hanly yes-
terday issued an executive order, in
which he took cognizance of a vacancy
in the office, and appointed Warren
Bigler of Wabash, Ind., as his succes-
sor. This in effect amounts to a re-
moval of Mr. Sherrick by the gov-
ernor, though the official statement
is not made that way.

The governor gave Sherrick
noon yesterday to make his settle-
ment., This wuas not done, and the
governor after having asked for Sher-
rick’s resignation three times, effect-
ed the removal. Sherrick has not
been arrested as yet, and in his state-
ment Governor Hanly did not say
that such an action was contemplated.
Mr. Sherrick could not be seen yes-
terday.

In a.formal statemeat issued rela-
tive to the matter the governor said
he had been investigating the affairs
in the auditor’s office since the last
of August, having received informa-
tion that Sherrick had not made the
July settlement for the state funds,
which had accumulsfed from January
to July 1, 1905. He immediately asked
for a settlement, which was made,
This amount was about $235,000. In
addition to this amount the auditor
in his statement to the governor ad-
mitted that he was, at that time
chargeable with siate funds paid in
since the July payment amounting
to $145,197.80, for which he filed a
schedule enumeratifig the assets he
had to meet this amount which he
i owed to the state. These items in-
cluded notes, stocks and securities
amounting to $152,883.23, of which,
according to the governor's letter. on-
| 1y $37,355.01 could be realized on.
