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MOST ATROCIOUS CRIME. 

Death Cries of Murdered Minister 
Heard From Fiery Prison. 

No atrocity in modern times, says 
the Richmond (Va.) Planet, has ex­
ceeded the brutal fiendiahnesa attend­
ing the lynching of Rev. John Har­
vard, near Cochran, Ga., In December. 
To a person versed in the law, trained 
in the church and permeated by the 
civilizing Influences now In evidence In 
tbe leading cominunitlea of the world 
It seems inconceivable that people of 
this country could be found who would 
perpetrate such an outrage. 

Rev. John Harvard had committed 
no crime, if the telegraphic reports are 
to be believed. He was dangerously 
wounded by Will D. Booth, white, 
who was in turn said to be fatally 
injured. He had done nothing further 
than to defend himself, and yet he was 
caught and burned at a stake, his 
death cries being stilled by the heat 
and smoke of hia fiery prison. This 
brings to mind our oft expressed 
warning. Colored men who wound 
or injure white men In this section 
of tbe country should defend them­
selves to the death and then save the 
last bullet for themselves and take 
their chances of "going shouting home 
to glory." 

It is far better to die like a hero 
than to be assassinated and burned 
like a felon. We will not comment 
further upon this outrage. It Is too 
horrible. Hundreds of white men are 
condemning the murderers, but there 
Is not one who <has announced his 
ability to bring to dire punishment tbe 
fiends who are guilty of this latest 
ebullition of race prejudice. The south 
as a whole will be a sufferer, and we 
shall have for years to come bitter 
memories of this most diabolical crime 
ever perpetrated in the southland.

TAFT FAVORS EXPOSITIOH. 

PresMent Asks Authority te Appeim 
Cemmlaaien te Outline Plans. 

rrealdvut Tuft haa glvt>u his cordial 
Indorweuiwut to the proposed semicen­
tennial expooltlou auggeated for 1018 
to mark the progress the Negro haa 
made the fifty years of his freedom 
and to indlcute the wonderful advance 
tbe race baa made since Its landing In 
this country nearly 800 yeara ago. The 
movement waa called to tbe attention 
of tbe president not long ago by Dr. 
Booker T. Washington. 

In bis Brat annual meaaage to con­
gress President Taft said of the pro-
posed demonstrative exposltlob: 

"The year 1018 will mark tbe fiftieth 
anniversary of the Issuance of the 
•mancipation proclamation which gave 
freedom to the Negroea in the United 
Statea. It seems fitting that this event 
ahould be properly celebrated. Already 
a movement baa been atarted by prom­
inent colored people and newspa-
pera not only In the south, but In oth­
er parts of tbe country. The south 
especially la manifesting Its Interest 
In such a celebration. 

"It ia suggested that a proper form 
of celebration would be an expoeltlon 
whicb would ahow the progress which 
the millions of Negroea have made not 
only during their period of freedom, 
but which would alao Indicate their 
progress from the time of their com­
ing to this country. 

»I heartily indorse the proposed ex­
position and suggest that the execu­
tive be authorized to appoint a pre­
liminary commission of not more than 
seven persona to conaider carefully 
whether or not It Is wise to hold such 
^n exposition, and, if ao, to outline a 
plan for the enterprise. I further rec­
ommend that auch preliminary- com­
mission serve without salary except as 
to their actual expenses and that an 
appropriation be made to meet auch 
expenses." "• :
