MRS.  WASHINGTON
LARGE ' OVATION
MOINES PEQOPLE.

On last Monday morning, Novem-
ber 30th, Mrs, Booker T. Washington,
wife of the noted educator and presi-
dent of the National Association of
iCokmd Women, arrived in our city
: and was met by Atty. and Mrs. 8, Joe
le D. 8. Bailey, northern field
I agent of Tuskegee Institute, and Edi-
tor John L. Thompson. She was mo-
wred to the resifence of Atty. and
Mrs. Brown. After a dainty luncheon
prepared by Miss Marye 1. Bell, one
of our cateresses of the city, through
the courtesy of Dr. E. A. Carter, com-
pany physician of Burton, who with
his wife was in the city to attend
Mrs. Washington’s lecture, Mrs.
Washington and Mrs. Brown were
motored to the state house, where
Mrs. Washington was given a most
cordial reception by the governor of
our state, the Hon. Geo. W. Clarke.
On repairing from there she was later
escorted to St. Paul’s A. M. E. church,
where she was greeted with one of
the largest audiences ever assembled
in this difice. Fully one hundred peo-
ple were turned away, the church be-
ing filled o its capacity. Mrs. Wash-
ington, who came here in the interest
of the social science department of
the natiomal association, spoke on the
social conditions among Negroes in
the United States. She told in a most
thrilling manner what has been and
is being done by the association to
better the condition of the Negro
] along the moral, spiritual, industrial
and intellectual lines.

“Conservation of health and life and
the care of orphans and aged mem-
bers of the human family is a part of
each federated club’s mission,” said
the speaker, “and especial effort is
being directed by the mothers’ depart-
ment to decrease the death rate
among the children of the race, which
now is one in every four.” After giv-
ing a general review of the accom-
plishments of the national association,
organized in 1896, numbering 1,000
clubs, with a membership of 100,000,
representing every state in the union,
Haiti and Liberia, Mrs. Washington
made a brilliant appeal to each club
woman and member of the race to co-
operate with the association in the ef-
fort it is putting forth for human
helpfulness. Preceding the lecture sev-
eral songs were sung by a chorus
co of girls from the three lo-
cal high schools and talks were given
by Mrs. S. boe Bmm?m&'eht
of the national social science depart-
ment, and Mrs. J. B. Rush, president
of the Iowa federation. An original
poem, dedicated to the national asso-
ciation president, was read by Miss
Marguerite Roberts. The invocation
was pronounced by the Rev. T. -L.
Griffith and the benediction by the
Rev. E. G. Jackson. Prominent per-
sons introduced were Miss Flora
Dunlap, prominent settlement worker
and member of the school board, Des
Moines; the Hon. Harvey Ingham,
editor of the Register and Leader; D.
S. Bailey, northern field agent of Tus-
kegee institute, and H. Madison of
Ames college. A sumptuous banquet
closed the evening. An elaborate
menu was served in the spacious lec-
ture room, which was beautifully dec-
orated. The after dinner program
was delightfully entertaining, entire-
ly suitable to the auspicious occasion,
and was thoroughly enjoyed by every-
one. Toasts were given by the. fol-
lowing persons: “Our Guest,” Elbert
R. Hall; “The Business League,” Dr.
J. Alvin Jefferson; “The Manufactur-
ing Business,” R. N. Hyde; “The Med-
ical Profession,” Dr. A. J. Booker;
“The Legal Profession,” Attorney J.
B. Rush; “The Quilt Drivers,” Editor
John L. Thompson; “Iowa Negro Col-
lege Men,” Hon. S. Joe Brown, and
“Bducation,” Prof. Lawrence C.
Jones, president Piney Woods Indus-
trial institute, Brarton, Miss. Mrs.
J. H. McClain presided. )

Fisn Wins From Morehouse 7-0.

Fisk won from Morehouse college
of Atlanta in the Thanksgiving game
by the score of 7 to 0, thereby win-
ning the all southern colored football
championship. Morehouse was out-
played in every department J{ the
game, only once early in the first
quarter heing able to adwvunce near
their 30 yard line, where she was held
for downs.
One of the largest crowds in the
history of the game turned out to
witness the contest.
Morehouse had been undefeated so
far this season, having won from
Talladega, Tuskegee, Atlanta univer-
sity and Morristown. With a team
averaging 176 pounds and exception-
ally fast, it was generally conceded
that the Fisk team, averaging less
than 150 pounds, would do well to
hold Morehouse to a close score. Few
supporters believed that MoMrehouse
would be held scoreless. Fisk brought
into the field one of the best football
machines in her history. Not only
did every man play the game, but
they seemed imbued with that won-
derful fighting courage, known as the
Fisk spirit. There is nothing to be
said against Morehouse team.
