LODGE OF SORROW.

In the tenets of Masonry, it is a duty stren-
nously inculeated that to the memory of a de-
ceased Mason, some kind of demonstration of
respect and sorrow should ever be paid by the
brethren, and Lodges of Borrow have been long
instituted in the canons of the craft, as the
means whereby this manifestation should be
made apparent. Thix duty is therefore incum-
bent upon the present meeting of the Grand

ge, accordiogl ., this evening at 7:30
o'clock, a Lodge of Borrow will be held in
Masonic Hall, under the anspices of Rose Croix
(Rose 1.*.) of the Ancient Accepted Beottish
Hite, (A.", and A.".5.".R.".), in memoriam of
Brothers Braden and Richardson, the latter of
whom was for a quarter of a century Tiler of
the Grand and Bubordinate lodges in this city.

Enulogies, upon this solemn oceasion. will be
epoken by Grand Orator R. A. Jones of Roches-
ter, H. B. Wells of Preston, J. H. Baker of
Mankato, Rev. Charles Griswold of Anoka, H.
N. Castle of Stillwater, and George A. Camp of
Minneapolis. Appropriate music will also he
furnished by R. B. Munger and Professors Lieb,
Wood and Buckalew.

THE BOMBRE HUE OF MOURNING.

The walls of Masonic Hall have already been
neatly and tastily draped with black and white
cloth, as has also the furniture of the lodge
room. Past Grand Master Pierson, the oldest
Past Grand Master in the Btate, will preside at
the Lodge of Borrow, assisted by Pust Grond
Masters C. W. Nash and G. W. Cooley of Min-
noapolis.

As provided in the ritual, the Liodge of Sorrow
can consist of but twenty-seven participants,
who must all be of the Beottish Rite, and is
only held upon the death of distinguished
Masons. The forthcoming occasion to-night
will be the second instance of its being hold
in Minnesota—the firet being in 1869 upon the
death of John Mott, who was, at the time of
his decense, Treasurer of Ancient Landmark
Lodge of this city. Inasmuch as the occasion
to-night is in memory of the death of the first
Grand Master of the Btate who has died in
office, and of the Grand Tyler Richardson, who
had continuously for twenty-five years, since
the organization of the Grand Lodge, filled the
duties of that position in the hody which now
peye tho look kzibutos of secpaat tn his mamor
and worth, the Loudge of Borrow, w
doubtless prove one of the most interesting oc-
casions in the history of Minnesots Masonry,
and one well worth seeing.

THE GRAND LODOE, .

The Grand Lodge of Minnesota coneists of
one hundred and twentymine subordi-
nate Lodges—each subordinate lodge be-
ing represented in the Grand Lodge
by three delegatcs. In 1852—just twenty-five
years ngo—the Grand Lodge of Minnesots was
organized in this city with three subordinate
l;\"glgaa only, all three aggregating s member-
ship, at that date, of less than two hundred
members, To-day the returns from the sev-
eral lodges aliendy received at tho office of the
Grand Secretary show an aﬁgmfste member-
ship of over eight thousand. This fact suffi-
ciently illustrates the prosperity of the An-
cient Order, and bespeaks in trumpet tones its
sdmirable and beneficent qualities.

THE SUBORDINATE LODGES.

Of the subordinate lodges, Ancient Land-
mark of this city ie the largest in point of
membership—the d being G t of Bt.

A GLIMPSE AT THE PAST. P

The first Masonic Lodge established in Min-
nesota was Bt. Paul No. 1, in the fall of 1849,
receiving its charter from the Grand Lodge of
Ohio. ‘T'he next was Cataract of 8t. Anthony's
Falls, which was authorized by the Grand Lodge
of Illinvis, and the third was Bt. John's, of
Stillwater, which derived its authority from the
Grand Lodge of Wisconsin., _At the organiza-
tion of the Grand Lodge of Minnesota in 1858,
the numbers of the lodges were assigned accord-
ing to priority of charters. Thus Bt. John's
Lodge, of Btillwater, although the last organ-
ized of the three above-named received the first
charter, and hence became No. 1, while Cataract
of Bt. Anthony, was made No. 2, and 8t. Paunl
Lodge, the first organized in the Territary, be-
came No. 3. e

Btarting out in 1853 with three lodges, the num-
ber had increased in 1860 to thirty. Ten years
later found seventy-eight lodges in active vpera-
tion in the State, which number in seven years
more has grown into 129 chartered lodges, and
four more under dispensation. Inallthis time,
extending over-a quarter of a century, there
have been but eight Grand Masters, five of
whom are still living, and three dead—Ames
Sherburne and Braden. 3 ¥

From the above cursory and imperfect review
of the working of Ancient Cratt Masonry in
this State, there can be no doubt that the con-
dition of masonry in Minnesota is highly proe-

RED RIVER VALLEY.

The River Still Open, and but Little Snow
and Ice—How an Enterprising Citizen Pro-

CHAMBER OF COMMERCE.

Romls that Need Mending--Excessive Rall-
road Charges--The High School Question
--The Northern Facific.

The regular meeting of the Chamber yester-
doy morning was attended with the nsual de-
gree of interest which has long since been felt
in the proceedings of this body.

Mr. Ingersoll called up the subject of roads
leading from this city to Washington county,
and moved that the matter be referred to the
committee on roads, with instructions to re-
port next Monday. He referred to the impor-
tance of prompt action on the matter, and also
to the efforts being made by Hastings to draw
to itself the trade of localitics, which naturally
belongs here, and would certainly come here,
were passably good roads hither provided.
The motion was adopted and referred to the
regular standing committee on roads, with the

dition of Mr. Ingersoll.

Gen. Johnson called :‘11[; the complaint of
Quinby & Hullowell. m at the last meet-
ing relative to the excessive charges on a sleigh
shipped by that firm to the Northern Pacific
country, the charges being one half or more
the value of the sleigh.

After some debate the subject was continued
in the hands of the committee to whom it was
referred last week.

Gen. Banning spoke of the previous action of
the Chamber in reference to the public schouls
and referred to the committee's report of their
examination of the High Bchool building. He
regarded as the most important recommenda-
tion made by the committee the necessity as
urged by them, of having a new public school
building, Their recommendation met with a
hearty response from all having any knuwlcdﬁe
of the subject. It was evident that the build-
ing was unsafe, unhealthy, and altogether un-
fit for the nses to which it is apphed. Bome
question  has  arisen as to the
lease, which, he stated, had three
years to run at a rental of some sixteen hun-
dred dollars. In the worst aspect of the mat-
ter, the city wonld be out only some $700 or
§800. He noticec the Chamber had spenta
great deal of time in the discussion of roads
and other comparatively unimpgrtant matter.
Yet it was passing strange that but littfe solic-
itude has heen expressed for the daily endan-
gptrmcnt of the health of the children of the
city.

Mr. Deane explained that the committee had
been unable to get together and attend to the
matter properly, They bad, however, attended
a meeting ut Minneapolis, and had there visited
the public schools and gathercd some interest-
ing faots. The Boeard of Education hed the
matter under consideration, and we iather
thought it discourteons in the Chamber to pro-
ceed therein rrior to action by them. The sub-
ject was finally disposed of by reference to the
committee for report next weelk.

The President announced the appointment of
Mr. Beribner on the committee on transporta-
tion in place of C. B. Nowcomb, and of E. E.
Hughson in place of same gentleman on com-
mittes on parks.

Mr. McClung offered the following resolution:

Wueneas, The annual message of the Gov-
ernor, just delivered, shows -that the Btate of
Minnesota has grown in twenty-seven years
from a population of 5,320 to 700,000; from an
nmnlle‘; property valuation of §806,473 to
£221,000,000; in railroand development from
ten miles in 1862 to 2,200 miles in 1877; that
216} miles bave been built doring the past
year, an amonunt largely in excess of the entire
four years preceding; that the gross carnings
of these roads the year last reported excceded

$6,000.000; that the wheat crop of the Btate
ranged ITom SU,U00,000 w 30,000,000 ur busticlo,

and the cash value of the four leading cereals
exceeded $56,000,000; that the flour manufac-
tured exceeded #15,000,000 in value, and all
manufactures over $42,000,000; that the sale of
government lands were B50,000 acres, and of
government and railroad lands over one million
of acres—largely intended for actnal occu-
pancy and caltivation; that the natural in-
crease of the Btate has heen 24,205 births to
7,043 dcaths, 218 of which were caused by old

And wh this wonderful transformation
of what was popularly rcgarded ns an inhos-
pitable land, far remote from markets, and fit
on{f for the buffalo and the Indian, into a rich
and populous State, ranking first among the
wheat producing Btates of the Union, has been
largely brought about by the liberal policy of
the general government in granting lands for
the constroction of railroads, and extending
the time for said construction during seasons
of financinl embarrassment ; therefore,

Resolved, That in view of these rich returns
for the bounties of the government, we think
the same wise policy which dictated the gmt
of lands for the Northern Pacific Railroad Com-
pany, should grant them the extension of time
asked for the construction of their road ; and
we believe that said ‘extension offftime will
result in giving to the Union a line of new and
Srouperoun Btates, reaching to the Pacifio

cenn, and the shortest and best route between
}he Atlantic and Pacific and to China and

apan.

e respectfully ask the Congress of the Uni-
ted Btates to nt the extension of time
asked, and we call upon our representatives in
Congress to use their best efforts to procure
such extension aa a matter of great interest to
the entire conntry.

Resolved further, That this Chamber ackowl-
edges the reception of the communication from
the Board of e of Helena, Montana, asking
for close relations of intercourse and exchange.
The identity of interest between Minnerota
and Montana in vpening milway communica-
tions with the Pacific Btates, aud their recipro-
cal relations in mntters of trade and commerce,
make it a pl e for Mi ta to extend her
hand across the wilderness to Montana and to
accept her tender of a better acquaintance and
closer relations of business.

A brief discussion followed, after which the

resolutions were adopted, and the Chamber ad-
journed.

They helieve that it
cannot be an economical or advantageous policy
to employ the superior and coetly machinery
of the University in the mere labor of prepara-
tion for the legitimate collegiate pnrposes of
the institution, and that pursuant to the true

in such a manner as to point inevitably by an
ascending scale of eontinnous preparation to
the crowning summit of the University.
Aucurding? at a recent meeting of the board
of regents, after an elaborate discussion of the
subject, a resolution was adopted requesting
me to embody in this message to you an ‘em-
phatic recommendation that provision be made

of the University, by adequate appropriation
of money in aid of that object, to be distribut-
ed under prescribed conditions. Also to recom-
mend the passage of a law requiring all the
high al:hunfﬂ in the Btate to adopt a uniform
conrse of study which will qualify their schol-
ars for admission to the freshman class of the
University.' In compliance hoth with this
reqquest, and with my personal convictions, 1
cordinlly make such recommendation, with full
confidence that it will prove a measure in the
interest hoth of a comprehensive ‘polil:y and
eventual economy in furtherance of the great
educational interests which we all have at
heart.” .

We believe in a free gchool system, but
there should be a limit to the studies taught.
If the common schools are to ‘“articulate
with the curriculum of the university,” why
not articulate with the law and medical col-
leges? The fact is that Gov. Robinson is
correct, and we trust that no more High
Schools will be organized in our State te
impose heavy burdens upon our people in
the way of taxes wrenched from one class of
our citizens to educate the children of another
class. Reading, writing, and arithmetic
should be taught in our schools, and these
three are sufficient to educate the rising gen-
eration and fit it for intelligent eitizenship.
The university has ceased to have a prepara-
tory department. This is wrong. It should
continue these preparatory classes and have
them ‘“articulate with gthe curriculum” of
the common schools. We trust that this sub-
ject will be well considered by the legislature
before final action is taken.
