T h e G o v e r n m e n t o f t h e U n i t e d S t a t e s h a s 
m a d e a large a p p r o p r i a t i o n f o r w h i c h a l l t h e 
p e o p l e are t o b e t a x e d a n d t h r o u g h w h i c h i s 
t o b e r e p r e s e n t e d t h e s t r o n g a n d a t t r a c t i v e 
f e a t u r e s of t h e c o u n t r y i n t h a t d i g n i f i e d , f o r ­
c i b l e w a y , w h i c h m u s t n o t b e b e - l i t t l e d b y 
s m a l l m e a s u r e s or p i c a y u n o ef forts o f a n y 
s e c t i o n . 

I t w i l l b e t h e d u t y , a n d d o u b t l e s s i s t h e 
p u r p o s e , o f t h i s G o v e r n m e n t C o m m i s s i o n , 
u m o n g o t h e r t h i n g s , t o d e s c r i b e t h e g e o ­
g r a p h i c a l f e a t u r e s o f t h e c o u n t r y , i t s l a k e s 
a n d l i v e r s , l i n e s o f t r a n s p o r t a t i o n , i t s m i n ­
eral l e g i o n s , t h e s e c t i o n s a d a p t e d t o t rop ica l 
p r o d u c t i o n s , t o t h e c u l t i v a t i o n o f t h e cerea l s , 
i t s m a n u f a c t u r i n g , c o m m e r c i a l , m e c h a n i c a l , 
a n d t h e m a n y o t h e r g r e a t f e a t u r e s a k i n t o 
t h e s e t h a t s o s t r i k i n g l y i l l u s t r a t e s o u r f r o n t 
r a n k i n t h e m a r c h o f prac t i ca l d e v e l o p m e n t 
a n d c i v i l i z a t i o n .

N o w I c a n i m a g i n e t h e n a t i o n s o f t h e w o r l d 
a s s e m b l e d a t P a r i s a n d o u r n a t i o n a l c o m m i s -
s i o n e i s t h e r e i n t h e p e r f o r m a n c e o f t h e i r 
h i g h ] m i s s i o n . M i n n e s o t a i s t h e r e a m o n g 
t h e res t , r e p r e s e n t e d i n p a r t l i k e a l l o t h e r 
s e c t i o n s o f t h e c o u n t r y b y t h e d i g n i f i e d c o m ­
m i s s i o n s s o f t h e g e n e r a l g o v e r n m e n t , b u t i n 
m y o p i n i o n t o h a v e M i n n e s o t a s e t u p f o r 
h e r s e l f i n t h i s a s s e m b l a g e w o u l d b e t o s o p u t 
h e r s e l f o u t s i d e o f t h e c o m m o n p o s i t i o n 
w h i c h s h e s h o u l d o c c u p y w i t h t h e r e s t a s t o 
m a k e herse l f s i m p l y r i d i c u l o u s . 

Y o u m i g h t a s w e l l s e n d t o t h e s o a p f a c t o r y 
o n E a g l e s t r e e t a n d b u y a h a l f d o z e n l o n g , 
l e a n , y e l l o w , g r e a s y , t a l l o w d i p 3 a n d l i g h t 
t h e m u p t o i l l u m i n a t e t h e e a r t h w h e n t h e 
s u n w a s b l a z i n g a t n o o n d a y . ' T i s n o n s e n s e . 
G e n t l e m e n , I w i l l n o t s a y a s o t h e r s d o t h a t 
t h i s i s a ' ' j o b , " b u t I d o s a y t h a t i t i s a m i s ­
t a k e a n d a b l u n d e r . 

A g a i n , t h e p e o p l e t h a t w i l l g o t o t h e P a r i s 
e x p o s i t i o n , i n t h e m a i n , w i l l b e s i g h t - s e e r s , 
t r a v e l i n g a m u s e m e n t h u n t e r s , p e o p l e o f l a r g e 
w e a l t h a n d e l e g a n t l e i s u r e , a n d n o t t h e 
s o u r c e s f r o m w h i c h t o d r a w e m i g r a n t s t o b u y 
a n d c u l t i v a t e o u r l a n d s , b u i l d o u r 
r a i l r o a d s , i n c r e a s e o u r m a n u f a c t u r e s , 
a i d o u r c o m m e r c e o r s t i m u l a t e o u r 
d e v e l o p m e n t . W h a t w e w a n t i s t o 
d r a w f r o m E u r o p e a n d o t h e r s e c t i o n s o f t h i s 
c o u n t r y d i rec t ly f r o m t h e b a s i s o f i m m i g r a ­
t i o n . T h e s e are t h e b e e s t o b e t e m p t e d b y 
o u r f r u i t s a n d flowers. T h e y wi l l n o t b e f o u n d 
at P a r i s , a n d I s a y t o y o u g e n t l e m e n , t h a t 
t h i s S t a t e c a n n o t afford t h e e x p e n s i v e l u x u r y 
s o m e are s o i n s i d u o u s l y , p l a u s i b l y u r g i n g . 
O u r t a x a t i o n f o r s t a t e p u r p o s e s a l o n e i s n o w 
o v e r e l e v e n h u n d r e d t h o u s a n d d o l l a r s p e r 
a n n u m , a n d i t i s c r u e l t o a d d t o t h e b u r t h e n 
b y a n a c t o f f o l l y l i k e t h i s . I c a n n o t b e ­
l i e v e t h a t t h e L e g i s l a t u r e c o m i n g h e r e a s I 
h o p e i m b u e d w i t h t h e s p i r i t o f e c o n o m y , r e ­
t r e n c h m e n t a n d r e f o r m , w i l l g i v e o n e m o ­
m e n t o f c o n s i d e r a t i o n t o a m e a s u r e s o p r e ­
p o s t e r o u s .

M r . W . B . D e a n s u b m i t t e d t h e f o l l o w i n g 

r e p o r t , w h i c h w a s m a d e t h e first s p e c i a l 
o r d e r f o r M o n d a y n e x t : 

T h e u n d e r s i g n e d c o m m i t t e e t o w h i c h was re­
ferred t h e s u b j e c t o f c i ty H i g h Bchool b u i l d i n g 
b e g t o report t h a t w e m e t w i t h t h e c o m m i t t e e 
of t h e School Board, t o w h i c h w a s recent ly re­
fer] ed the L i n d e k e case . W e leai n e d f r o m t h a t 
c o m m i t t e e t h a t t h e q u e s t i o n s u b m i t t e d t o u s 
was already e n g a g i n g t h e ser ious a n d favorable 
a t t e n t i o n of t h e Board. T h e lease e x i s t i n g b e ­
t w e e n t h e c i ty and Mr. L i n d e k e , o f t h e premise s 
n o w occup ied as a h i g h school , w h i c h does n o t 
exp ire u n t i l t h e spr ing of 1881, e m b a n a s s e s t h e 
a c t i o n of t h e Board, a n d m a y de fea t a n y a t ­
t e m p t a t t h i s t i m e t o secure favorable a c t i o n . 
T h e lease was m a d e i n t h e spr ing of 1876, u p o n 
w h a t was t h e n cons idered v e i y favorable t e rms , 
b o t h part ies c o n s e n t i n g i n good fa i th . Your 
c o m m i t t e e are u n a b l e t o see t h a t t h e c i ty c a n 
d o o therwise t h a n honorab ly a b i d e b y i t s agree­
m e n t . T h e m e m b e r s o f t h e Board s e e m e d very 
u n c e r t a i n whether p u b l i c o p i n i o n w o u l d s u s ­
t a i n t h e m i n any p o s i t i v e ac t i on l o o k i n g toward 
t h e i m m e d i a t e erect ion o f a h i g h school b u i l d ­
i n g i n advance o f t h e e x p i r a t i o n o f t h e lease 
n o w i n force . 

Your c o m m i t t e e , however , are of t h e o p i n i o n 
. t h a t t h e r e q u i r e m e n t s of our school p o p u l a t i o n 

are i m p e r a t i v e and urgent , a n d t h a t m m e e t i n g 
t h e m there s h o u l d b e n o de lay . T w o years w i l l 
p r o b a b l y b e c o n s u m e d i n t h e se l ec t ion o f a 
l o c a t i o n a n d erec t ing a bu i ld ing , s o t h a t i f ac­
t i o n b e t a k e n i m m e d i a t e l y n o t m o r e t h a n o n e 
year o f t h e lease w i l l r e m a i n , u p o n w h i c h s o m e 
loss m i g h t be s u s t a i n e d . You n e e d n o t b e to ld 
t h a t t h e schoo l i n i t s present q u a i t e r s i s very 
m u c h c r o w d e d a n d i t s efficiency ser ious ly i m ­
paired. 

We h a v e a lready arrived a t t h a t per iod w h e n 
w e are c o m p e l l e d t o f u r n i s h larger a c c o m m o d a ­
t i o n s or i m p o s e t h e m o s t fa ta l res tr ic t ions u p o n 
i t s succes s a n d s u c c e s s f u l n e s s . B e f o r e a s u i t a ­
b l e b u i l d i n g c a n be c o m p l e t e d , t h e Board w i l l 
b e o b l i g e d t o p r o v i d e increased a c c o m m o d a t i o n s 
or c lose t h e schoo l t o c lasses n o w prepar ing for 
entrance , I t i s a l ready f u l l t o rep le t ion , a n d 
s o m e t h i n g m u s t b e d o n e t o p r o v i d e for i t s 
y o u n g necess i t i e s . A n y d e l a y w i l l r e s u l t i n s e ­
r ious d e t r i m e n t t o t h e b e s t i n t e r e s t s o f t h e 
school and t h e course o f e d u c a t i o n i n o u r c i t y . 

We are surprised t h a t s o grea t a m e a s u r e e f 
succes s has a t tended o u r h i g h school , surround­
e d b y s o m a n y d i sadvantages . S i t u a t e d a t t h e 
in ter sec t ion of t w o b u s y s treets , n o t a s i n g l e 
p o i n t o ther t h a n t h a t of n e c e s s i t y , can b e a d ­
v a n c e d i n favor o f m a i n t a i n i n g t h e schoo l 
where i t n o w i s , longer t h a n i s a b s o l u t e l y re-

Access t o t h e rooms i s by a s i n g l e s ta i rway . 

T h e m a i n rooms are o n t h e t h i r d floor. F i v e o f 
t h e rec i ta t ion r o o m s are o n t h e s e c o n d floor, 
c o m m u n i c a t i n g w i t h t h e m a i n r o o m b y Bteep 
a n d narrow s ta irs . Great i n c o n v e n i e n c e , loss 
o f t i m e and m u c h c o n f u s i o n are suffered i n 
quarters so poorly a d a p t e d t o schoo l p u r ­
poses . T h e arrangements fox h e a t i n g are p r i m ­
i t i v e a n d imper fec t , a n d o f v e n t i l a t i o n there 
m a y b e sa id t o b e n o n e . 

I n t h e r o o m s 230 p u p i l s are crowded , a n d t h e 
n u m b e r rap id ly increas ing year b y year . N o 
g r o u n d s other t h a n t h e s tree t s , c o m m o n t o a l l , 
are afforded t o t h e s t u d e n t s d u r i n g t h e in t er ­
m i s s i o n s of t h e se s s ions o f t h e schoo l—a m o s t 
ser ious cons iderat ion for s u c h o f u s as d o n o t 
be l i eve t h e p u b l i c s treets g o o d t r a i n i n g schoo l s 
for our b o y s a n d g ir l s . 

Your c o m m i t t e e b e l i e v e t h a t a c i t y e x h i b i t s 
n o bet ter e v i d e n c e o f i t s prosper i ty , i n t e l l i ­
g e n c e a n d enterpr i se t h a n i s f u r n i s h e d b y 
schools . G o o d schoo l s present t h e 
s trongest a t t rac t ion f o r w e a l t h a n d 
ref inement. T h e first q u e s t i o n o f 
the c i t i z e n s e e k i n g a n e w h o m e , i s w h a t e d u c a ­
t iona l advantage does i t offer for m y ch i ldren . 
Of t w o c i t i e s equa l i n o ther respects , t h a t w i t h 
the best schools w i l l i n e v i t a b l y secure t h e m o s t 
desirable c i t i z ens . T h e l o w price o f real e s ta te 
and al l b u i l d i n g mater ia l s afford a d d i t i o n a l 
reasons w h y t h e present i s a n o p p o r t u n e t i m e 
for t h e prosecut ion o f t h i s work . 

The q u e s t i o n o f t h e m a i n t e n a n c e o f a h i g h 
school as a part o f t h e schoo l s y s t e m has b e e n 
s o m e t i m e s a l l u d e d to . T h i s p o i n t w e d o n o t 
fee l i t o u r d u t y t o d i s c u s s , ne i ther d o w e re­
gard i t as a n af ter q u e s t i o n a t t h i s t i m e , s o 
l o n g as o ther c i t i e s t h r o u g h o u t t h e c o u n t r y are 
r iva l ing each o ther i n t h e t h o r o u g h n e s s a n d 
c o m p l e t e n e s s o f t h e i r schoo l s y s t e m s , S t . P a u l 
cannot afford t o t a k e n e g a t i v e g r o u n d a n d s t a n d 
herself a lone , shorn a n d s t u n t e d i n t h a t w h i c h 
is t h e ch ie f g lory of t h i s e n l i g h t e n e d age . 

I n t h e S ta te o f Massachuse t t s every t o w n o f 
25,000 p o p u l a t i o n i s o b l i g e d b y l a w t o s u p p o r t 
a t l east o n e h i g h schoo l . Worcester , w i t h a 
p o p u l a t i o n of 48,000, has $1 ,000,000 i n v e s t e d 
i n schoo l property , a n d $150,000 i n i t s 
h i g h school . Lawrence , w i t h 20.000 peop le , has 
$50,000 i n i t s h i g h school . S a l e m , w i t h 26,000 
p o p u l a t i o n , has n o t less t h a n $60 ,000 i n i t s h i g h 
school . Nashua , N. H . , w i t h 12,000 p o p u l a t i o n , 
has $108,000. Ut i ca , N . Y., w i t h a p o p u l a t i o n 
of 32,000 has $9 ,500. A l b a n y has appropr ia ted 
m o r e t h a n $100,000. F o r t Wayne , I n d . , w i t h a 
p o p u l a t i o n of 24,000 has $30 ,000 . Rochester , 
N . Y. has $125,000. C o l u m b u s , Ohio , w i t h 
42,000 has $75,000. M i n n e a p o l i s h a s i n process 
of erec t ion a h i g h schoo l b u i l d i n g very b e a u t i ­
f u l a n d at tract ive i n i t s archi tecture , w h i c h 
wi l l cost n o t less t h a n $60,000. 

Our o w n c i t y has a lready near ly $300,000 i n ­
v e s t e d in p u b l i c schoo l property i n i t s several 
ward schools of lower grade. 

D i d t i m e permi t , t h i s l i s t m i g h t b e e x t e n d e d 
so as t o embrace c i t i e s b o t h s o u t h , east a n d 
west , w h o s e prov i s ions for t h e e d u c a t i o n of 
those w h o are t o b e t h e f u t u r e rulers o f our 
land , c o u l d be s h o w n t o h e m o s t w i s e a n d g e n ­
erous . I n c o n c l u s i o n y o u r c o m m i t t e e r e c o m ­
m e n d t h e a d o p t i o n o f t h e f o l l o w i n g r e s o l u t i o n : 

Revolved, T h a t t h e sense o f t h i s Chamber i s , 
t h a t the Board o f E d u c a t i o n s h o u l d take i m ­
m e d i a t e s t eps toward secur ing a centra l loca­

You s e n t o u t b lanks t o b e filled, a n d i n c o n ­
versat ion w i t h m e y o u s ta ted y o u w a n t e d t h e m 
h o n e s t l y filled w i t h t h e ac tua l a m o u n t s , and 
t h a t y o u i n t e n d e d t h a t y o u r report s h o u l d b e 
an hones t a n d i m p a r t i a l e x h i b i t o f t h e b u s i n e s s 
and i n d u s t r i e s of t h e S ta te . W e have reason 
t o e x p e c t t h i s f r o m an officer o f t h e Sta te , a n d 
c a n n o t be l i eve t h a t y o u w i l l suffer t h e d o c u ­
m e n t , as p u b l i s h e d i n t h e Pioneer-Press t h i s 
m o r n i n g , t o g o o u t t o t h e w o r l d u n d e r t h e sanc­
t i o n of S ta te a u t h o r i t y . As a c i t i z e n o f S t . 
P a u l y o u k n o w there are n o t 265 wholesa le 
houses i n t h a t c i ty . You further k n o w that , 
as ide f r o m t h e large sa les reported b y fifteen

You w i l l 
a l so perce ive t h a t m u c h o f t h e b u s i n e s s i s d u ­
p l i ca ted a n d tr ip l icated , as i n flour wholesa le 
and aga in i n t h e m a n u f a c t u r e .
