This resolution was vigorously opposed
by several present, and as heartily support-
ed by others. ‘I'he cooler and more conser-
vative members took the ground that no
good could be subserved by stirring the dis-
agreeable controversy ; that the growth and
prorperity of neither St. Paul or Minneapo-
lis ywas by any means a mere matter of sta-
tistics.
but a matter of fact and business prosper-
ity. It was said if either city had misstated
facts or falsified them in any particular it
would eventually return to plague the in-
ventor, and crimination and recrimination
could do no good in any event.

Dr. Keith moved the following substitute
for Mr. Pettit’s resolation:

Resolved, That the secretary of the board
be requested to make a supplementary re-
port for the commissioner of statistics,
which shall show the full and aggregate
amount of our manufacturing wholesale and
retail business, upon the basis allowed to
other cities. .

The substitute of Dr. Keilth was lost, the
resolution of Mr. Pettit being adopted, and
the Bourd adjourned.

MINNEAPOLIS WORKINGMEN,

Thelr Petition to be Forwarded to Congress,
T'he following petition has been forwarded
to Tk Grope with a request for publica-
tion. It was presented by the committee of
Minneapolis Workingmen’s Union, to whom
such matter was referred at the last meeting,
and unanimously adopted and signed by up-
wards of 2,000 members ;
To the Congress of the United States:

The undersigned, citizens of Minneaplis,
Minnesota, by occupation workingmen,
would respectfully petition your honorable
body to pass a law to establish a tax upon
incomes, becanse :

This country isin theory, intended pri-
marily for the benefit of those who earn
their living by physical toil, these constitut-
ing the great bulk and mass of the popula-
tion; but instead of our laws conserv-
ing “the greatest good for the great-
est number,” they all tend to make the rich
man richer and the poor man poorer. In
England, wbich is a monarchial country,
governed by an aristoeracy, the law imposes
few or no burdens on the lnboring man;
while wealth is compelled to pay its pro rata
share of the expenses of government.

But in Republican America the rich can
escape all taxation by putting their means in
government bonds; or can shift it upon
those below them; while the laboring man is
taxed upon his clothing, his tools, his house,
ete. The wood, paint, putty and nails in his
baby's eradle and his own coffin are alike
taxed; and thus from the cradle to the grave
he bears nearly all the burdens of govern-
ment.

In his inereased rent he pays his landlord’s
taxes, in his decreased wages he pays his
employer’s taxes, in the price of the goods
he purchases he pays the tradesman’s taxes.

T'hus he is rapidly being forced down to
pauperism, and already his condition is so
desperate that the goods he manufactures
are gold in foreign markets at lower prices
than the better paid workmen of those coun-
tries can afford to produce them for. We
therefore ask that you will pass an income
tax, so that wealth, and not labor will sup-
port the government. TFor it seems to us
only reasonable that those who derive most
advantages from sociely, should - pay
most to protect it.

This is the principle which applies to
State and county taxation and there is no
reason why it should not apply to national
iaxation.

And we further pray that your honorable
body will take immediate action in relation
to finance, and enact laws in accordance with
the views presented by the Hon. D. W. Vor-
hees, of Indiana, in a speech delivered by
him in the United States Senate on January
15.  And, as workingmen endorsing the
views set forth by that honorable gentleman,
we beg leave to present this petition in his
language: We ask—

First—The restoration of the silver dollar
exactly as it stood before it was touched
by the act of February, 1873. We desire
that it shall have unlimited coinage, not
fearing that it will become too abundant for
our wants, and that it be made a full legal
tender, believing that it is as good now with
which to pay all debts, public and private,
as it was during the eighty one years of
American history.

Second—The repeal unconditionally of
the act of January 14, 1875, compelling the
resnmption of specie payments on January
11, 1879, holding that the question of a re-
turn to a specie basis for our currency
should be controlled entirely by the business
interests of the country. We do not believe
that the country should be dragged through
the depths of ruin, wretchedness and degra-
dation in order to reach a gold standard for
the benefit alone of the income classes.

Third—That the national banking system
be removed and a circulating medium pro-
vided by the government for the people,
without taxing them for the privilege of ob-
taining it; and we ask that the amount thus
placed in circulation shall bear a reasonable
and judicious proportion to the business
transactions and the population of the
United States. .

Fourth—That the currency authorized and
circulated on the authority of the govern-
ment shall be made legal tender in payment
of all debts, public and private, including
all dues to the government, well knowin
that it will then be at par with gold, or more
likely at a premium over it.

Fifth—That hereafter the financial policy
of the country ghall be framed permanently
in our interest; that we sghall not be dis-
criminated against in future legislation as in
the past, and that our prosperity, and not
the mere growth of the income to be retired
to capitalists, shall be the duty of the gov-
ernment.:

Sincerely trusting that the representatives
of the people, whom we have addressed, will
take some action that will at least partially
lift this terrible clond of stagnation and
financial depression which now overshadows
the land like a funeral pall, and give us a
glimpse of the silver lining which we hope it
may bave for the many millions of our fel-

low workingmen throughout the country,
whom we partially represent, and thus bring
about a brighter dawn to succeed the long
night of our present helplessness and em-
barragsments, your petitioners will ever pray.

CANDIDATES FOR 1880.

MR, BRISTOW’S FRIENDS AT WORK.

Making Terms With Hayes--The Boston
Banquet Arranged as the Opening of the

Campaign--Schurz’s Part in the Negoti-
ations,

[Washington Cor. (Jan. 19) N. Y. Sun.]

The Presidential candidates for 1880 are
early on the track. Mr. Marble and Mr.
Barnum have announced Mr. Tilden as the
candidate of the Democracy, and some ar-
dent admirers of Mr. Bristow brought him
out in Boston as their favorite for the race
two years hence. It is true that the banquet
given in honor of Mr. Bristow by his Boston
friends was not advertised as the opening of
of the Bristow campaign for 1880, but nev-
ertheless it was. ‘Lhere has been a great
deal of wire-pulling in Washington to bring
the Boston reception about. The friends of
Bristow were by no means satisfied with the
course of His Fraudulency. They were cool
towards him, and some of "them were quite
ready to join the irreconcilables, like Chan-
dler, in ripping up all the secrets of the
Louisiana villainy, the electoral commission,
and the Foster-Mathews-Gordon-Lamar bar-
pgaming. They complained: of Returnin
Board Haves because he had slighted Bris-
téw. They thought some provision ought
to have been made for the great reformer,
who was forced out of Grant’s cabinet. All
during the Presidential campaign the Bris-
tow claquers had announced in the most
confidential manner that he was to be made
Secretar§ of the Treasury if Hayes was
elected. 1f their boasting was laughed at,
they intimated that such an understanding
had been reached before the Kentucky and
other Bristow delegates to the Cincinnati
convention agreed to go for Hayes. The
bargain, it was hinted, had been made by
Harlan, who represented Bristow, and Noyes,
who acted for Hayes. Whether or not there
was any ground for these statements, I don’t
positively know; but I am certain that as
soon as it was known that Hayes had se-
lected Joln Sherman for Secretary of the
Treasury, Mr. Bristow’s friends became cool
towards His Fraudulency, and it wasn’t long
before some of them were outspoken in their
denunciations of what they called the sham
and hypocrisy of his so-called civil service
reform.

The Louisiana Commission, with Harlan
as the chief manager of the trading that was
to be done, followed, and again Bristow was
overlooked to reward Harlan for his dirty
work in Louisiana. He was given tho vacan-
cy on the Supreme bench. And to make this
still more galling to the Bristow crowd the
appointment of Harlan was credited to Mr.
Bristow. I have been previously told the
story of Harlan’s finesse in this business, but
it will bear telling again. Harlan knew that
Bristow wantad to be made an Associate Jus-
tice of the Supreme Court, and that it would
never do to let it be known that he was an
applicant for the position. Aecordingly he
quietly set the story afloat in Kentucky that
Bristow had been tendered the vacancy on
the Supreme bench and had very properly
declined it. It would not have been wise for
Bristow, said Harlan, to shelve himself on
the Bupreme bench. He wasthe coming
man for 1880. As Harlan and Bristow had
been warm friends for years, of course the
statements of the former were everywhere ac-
cepted as authorized by thelatter. After this
stery had been well circulated, Harlan began
to secure ihe endorsements of Bristow's
friends for himself as an applicant for the
vacant seat on the Supreme bench. He got
leiters and signatures to his endorsements by
the hundreds, and they were duly forwarded
to the de facto President. Bristow and his
friends did not discover what was gotng on
until they were surprised with the intelli-
gence from Washington that Harlan was to
be apppointed. Then the little game Harlan
had been playing was exposed. Bristow
caused Hayes to be informed that a fraud
had been practised upon him, aut it was too
late; Harlan must be rewarded.

After a little fight on his Frauduleney be-
gan to wax warmer and warmer, and the oc-
cupant of the White House was not happy.
He was looking about for friends. He sent
for some of Bristow’s admirers. They were
not in a humor to be polite. They talked
very plainly. Hayes begged for support
against the enemies of reform. They said
that he had not treated Bristow respectfully;
that he (Bristow) was the representative of
the reform element of the Republican party,
and that unless he rallied his friends to a
cordial support of the administration it
must go under. Hayes protested that he
was Bristow’s friend; that he wanted Bris-
tow to be his friend. They said he had
given no evidence of his friendship.

Thus the matter stood until Carl Schurz
became the mediator between Hayes and
Bristow’s friends. Mr. Schurz saw, as he
thought, an opportunity to strengthen him-
self by an alliance with the Bristow Repub-
licans, and he urged Hayes to make friends
with them at their own terms. After a good
deal of negotiation it was finally settled that
Bristow was to be the recognized heir to the
succession. He was to be trotted ont as a
Presidential candidate and become the great
champion of civil service reform. Then the
Bristow dinner was arranged and carried out
according to programme. But this arrange-
ment is not altogether satisfactory to some
of Hayes’ cabinet ministers, and it may
breed troubls at home. In the meantime
the radical Republicans laugh at this trotting
out of Bristow, and say that if he ever be-
comes & formidable candidate Grant will
come back from Europe and settle his hash
with some revelations he will make. I don't
put much faith in this, but I believe, never-
theless, that Bristow, by identifying himself
with “the great fraud of 1876 will effectual-
ly destroy any chances he might have had
for 1880.

The Aeccident to Mary Clemmer,

The Washington Evening Star says:
#Mrs. Mary Clemmer, who was so serlously
injured by her fall from her carriage at
Twentieth street, on Wednesday last, has
slowly but steadily improved during the past
two days, and will probably be able to see
her friends again in the course of a few days.
Her physicians say that she has ghown the
most marvellous powers of recuperation.
‘When she was lifted up after the accident, it
was supposed she had been killed, and geri-
ous fears were afterwards entertained con-
cerning the shock to her brain, but the phy-
sicians now consider her quite out of dan-
ger. She suffers greatly from an exceeding-
ly painful sprain of "the right ankle, which
will keep her confined to her house for some
time, but is otherwise much better than
could have been by any one who
knew with w!:,at force she was thrown - from
her carriage.

Dear 8m:—Haying had frequent oceasion to
consult you during my recent administration
of the affairs of the Indian Burean in regard to
the duties T was called upon to perform,
and knowing that yon have had for many
years past peculiar facilities of obtaining
through acquaintance with the conduct of our
Indian business, I respectfully request to he
informed whether, in your judgment, my man-
agement of that branch of the public service
was zealous, intelligent, economieal, and effi-
cient, and how it compares in these respects
with previous administrations, 1 ‘will thank
you, also, to state, if yon can, what opinion is

€ | entertained on the same subject by Gen. Sher-

idan and other officers of the army familiar
with Indian affairs, and on whose judgment
you place confidence.

My Desr Bm: I have the honor to acknowl-
edge the receipt of your letter of the 234, and
take great pleasure in assuring you that your
administration of affairs of the Indian burean
was most satisfactory to me, to Gen.
Sherman, and to army officers generally. The
moment you were installed in office, you put
yourself in friendly official relation to myself
and through me to army officers serving on the
frontier near many ]ngian agencies, whereby
you secured their hearty co-operation of your
most difficult office.

I believe your administration of the Indian
bureau was most successful of any in the past
ten years, and I know from present observation
that you were always most active, zealous, and,
I had supposed, successful in the discharge
of its  duties. I am certain that
your administration was efficient and I thought
it economical, though unable to form an opin-
ion on this head as I had often explained to
you the great difficulty Bf the administration
of the Indian bureau arose from the fact that
each tribe needed special treatment ac-
cording to its past history, and existing
prejudices and absolute impossibility of con-
trolling them from Washington. The commis-
sioner, also restricted by specific appropria-
tions, could not make issues of provisions and
stores to meet the claims of the day, and the
consequence was that disorders redulted from
starvaiion and distress which the commissioner
conld not relieve.

I am sure your feelings always prompted you
to be just and liberal, but yon could not exceed
or change existing affairs, withont violating
law; but as to your wasting public money or
property, I do not believe euch a thing possible.

1 assure you of my great personal and official
respect, and I feel sure that the more your acts
are examined the more reason youand your
friends have to be satlsfied.

CIVIL SERVICE REEORM.

Senator Plumb, of Kansas, Reads the Presi-
dent a Lecture.

Wasnivarox; Jan. 23.—Senator Plumb, of
Kansas, has addressed a letter to the President
on the subject of civil service. The Senator
believes that the terms of service of all em-
ployes except of the judiciary, should be lim-
ited to four years; that selections should be

governed by character and efficiency, and that
apportionments should be made according to
population, care being exercised not to give the
section nearest the seat of government an undue
Empundemnce of employes. On the relations

etween the President and Benators and Repre
sentatives, he discourses in the follgwing lan-
guage:

That members of Congress should not be
permitted to dictate appointments is readily
conceded. The President and hends of depart-
ments are responsible for the character of their
appointees, and in sefecting them they should
avail themselves of the best obtainable. They
must rely to alarge extent on the representa-
tions of others, as they themselves can have no
knowledge of applicants in a great majority of
instances. This is more especially true with
respect to new aud remote Btates, and hence
the manifest propriety, indeed the absolute
necessity on the part of the administration of
secking such information as they may
feel dispossd to rely upon, otherwise
these States would be very inadequately repre-
sented in the assignment of official positions.
The leading idea, however, that the prerogative
of seledtion rests exclusively with the executive
department of the government, and that no
dictation from any quarter can be tolerated
should under no circumstances be lost sight of,

“1f, indeed, Congress should deem it wise to
perfect such legislation as would relieve its
members from importunity, and remove from
the minds of the ple the impression that
practically the task of selection is really im-
posed upon their immediate representatives,
such result could scarcely be otherwise than
welcome to those representatives, Under the
present system they can hardly decline to be a
medinm through which the wishes of their con-
stituents are made known to the executive.”

The Boncs of Christopher Columbits--Pey-
haps.

Sax Domixco, Jan. 23.—On the 26th ult.,
the Spanish steamer Alcantura arrived here
from Havana, bringing the commission ap-
pointed by the Spanish government to ex-
amine the box supposed to contain the re-
mains of Christopher Columbus. The ex-
amination was permitted after many formal-
ities had been gone through with. The box
was removed from its place of deposit, the
seals broken, and the inscription closely ex-
amined. The bones were scrupulously in-
spected, and photographs takén of the re-

mains.

The Late Samuel Bowles.

SPRINGFIELD, Mass., Jan. 23.—The memo-
rial services of Sam'l Bowles, held in the
Church of the Unity this afternoon, were ful-
ly attended. They lasted from 2 to 4:30.
Among those present were Gov. Rice, Lieut.
Gov. Knight, D. A. Wells, F. A. Welher,
Marshall Jewell, Fredk. Brooks of Verwmont,
Ex-Gov. Talleot, and President Seleye. The
church was elegantly decorated with flowers.
The service was full of tender feeling and
tributes of praise to the dead journalist.

Hog Guessing.

[From the Reading Eagle.]
The large hog killed at Amos Engle’s place,

and balanced the scale at 750 pounds, al-
though one of the parties interested says that
the porker weighed but 750 pounds. There
were two guessing boxes, one containing §30
and the other ¥$12. The hog was won by
Schmehl and Troxel, who threw eighteen
heads out of twenty-one each. To several
who threw seventeen were awarded prizes in
money, and the person who threw four took
the small hog. Seven old pennies are placed
in a hat by judges, who are supposed to be
impartial, and three throws are allowed by
each participant. One of the winners of the
contents of a guessing box was asked how
they measured a live hog to obtain its weight
when dressed and killed. He said: “Any-
body is allowed to measure a hog in the pen
before it is killed. Take a tape line and
measure from a point just back of the ears
to the base of the tail. Then measure the
animal around its body at the largest part.
The hog at Engle’s measured sixty-nine
inches one way and seventy-five inches the
the other. Multiply these and we have 5,175.
Divide that by seven and you have 739 and
two over. A great deal then depends upon
how a hog will dress, whether it will lose a
great deal or very little. If it will not lose
much it is best to add ten or twelve pounds.
The hog did not lose much, and I added
eleven pounds, which made the weight exact-
ly 750 pounds, the weight that was given out
as right, and which won the money.”
