“No Mervill Text Bools in Ours.”

A petition has been in circulation here
this week, and has been signed by nearly all
of our citizens and forwarded to our Senator,
Hon. H. G. Page, praying for an amendment
to, or a ropeal of, the text book law of last
winter. We are of the opinion that to bind
our schools to use such books for the next
fifteen years, as D. D. Merrill proposes to
furnish, would be a very poor step in the di-
rection of educating our children. It seems
very reasonable to expeet that districts might
desire to advance with the times and not
feel obliged to thumb away for the next fif-
teen years in stale text books, gotten up on
the D. D, Merrill plan. Let the law be so
that scheol districts can use their own judg-
ment and buy such books as they may deem
best. It seems that our best schools and
larger counties are ignoring this cheap
school book plan almost én tofo, then why
should we of the rural and frontier distriets
be obliged to buy what we don’t want just
because it is cheap? We think Dr. Franklin
gave the world an axiom something to%he
effect of “Never buy anything you do not
stand in nced of because it is cheap,” or
words to that effect. Well, any way. we
know we speak the sentiment of Wadena
county educators when we gsay, “No Merri
text books in ours, if you please.”

To the Editor of ThE GLoBE:
Could we have a general thorough revision
of onr constitution and statuies so as to
adapt them to the wants of the people and
good government, it would be cconomy at
even an extravagant cost. This must be ap-
parent to every one possessed of practical
business sense and at all familiar with the
condition of our statutes. While a compi-
lation would be very convenient, it would not
supply the wants of a general revision, and
should, I think be left entirely to private
enterprise.
By constituting a commission of true com-
petent men, embracing a few of the members
of the judiciary committees of both Houses
of the Legislature, (if competent?) the revis-
ion could be prepared for submission, at a
cost to the State of not exceeding $20,000.00,
a large proportion of which could be re-im-
bursed by sales of copies afterwards. This
i8, of course, a merely remunerative business
estimate, embracing no margin for jobbing
or stealing. .
Should a revision be authorized, the Legis-
lature should fix a classification of the va-
rious subjects with appropriate instructions
for the preparation of the work. There
ought to be clear and explicit limitations
upon the power of the Legislature, expressed
in the constitution, and some additional safe-
guards to the rights of the people; and the
revision should embrace a modification of
our county and town systems, and to some
extent of our judiciary system and the prae-
tice therein, both eivil and criminal, and our
punitive system should also be materially re-
formed. Were the present Legislature equal
to the demand, it could so map out the work
in its general details that a commission of
careful men could construct their work so
completely that but little change in any of
its parts, would probably be desirable, and
the public service very much improved in
cfficiency and true economy by its adoption.

The Weather--Perhaps a New Field.
Editor of the Daily GLOBE:

The general provalence during the last
hundred days of unusunally mild or warm
weathor induces the belief that its ecauso ex-
ists more in celestinl than terrestrial con-
ditions, and as the sun is our ‘only extra-
neous or celestial source of appreciable heat
we are driven to the conclusion that it has,
during this period, furnished us with an un-
usual quantity. But how can that be
proved?

‘Whether the intense heat of the sun is duoe
to the change of motion into heat, to chem-
ical action, or some other cause, it does not

matter, it is there, and whatever force pro-
duces it manifests itself also as light, chem-
ical and electrieal forees, which are transmit-
ted to the earth with it.

If the sun were a *“solid mass of anthracite
coul, his combustion would maintain the
present heat but 5,000 years; whereas, if the
planet Jupiter should fall into the sun it
would produce heat enough to maintain the
golar emission for 35,000 years.” * * *
“A definite quantity of the chemical ac-
tion of combustion gives rise to a fixed quan-
tity of heat, and this to a determinate quantity
of mechanical effect.”” ** * “Force, like mat-
ter,is persistent and indestructible; its changes
are but mutations from form to form; an im-
pulse of force can no more be created ot
destroyed than a particle of matter.” * * *
#Chemical action produces heat, light and
electricity.” Theaboveis from “Conservation
of Foree,” by Prof. Youmans-

‘When a ray of sunlight is passed throungh
a prism it is supposed to be resolved into its
original elements, exhibiting separately all of

ged | the colors and forces of which fthe ray

is composed, and is called the solar
spectrum—beyond the violet  rays
in this s m are found the dark chemi-

cal rays. *‘Prof, Stokes filled a glass tube
with a solution of sulphate of quinine and
then moved it through the spectrum, enter-
ing at the red ray. No unusual effect was
produced till it passed the extremity of the
violet and entered the region of the chemi-
cal rays, when a ghostly gleam of pale blue
light shot across the tube. The dark chem-
ical force was changed to light by the qui-
fnine golution.” If upon any particular por-
tion of the sun's disk all of the energy which
manifests itself in these forces, light, heat,
electrical aud chemical rays, should be de-
voted to thie production of chemical and
electrical rays only, that portion of the sun’s

.| disk would appear as a dark spot, and so

much of the sun’s disk would transmit to us
no heat, and we would therefore receive less
heat from the sun with these spots
upon its surface. (and more lighting)
than if the entire surface were devoted to
transmittal of heat. 'I'he intense energy of
the forces of the sun do not always manifest

themselves in definite proportions of Leat,

do appear upon the sun’s disk at times, and
probably result from and represent as in-
tense chemical or mechanical action at the
icular spot of their appearance as though
he result was the transmitial of light and
eat rays. These dark spots do transmit
dark electrical rays.

Partly in corroboration of some of these
assertions, let me cite the most remarkable
article of modern times, by Prof. Elias
Loomis, of ®@ale College, published in the
June number of Harper's Magazine for
1869, from which I also quote the following:

“Not only are the solar spots most numer-
ous and extensive upon those years in which
great auroral displays are most common,
but the most remarkable auroral dis-
plays bave usually been attended by
an unusnal and nearly simultancous exhibi-
tion of solar spots, as if the aurora were the
immediate effect of the spotted condition of
the sun. If we select the most remarkable
nuroras of the present century, and compare
the condition of the sun’s surface during a
few days preceding and a few days following
the aurora, we shall find that the solar spots
were more extensive before than after these
auroral displays, and that these spots were
most remarkable two or three days before
the aurora. The great auroral display of
August 28, 1859 was specially remarkable on
this account ; the solar spots during the
week preceeding the aurora having been
more extensive than they had been for many
previous years. Rapid changes were seen to
take place in the appearance of these spots,
and two observers, independently, of each
other, hoticed patches of inlenscly bright
light to move across a large spot at
the very moment when the magnetic
disturbance commenced at Greenwich, and
a few hours afterwards there succeeded one
of the most remarkable magnetic storms
which was felt simultaneously over the entire
northern and southern hemispheres.”

_There are no dark spots upon the sun’s
dise now, and no auroral display of cven
moderate extent, brilliance or duration have
been noticed for at least 100 days. Perhaps,
if no change takes place in the sun, we will
have an early spring and hot summer.

What Shall be Done for Tnonigration?
To the Editor of Tug Grose :

The question, whether or not an intelligent
publie will recognize and endorse its Legis-
lature in its endeavors to carefuliy consider
and enact proper means for the purposes of
supervising and fostering immigrant settlers
on the publie lands in Minnesola, ean best
be answered by another question; whether or
not immigration to Minnesota is desired, and
whether settlers on its vacant and undevel-

1 ‘oped lands are synonymous to the interest of

our State, to humanity and to the special
as well asto the general welfare anfl inter-
est to our commonwealths. While the gen-
eral government has provided 160 acres on
the public domain, as a homestead for im-
migrant settlers, it should be remembered
that our State has made no provisions {o as-
sist tho honest pioneer-settler in their laud-
able endeavors to subdue the wilderness and
promote the cultivation of its prolific®soil.
To anticipate well-to-do people or owners
of means to become pioneer gettlers under
the homestead grant of 160 acres of land in
the wilderness, seems delusive, and few, -if
any of such can be found to establish them-
selves on homestead lands in the wilderness.
It requires men of limited means, with in-
dominable courage to endure frontier life,
to avail himself of the benefits of homestead
grants on our frontier settlements, and
these without any other means than that of
his labor, is often doomed to disappointment.
It therefore becomes the duty of our State
government to exercise its paternal care, as-
sistance and superintendence to actunal set-
tlers on uncultivated lands within its juris-
diction, and there can be no doubt that the
efforts of the State in this direction will not
enly promote settlement of immigrants, ele-
vate and promote the welfare of settlers, but
be ennobling and beneficial to our State.

The question then simply to be solved is.
what kind of aid should the State give the
sttler and how to be indemnified? Certainly
not by the publication of pamphlets, telling
tales, requiring large appropriation for the
benefits of other and not for immigrant set-
tlers; nor by immigrant agents to induce im-
migrants to go to Minnesota and settle on
the public domain or on railroad, school and
university lands without any means required
for development but their labor.

If it be apparent that the uncultivated vir-
gin soil within our State can be made pro-
ductive by developments and labor, for the
benefit of the laborer who may be induced to
come to Minnesota and establish himself a
home, why not provide him with some means
by which to make his labors productive, and
if the seitler prosper thereby the State has
done its duty and will also derive its bene-
fits. Suppose that our Legislature now in
session enact that the Governor shall ap-
point seven citizens of the State, who shall
constitute a state board of colonization for
settlers and authorize
saidl board +to render to  actual
settler on lands one hundred dollars annual-
ly of State certificate of indebtedness at 4
per cent per annum; the capitdl payable
within 11 years after issue, and the interest
payable annually by the Stale Treasurer, and
that said Btate certificate of indebtedness
shall only be granted to any setiler in order
to promote actual improvements on his land.
2. That the settler having received such State
certificates of indebtedness, shall make re-
turn payments to the State of said loan in
five annual instalments, after the expiration
of the sixth year, with interest thereon, pay-
able annually. 3. That the State should
have first and preferred lien on the settlers
land, and all his improvements thereon, for
the faithful performance of his duty, to
which he agreed. 4. 'That the settier should
annually break and cultivate at least five to
ten acres of his land—wounld the State feel
any real embarrassment thereby; would it
not benefit the State as well as the settler,
and would not such State “certificate of in-
debtedness, if issued in nomination of %5 or
$10"—girculate as mediums of exchange
amongst the frontier settlers, and fill a
vacuum of specie or national currency, now
made so scarce?

If the combined wisdom of our legislators,
who heretofore have so amply rewarded rail-
road corporations with immunitieg of land
grants free from taxations, would now retali-
ate to labor the loan of assistance, in
developing the soil of their homesteads,
inaugurate a system of immigration
equally honorable to our State, as beneficial
to onr frontier settlers on the public domain,
properly guarded under the supervisions and
regulations of a State board of equalization
for immigrants—then, and only thereby,
will they encourage, facilitate and promote
immigration of actual settlers—not specu-
lators—to establish themselves on homestead
lands within the State, and mutual benefits
be fostered to the State as well aa to the
actual settler.

A great many literary lights have lately
shown forth in Washington, and besides Mrs.
Southworth, Mrs. Stephens, Mrs. Frances
Hodgson Burnett, there is now Mrs. C. W.
Denison, the author of “That Husband of
Mine” and “That Wife of Mine.,” Mrs.
Denison is the wife of a Methodist clergy-
man and the sister of the Episcopal Chap-
lain at the Navy Yard, and Dboth of
these men  of the cloth have been
drawn  from for the  characters of
the last two books. She had writ-
ten Sunday school books and magazine stories
for several years before this summer, when
the impulse seized her to try something a
little different. Dut a few wecks were occu-
pied in writing the first one, and with almost
no revision it was sent to the press. The
manuseript was finished in July, and within
a very few weeks the book, with its odd
name, was in every book-store, news-stand,
and on every train. Its success was instan-
taneous, and its rapid sale called for one
edition after another, until the profits
were considerable. Then came its com-
panion, “That Wife of Mine,” written
as soon as the success of the first was
assured, and which its aunthor considers
the better of the two. With her share of
the profits Mrs. Denison bought herself a
house in the northern part of the city and
has comfortably established herself in -it.
The lady herself is a rosy, plump matron of
possibly thirty odd years, of large build and

good height. Her hair is  brown
and her oyes a  grayish blue,
with a kindly fun in their look,

but the ercamy complexion and red cheeks
make her appearance very prepossessing.

She s still at  work, writing,
