ANOTHER MEETING OF THE BOARD.

Evidence Taken of Former Commissioners
--What the Howling Newspapers Did or
Didn’t--The Clalm Unanimously Rejected.

The County Commissioners met again
yesterday morning at 10 o'clock to consider
the Farrell claim. The members present
were Messrs. Maynard, Lindeke, Miner,
Wagmner and Mr., President.

Mr. O'Brien appeared for peititoner, and

Mr. Rogers for the county. Some little time
was spent in general conversation awaiting
the appearance of Captain Berkey and Mr.
Brainard. The former genileman = hav-
ing arrived be was ' sworn, and
gtated that he was chairman of the committee
on public buildings in 1873. He remembered
quite a while after letting the contract for
the court house, Farrell saying he had
ommitted sowething. It was after the buil-
ding had progressed considerably toward its
completion, his recollection now is that he
igmored his, Farrells claim; if he had added
the =900, to his bid he would not have got
the contract: the board when they met never
conceded anything to Farrell, but they were
liberai with him for extra work: he had al-
ways told Farrell that the board could do
nothing; Farrell did not say he would not go
on: if that had been done new bids would
have been asked for; he did not remember
any such conversation alluded to by Mr.
Farreil and he thought he, Mr. Berkey, could
never have aid anything of the kind for he
always opposed Farrel’s claim: he remember-
ed that some brick used would have been
condemned only the board thought Farrel
had gone rather close in his bid.

3y Mr. Lindeke—Did you ever hear it
stated in the board that this claim was laid

over becanse other claims were made, and
the board feared the howling of the papers!

Mr. Berkey—I heard nothing of this till
reading it in the papers this morning.

Mr. Hogers (city attorney—The bids
were muide on the specifications of. the work
to be done.  The specifications covered the
work in dispute. He got allowed for the
swxtra work to the amount of some $2,000.
He understood that Farrell had received his
lallpay for all work done.

Mr. (V’Brien spoke in favor of the claim
and Loped it would be disposed of one way
or the other. It had been pending since '75.
He recapitulated the evidence, showing Far-
rell had made a mistake in  putting in his
bid. He explained his mistake on account of
not having prices of the iron doors, and when
he went to have the omission inserted it was
too late, He asked for
question of equity.

At this point DMr. Brainard came in, and
Mr. Rogers deferred his address till he should
be sworn and examined.

Mr. Brainard remembered the ecireum-
stances in  question. It was so long ago he
recollected but little about the details; he
remembered some statement by Farrell about
leaving out of his bid the doors and win-

dows; lhe thought he was led to believe by
the  board if the specification
of windows and doors was omitted

the board would make it all right; was un-
der the iinpression that the bill was disal-
lowed, that all these claims were ineluded in
the original bid: the commissioners, when
the original bill was presented, did not
allow the extra claim; the board would not
have let the contract to Farrell if the board
had not considered the bid included all the
WOTk.

Questioned by Mr. Rogers, he said some
of the brick was condemned; when he spoke
to witness, hie said it was not right, but
if it was submitted to the board they would
take it nnder consideration; he thought Far-
rell found ont his mistake when he came to
pay for the material; when it was first
brought before the board he supposed it was
disallowed.

In answer to Mr. Lindeke he said he was
a member of the board when the claim was
made; he thought he heard a statement
made before the board that it would be al-
lowed if the papers were not howling so
much about extra elaims.

Mr. Lindeke sworn, said the first time he
heard of the case was from Mr. Blaisdell,
who told him that probably the board would
have another claim from Mr. Farrell;

anything about the newspaper howlings—
nothing was said of the kind in his hearing.

Questioned by Mr. O'Brien, he said if
Farrell had come to  him and stated that he
had mede a mistake, he woyld have told him
it was his duty to refer the whole matter to

the board.

Mr. Rogers then continued his case for
the county, recapitulating the evidence and

stating that Mr. Farrell had no claim agains
the county.

A TERRIBLE FATE.

A DBrakeman on the North Wiscomain
Road Crushed to Death Under the Wheels
of a Moving Train--Full Particulars of
the Accident.

About 10 o'clock on Friday night, at
Marsh lake, one mile this side of Clayton,
(and distant from St. Paunl about sixty
miles,) on the North Wisconsin road, Qscar
0. Gould, a brakeman in the employ of that
road and a resident of this city, met his
death under errenmstances of pecaliar hor-
ror. It appears that a logging train is run
between Hudson and Clayton, and that at
the time named, three trainmen, Hampson,
Hall and Gould, thinking they were ap-
proaching the marsh, where they had been
notified a flat had been left on the main
track by the train which preceded them,

stepped out on the cars to be ready to apply

the brakes and stop the train. Hall
and Gould started for the head of
the train, walking along the flats

of which the train was composed. When
Hall had reached half way the train, he no-
ticed that Gould’s light was out and at the
same moment Hampson is positive he heard
a slight seream. Just atthis time, it was
discovered that one of the flats was off the
track, and on stopping the train and going
forward, Hampson noticed that the wheels
and brakebeams of some of the flats were
bespattered with blood. Gould was missing
but on going- back a short distance they
found his mangled remains on one side of
the track. Life was extinet then, but he
had evidently dragged himself over the rail
after being run over. The wheels had passed
over his left thigh and stomach euatting him
nearly in two. His left foot was also badly
injured, being split from heel to toe. The
upper portion of his body was unhurt—only
a slight seratch appearing on his face. His
remains were taken to Claytongthen cared
for and thence brought to this “city at 9:30
yesterday morning.

Decensed was about 32 years old, and
leaves a wife, but no children. He resided
on the corner of Tenth and St. Peter streets,
and had been in the employ of the North
Wisconsin since the 8th of last month. He
was an old railroad man, having been em-
ployed by the Sioux City road for six years,
and also at different intervals by the South-
ern Minnesota, the Central and the Still-
water & Taylor’s Falls, in the capacity of
conductor and breakman, in both of which
positions he was regarded as efficient and
trustworthy.

Deceased was a IRloyal Arch Mason, and
also belonged to Mankato Lodge No. 12, A.
F.and A. M. His remains will be taken to-
morrow to Kasson, where his parents reside.
Upon his remains were found his wife's
picture, wrapped in paper and enclosed in a
pocketbook, which had not been injured in
the slightest degree.

But Another Chance for Life Offered.
In December, 1876, Peter Bannigan shot
and killed John D.. Massingale, a soldier,
during a brawl, at Bismarck, D.T. In the
following February, Bannigan was indicted,
tried and convicted of murder, and sentenced
to be hung in April of last year, in spite of
defense by local attorneyvs of Bismarck. A
few days previous to the time appointed for
the execution of the sentence, Messrs. Erwin
& Griffith, attorneys of this city, were re-
tained to procure the accused a new trial.
Mr. Erwin proceeded to Bismarck, where he
arrived just seven days before the day of
the execution, finding the prisoner dismally
contemplation his closely approaching legal
strangulation. On Mr. Erwin’s motion for
a new trial the sentence was stayed, and an
appeal taken to the territorial supreme court
at ¥Yankton. In June last Mr. Griffin went
to Yaunkton, where he argued the case. A
diminution of the record having been sug-
gested by the prosecuting  counsel
a second argument before the supreme
court was thereon necessitated. In this
bhearing Mr. Erwin again appeared in
December last, and his firm had the satis-
faction yesterday of receiving intelligence
from Yankton that their efforts had been
crowned with snccess, the supreme court
baving granted o mnew trial to Bannigan,
which will be held in May next, at Bismarck,
D. 1.
