CONSIDERINC THE QUESTION OF
WAR OR FPEACE.

Some Hope Entertained of a Renewal of
Congress Negotiations—Russia’s Exactions
Are Creating Bympathy for Roumania—
Plocky Prince Charles Declares His
Army May Be Crushed But Never Dis-
banded—Report that the Czar Will Seek
the Good Offices of Germany as a Me-
diator.

EMBAREATION.

ConsTANTINOPLE, April 6.—The Russian ao-
thorities have renewed their demand for per-
mission to embark homeward troops at Bujuk-
dere, representing their embarkation at San
Stefano is impossible, and all ideaof despatch-
ing them thence has been abandoned. The
Turkish forces in the neighborhood of Gallipoli
and Constantinople number 248 battalions,

NEWSPAPER RADICALS,

St. PETERSBURG, April 6.—The Agence Russe
says Moscow and St. Petersburg newapapers
assail its moderate language, and that of the
Journal de St. Petersburg, declaring the British
government, by involving Russia’s dignity in
the matter, has made it impossible for her to
yield to England’s demands.

CONGRESS NEGOTIATIONS. @

Loxpox, April 6.—There seems to be some
bope of a renewal of the congress negotiations
unless a collision is precipitated by the neces-
sity for counteracting military measures, Rus-
sia is pushing forward on both sides of the
Danube. The position at Constantinople is re-
garded as so doubtful, even threatening, for
England, that a very slight modification of the
situation might be considered to warrant action
which wounld amount to a breach of neutrality.
As long, however as Vefik Pasha)remains the
Tuarkish premier a Russo-Turkish alliance is be-
leved to be out of the question.

ROUMANIA'S PROTEST.

Brationa, the Ronmanian premier, instead of
returning to Bucharest, started from Vienna to
Berlin. It is believed that the Roumanian
cabinet’s proposition to Ruesia is real and de-
determined. The publication of the Gortscha-
koff-SBhika interview has aroused sympathy for
Roumania throughout Europe. The Rouma-
nian protest againstthe treaty of San Stefano
was published in full in the Vienna Politische
Correspondenz yesterday, but it is not yet
Eknown to bave been officially communieated to
the powers.

The rumor of Gen. Ignatieff's speedy return
to Vienna Is again revived.

RUSSIA IN ROUMANIA.

Brruiw, April 6.—The question concerning
the position of Roumania is becoming more
and more embarrassing. 1t is said Austria has
intimated her desire that the authority of Rus-
sia should be limited af much as possible dur-
ing the passage of troops through the princi-
pality and that everything should be avoided
which might give a character of Russian occus
pation to the temporary presence of the im-
perial troops.

COUNTER PROPOSAL,

Loxpox, April 6.—The Russian reply to Lord
Balisbury's circular will, it is said,ay particu-
lar stress upon the absence of a definite connter
proposal, and will call upon England to make
a counter proposal. This will be the main
point urged.

There is no foundation for the statement
that the present intention is to keep the chan-
nel squadron near Malta available for trans-
port of troops therefrom.

THE CZALL WEAKENING.

Benuiy, April 6.—Intelligence from St. Pe-
tersburg seems to indicate that the peace party
is acquiring greater influence in the councils of
the Czar. It is expected here that the Czar will
svlicit the good offices of the Emperor of Ger-
many as mediator between himself and Eng-
land.

RUSSIAN STOCKS BETTER.

Loxpox, April 6.—The Btock market opened
this morning with indieations of renewed econ-
fidence, and with actual transactions in consols
and Russian securities at slightly higher
prices,

PLUCKY PRINCE CHARLES,

Viessa, April 6.—The Political Corvespond-
ence says it learns from a good source from Bu-
charest that Prince Charles will reply to Prince
Gortschakoff's threats of re-occupation of Roun-
mania and disarmament of the Roumanian
army, if the Ronmanian government protests
against the article of the treaty providing for
communication of the army in Bulgaria with
Rusgia through Roumania, as follows: ‘‘Tell
Prince Gortschakoff the Koumanian army may
be uiterly erushed, but so long as I live itshall
not be disarmed.™

BULLDOZING THE LIBERALS,

Loxpox, April 6.—The Pall Mall Gazefte says:
A movement with the object of preventing the
liberal party from trammeling. the govern-
ment's foreign policy, has received the sup-
port of 136 liheral members of parliament, of
whom nearly half were prepared to vote with
the government if the leaders proposed any
amendment to the address to the Queen, in
answer to the proclamation ealling out the re-
serves, About 70 members will probably vote
for Bir Milford Lawson's motion, declaring the
measure unwarrsnted and imprudent.

Destitute Colonists in New York.
NEw Yorg, April 6.—Twenty-four members
of a colony from a neighborhood of Dantzic,

very pitiable condition. They say the coloniata
were sent into a country about 160 miles from
Caracas and given some land, mountainous and
sterile. Coffee and rice were grown in places,
but the men did not know how to cultivate it.
Disease waa prevalent and out of the colony of
570, there were 115 died during the time they
were living in the country.

& Co., of Louisville. They are all made paya-
ble to Holt & Bugbee, Indianapolis, and are for
three and four months. Holt & Bugbee, dur-
ing the week, returned to Indianapolis drafts
drawn by Bughee, the forger, amounting to
over #12,000. Bhould the firm be held for all
the forged notes and drafts, their creditors
would be asked to give them considerable time,
or they will be compelled to go into bankruptcy,
There is considerable doubt as to the responsi-
bility of the firm for drafts cashed by the In-
dinnapolis bank and not accepted by the firm.
The amount is not stated.

RIOTIAG STRIKERS,

8r. Louss, April 6.—The latest news regard-
ing the strike on the Atchinson, Topeka &
Banta Fe railroad is that several engines have
been ditched at Emporia, and that two at-
tempt swere made night before last to fire the
railroad building at Topeka—probably by out-
side parties for the porpose of plunder. The
sheriff has been on the ground with a strong
posse and guards the road. A fireman who
took the Elau of a striker waa badly beaten
yesterday, but no other violence has been com-
mitted. No freight trains have been run since
the strike was inangurated, and the strikers
say they shall not, even if they have to use
force to prevent it. They will not interfere
with passenger trains. The company declare
they will make no concessions to the strikers
and that not one of the latter shall ever obtain
employment on the road again.

The case of Bugbee, the forger, is fully as bad
as at first represented. His brother and an
officer of a Boston bank are examining the
books, but decline to make a statement till
they have finished. It does not appear that
any effort is being made for hisarrest, although
he has been heard from west of here. Bugbee
is the administrator of a former partner's es-
tate, with a bond given for £66,000. His
bondsmen are apprehensive that they may be
in trouble.

FEARFUL EXPLOSION.

Three Men Killed, One Fatally and Six
Others More or Less Injured--Fragments
of the Bursted Boiler Hurled Through
Bolid Brick Walls and Carried 130 Feet
Distant.

Bostox, Mass., April 6.—This evening a 50-
horse power boiler in ' the engine room of the
Boston stamping manufactory of Seaney & Co.,
Third street, Cambridge, exploded. Three
men were killed, another fatally injured, and
six others more or less wounded. The boiler
was hurled through the brick walls of the room
and the wooden walls of the building inclosing
it, one hundred and thirty feet across the canal.
Michael Mores, the engineer, was found between
the boiler and granite walls of the canal, James
Anglin and Nathan Burgiss, at work in the
riveting room in line with the course of the
boiler, were taken from the canal dead, having
been swept along by the boiler. George Ger-
rity was taken from the engine room fatally
injured. The main building, five stories high,
and in which 100 persons were at work, was
considerably shattered, and on the side nearest

Two Youny Virginians Exchange Shots at
Six Paces, Resulting in the Death of One
Combatant and the Mortally Wounding
of the Other.

A dispateh from Crisfield , Md., to the Bal-
timore Gazette says:

A shooting afiray took place between Maj.
Sidney Pitts and A. P. Thom at Eastville,
Accomac county, Va., on Thursday last,
which resulted in the almost instant killing
of Pitts and the fatal wounding of his an-
tagonist. It seems that Pitta indulged in
gambling occasionally, and on one occasion
he had borrowed $20 from A. Brittingham,
who has since died, and A. P. Thom,a young
lawyer just admitted to the bar, became col-
lector for the deceased’s estate. Find-
ing an  account against  Pit
he presented the claim, which tl?'e
(Pitts) acknowledged, but said he would pay
it when he pleased, declaring his intention to
go West. He started by the steamer Maggie
from that point to Baltimore. Thom, the
lawyer, procured a warrant to arrest Pitts,
directed to the sheriff of the county; but
Pitts escaped arrest by defying the officer
and posse, and went to Baltimore on the
steamer Maggie for the West. He subse-
quently determined to return and avenge the
insult, and did return and asked Thom for
an explanation, to which Thom exclaimed,
“I want nothing more to do with you!”
Pitts insisted on an explanation, when Thom
drew a revolver. Pitts then said: *That is
just what I want youto do,” and drew his
revolver. They then fired without
serious effect. Both kneeled at the
same tfime to fix their pistols, that
had failed to revolve, and both rose at the
same time, firing simultaneously. The
charge of Thom’s weapon took effect in the
heart of Pitts, while that of Pitts took effect
ih the head or Thom. Pitts died on the
spot, and Thom lies in & dying condition.
Both of them are young men and of re-
spectable families. Alfred P. Thom is a
‘son of Judge W. A. Thom, of Virginia, and
a nephew of Dr. J. Pembroke Thom, of
Baltimore, a member of the city council. He
is unmarried. Sidney Pitts was a nephew
of Benators George R. Dennis, of the United
States Senate, and James U. Dennis, of the
Maryland State legislature. He was also un-
married, and both his parents are dead. Both
of these were under 25 years of age.

ANOTHER ACCOUNT,

The Norfolk Virginian gives the follow-
ing account of the affair: The steamer N.
P. Banks, Capt. P. McCarrick, arrived at
her wharf yesterday evening from Cherry-
stone, Va., having on board the remains of
Maj. Sidney Pitts, second son of the late
Judge E. P. Pitts, of this city. It appears
that about three weeks ago young Pitts
borrowed from Mr. Elijah Brittingham, the
postmaster at Eastville, the sum of $20. In
the meantime Mr. Brittingham was taken
gick and died. His secorities sought to col-
lect the same from Mr. Pitts, whom they un-
derstood was on the point of leaving for the
West. Mr. Pitts acknowledged the indebted-
ness, but consulted his brother, Mr. E. P.
Pitts,a practicing attorney in Eastville, to
know if he should pay the amounnt to them.
His brother advised him, as an attorney, as
well as a relative, not to pay until a curator
to settle the affairs of Mr. Brittingham
should be appointed by the court, otherwise
he might be called upon to pay the amount
a second time. Mr. A. P. Thom was ap-
pointed curator. A capias was issued, and
the services of the jailer, W. E, Collona,
were called into requisition, who, in com-
pany with Mr. Thom, proceeded to Hunger’s
wharf, on the morning of the 15th, where it
was expected Mr. Pitts would take the
steamer Helen for Baltimore.

On arriving at the wharf it was found that
Mr. Pitts was on board the steamer; Collona
approached nim and handed him the paper,
remarking, “I arrest you.” Pitts, not recog-
nizing his authority, took the paper and de-
liberately tore it in pieces. Some harsh
words then passed between Mr. Pitts and
Mr, Thom, and a posse comitatus was sum-
moned to effect the arrest, but without suc-
cess, the steamer Helen, when her time came
for departure, moving off with Mr. Pitts on
board. On Monday morning Mr. Pitts re-
turned to Eastville, from Baltimore. On ar-
riving he spent part of the day at Eastville
and afterward went ont to the residence of
his brother, Mr. E. P. Pitts, about three
miles from town, where he remained until
Wednesday morning, when he returned to
Eastville. On Thursday morning Pitts, with
a number of other gentlemen were seated on
the steps of the store of R. V. Nottingham,
when Mr. Thom was seen approaching, in
company with a negro boy, whom he em-
ployed to attend at his offics, which was lo-
cated between the store of Mr. Nottingham
and the court house. After passing the
store he was hailed by Mr. Pitts, who stated
that he wished to see him in order to get an
explanation for his action in seeking his
arrest. The two men were by this time with-
in six or eight feet of each other. Mr. Thom
replied, ““that he had no explanation to
make.”” Itis then stated that Pitts used
abusive language, remarking, “You are
a d—d scoundrel and a d—d
rascal, whereupon pistols were
drawn and the two commenced firing,
each discharging two shots, and both falling
at the same time, Pitts, it is thought, shot
through the heart, expiring immediately;
Thom received Pitta’ shot justunder the
nose, slightly to the right, breaking the up-
per jawbone and several teeth, lacerating the
roof of the mouth, and burying itself in the
neck, near the vertebree. The physicians,
Dr. George Ker, Dr. G. W. Smith, Dr. W.
8. Stokley, and Dr. John T. Wilkins, had
not, up to the latest reports, been able to find
the ball. He bled profusely, baving he -

maing of Mr. Pitia were taken to the Powell
house, and Mr. Thom was removed to the
Taylor house. The father of Mr. Thom, Dr.
W. A. Thom, was immediatelyjnotified of the
affray, and Mr. E. P. Pitts, of the death of
his brother. Both gentlemen shortly after
reached Eastville, grief-stricken at the ter-
rible tragedy that had bereft one of a brother,
and possibly the other of his son. At 12
o’clock Tuesday, coroner Jasi C. White held
an inquest on the remains of Mr. Pitts.
The jury returned a verdict, “that Major
Sidney Pitts came to his death by a baullet
ﬁredﬁgmnpistolinthehm:dsot Alfred P.
Thom.

EX-CONGRESSMAN VANCE.

He Surely Ran Away With a Pretty Music
Teacher.

The Western Associated Press dispateh from
Washington to-night, contains a denial of
the story of ex-Congressman Vance’s elope-
ment with a handsome music teacher. The
denial is made npon the authority of Vante's
personal friends 1n Washington, who claimed 1
to be advised of the woman’s movements.
However the case may look at Washington,
circumstances at Col. Vance's home point
very strongly to a woman in the case. The
Portsmouth 7'ribune, published in Vance's
district, says this week: “Close inquiry and
comparison  of notes have dissipated
the theory of his murder, and left very little
indicating suicide. It was found that Vance-
had been borrowing money right and left,.
and had adroitly managed every movement
from the time he left home, so as to cover-
his tracks, when he took the final jump in.

Joe Aleshire, after a thorongh investigation,
that Vance had gone West, that he followed
on his trail as far as Kansas City, as far as
he heard, and gave the chase up and. re-
turned to Gallipolis.

It is also stated that on the
first shot Pitts was wounded in the right
wrist, which disabled him from aock.mgniu
pistol and that he went to the corner of a
house and pried the trigger up, during which
time Thom coolly waited wuntil his
adversary was Teady, when the two
fired simultaneously, each . falling at
