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ADMITTED TO TJBE BAB. * 

Tb©roa*h and Searching Examination of 
Candidates. 

The examination for admission to the bar, 
held before the judges of the supreme court— 
Chief Justice Gilfiilan, and associate justices 
Cornell and Berry—yesterday, was conducted 
by H. F. Masteraon, 0. E. Otis and W. Bar­
rett, Esq'rs. Messrs. Walter T. Burr, C. M. 
Greene and Edward Botert were the only ap­
plicants. C. M. Greene submitted a cer­
tificate issued by the supreme $ourt of Iowa, 
admitting him to the bar of that State, in 
view of which few questions were asked him. 
The other two candidates, however, were put 
through a most rigid and close examination. 
Mr. Masterson taking the lead, questioned 
the gentlemen on their reading and study, 
asking what works they had read upon com­
mon law, on equity, on pleadings, <fec. He 
then examined thetu upon common law, 
rules of action, duties of a lawyer to his cli­
ent, to the court, and to the 
opposite side; upon proceedings, civil 
and oriminal; motives of punishment; lead­
ing questions; treatment of witnesses; tes­
timony by comuuBsion; equity; injunc­
tions; b'onds; accidents; fraud; contracts. 
After finding what they knew of Kent, Black-
Btoue, Parsons, &;., he ban Jed them over to 
the tender mercies of Mr. Bariett, who put 
them through most rigidly on propeity, es­
tates, courtesy, dower, mortgage, purchase, 
tenancy, inheritance, joint tenancy, copar­
ceny, estate in common, estate at will, 
escheat, occupancy, prescription, acquisition 
of title, deeds, indentures, contracts, partner­
ships, agency, insurance. Then came Mr. 
Otis, with negotiable paper, bills of exchange; 
pmiaissoiy notes, cause at issue, &c. 

The questions were answered generally 
very promptly, and with one or two excep­
tions, very coireclly. There was some little 
confusion of ideas on joint tenancy and es 
tate in common, but the questioning had 
been long and seveie, and there was excuse 
for it. The examiners reported favorably to 
the court, and recommended the applicants 
for admission. 

Chiet Justice Gilfiilan said he had listened 
caiefully to the examination, and he 
was glad that examiners were becoming 
moio seaichmg and exacting. The candi­
dates, he said, had answered well, and de­
served to be complimented. He, therefore, 
ordeied their ceitificates to be made out. 
Edward liotert. one of the applicants, and 
whose answers upon some of the topics were 
particularly clear, was formerly principal of 
the Sixth ward school. If ever men were 
admitted to the bar on their own merits, 
these were.

A J o l l y Rise Couiinjr—Arrivals of the Rob 
Koy and Imperia l . 

There was a lise of four inches yesterday, 
the greatest in any one day since the present 
B*vell commenced. 

The frequent arrivals of boats from below, 
all bringing large freights, makes very lively 
times about the levee, and although large 
numbers of drays and tiucks are kept con­
stantly engaged in hauling away, it is found 
impossible to keep up with the accommoda­
tions. 

The Keokuk Noithern line packet Rob 
Roy, arrived last evening at 6:30 o'clock. 
This is the first trip up of the season of this 
steamboat, which is offlceied as follows: 
Wm. Thompson, captain; Carroll and Link, 
pilots; N. B. Hatcher and George Siebert, 
clerks; and James Paiker, steward, all favor­
ably known to the traveling public as efficient 
and comteous. The Rob Roy brought an 
enormous freight for this point, having 
dropped immense quantities by the way, 
end most of that landed here, consisting of 
Bwgar, molasses, drugs, and other supplies 
is intended for Bismarck, D. T., the Black, 
Hills and Montana. Capt. Thompson reports 
o splendid stage of water, which is rising at 
aU points, and that high winds prevailed 
duung the up trip. He also avers tuat he 
never witnessed finer prospects for river 
traffic than this season aheady presents. 
The Rob Roy will leave at 10 A. M. to-day 
on the down passage. 

The Diamond Joe liner Imperial arrived, 
with barge, yesterday at 5 p. M., and left this 
morning at 4 o'clock. The Imperial brought 
over 100 tons of miscellaneous freight for 
Br. Paul, having strung five barges along the 
river, one of which was left at Newport, 
Washington county.

TTh1«h Might H a v e Proven Most (serious 
B u t for Our Splendid Eire Service. 

Shoitly after nine o'clock last night, a fire 
alarm was turned in from box 13, at No. 1 
engine house, the cause being a viciously 
burning stable in rear of P. J. Penschel's 
meat market, 59 Wabashaw street (third 
door above the postoffice), to whom the 
building belonged. The file oiiginated in 
the upper pait of the building, which con­
tained about a ton of hay, but the cause of 
the blaze is an entire mystery. The owner 
assured a GLOBE reporter that no fire or 
light of any kind had been used by himself 
or any one employed by him, either that 
evening or duiing the day, and the only 
theory he could apply to the circumstances 
was that some tramp may have crawled into 
the hay for shelter, and set it on fire from a 
pipe or match. Two horses, a cow, two sets 
of harness, &c, were in the barn. The 
animals were got out, and the men of the 
hook and ladder truck did wonderfully 
daring service in rescuing the miscellaneous 
contents, the foreman, Frank D. Hall, being 
especially noteworthy for bis brave axeman-
ship, whereby some outheuses, almost touch­
ing the burning bnilding to the south, were 
prevented from spreading to the old wooden 
buildings facing the street. A stream was 
first obtained from a hydrant, the steamers 
quickly followed, and the fire was put «ut 
with most praiseworthy dispatch, being en­
tirely confined to the building in which the 
flames were first discovered. 

The barn was not entirely destroyed, al­
though it was pretty effectively gutted. The 
damage, at the outside, cannot exceed $100 
in all, upon which there was no insurance.

Judge McDonald, of the eighth Judical dis­
trict, arrived in this city on Tuesday, on his 
way to Hastings, to hold a term of court for 
Judge Crosby. Yesterday, however, he re­
ceived a telegram stating that his brother, 
State Senator C. F. McDonald, of St. Cloud, 
had been suddenly and seriously seized with 
pneumonia, and the judge took the first train 
for that city, in order to be at the Senator's 
bed side. 

Between ten and eleven o'clock last night, 
West St. Panl was brilliantly illuminated by 
the total destruction by fire of the ladies' stand 
on the base ball grounds, erected last year.

The promptness, alacrity, efficiency and dis­
cipline of the fire department at the Wabashaw 
street fire laat^dght were the universal themes 
of admiration; The blaze occurred in as bad a 
fire trap as there is, perhaps, in the whole city, 
and a tolerably brisk breeze was blowing, yet, 
a threatened extensive conflagration, under the 
skillful management of Chief Engineer Strong, 
aided by men trained to instantaneous and 
cheerful obedience, was incontinently cheeked, 
and mnoh valuable property was thereby saved. 
The removal of such a directing: head would be 
an acknowledged pubho calamity, as i t would 
destroy, to a greater or less extent, the excel­
lence of one of the beat fire departments of its 
class in the country. 

C. Potter, of Wadena, who arrived on Tues­
day evening in charge of the unfortunate Ed. 
C. Canterbury, whom hec^nveyed to St. Joseph's 
hospital, yesterday informed the GLOBE that 
Mr. Canterbury is troubled with sloughing of 
the flesh of his legs; the result of having con­
tracted small-pox while volunteering 
as an attendant upon a patient afflicted with 
that dread disease. Dr. Murphy, after a first 
examination, believed that Mr. Canterbury 
could not survive, but a further inspection of 
his condition yesterday morning convinced the 
doctor that there was a possibility of the pa 
tient's recovery. Mr. Canterbury came near ex­
piring on the way from the fatigue of his joui-
ney. He is accompanied by his sister, and not 
his wife, as stated yesterday. ,

The Woman's Christian Temperance

On Saturday last in Mankato a young 
child of Fred Polchow was burned to death.

Mrs. Polchow gave 
birth to a child shortly after the accident, 
the shock of which was so great to her that 
ber life was for a time in danger. 

Ex-Gov. Moses* Crime. 

[Charleston (S. C.) News and Courier.] 
The history of the offense for which F. J. 

Moses, ex-governor of South Carolina, was 
recently arrested in New York, is as follows: 
In January, 1877, Moses, who was then edi­
tor of an evening paper here, bought a 
watch and chain, several brooches, rings, 
etc., valued at $310, from James Allan, jew 
eler, of Charleston, saying that they were to 
be presented to his wife on the anniversary 
of their wedding-day. Moses offered his note 
in payment1, but Mr. Allan refused to accept 
it. intimating that it was possible it might 
go to protest. Moses returned the next day 
with the note apparently indorsed by Jose-
phus Woodruff, of printing ring notoriety. 
The note was accepted by Mr. Allan, and 
Moses took the jewelry. A few davs after 
Allan asked Woodruff whether he would like 
to "shave" his own note. Woodruff replied, 
with surprise, that he had gi"en him no 
note. Mr. Allan then related .the circum­
stances of the sale of jewelry to' Moses, and 
Woodruff said that he had not indorsed the 
note, that he had not seen Moses within 
thiee months, and that he had not given 
Moses any anthority to sign his name. Mr. 
Allan then went in search of Moses, and that 
person said blandly, "Why, my dear sir,* I 
didn't tell you that Mr. Woodruff signed the 
note; but did he not tell you that he author­
ized me to sign his name for him?" "No, 
sir," replied Mr. Allan, "Mr. Woodruff says 
that he did not authorize you to use his 
name, nor has he seen you within three 
months 1" Moses at once wilted, and said, 
with a show of penitence, "Well, sir, you've 
got me. But if you will give me until to­
morrow morning, I will arrange the whole 
matter." On the next morning Moses 
walked into Mr. Allan's store with a bravado 
air and asked the proprietor carelessly how 
he would like to have the 
matter arranged. "I would like 
to have the money," said Mr. Allan; "but if 
you will return me the articles, I will agree 
to call it square." "But," said Moses, "I 
wish to retain some of those articles, and I 
have a proposition to make which I think 
will be satisfactory. I will return you a part 
of the jewelry and give you an order on my 
newspaper, which will be paid on Saturday 
night, for the remainder." To this Mr. 
Allan assented, as the best thing he could do 
under the circumstances, and Moses returned 
with about $100 worth of the jewelry and 
the promised order. On Saturday the order 
was dishonored, and then Moses made vari­
ous promises to settle up shortly. His 
father, the chief justice ot the State, 
being ill in Columbia, young Moses 
went there to see him, and a few days 
afterward Mr. Allan received a letter pur­
porting to have been written by Chief Justice 
Moses, saying that "Frank" had informed 
him of the jewelry transaction, and that he 
(the chief justice) would see that the debt was 
speedily paid. Chief Justice Moses died, 
and the next excuse his son and heir made 
to Mr. Allan, was that he was compelled to 
remain in Columbia to settle up his father's 
estate. Mr. Allan then placed the matter in 
Solicitor Jervey's hands, and he put a warrant 
in possession of a trial justice in December 
last. A true bill was found against him at 
the last general sessions in Charleston. 
Moses was evidently on the alert, as on the 
night the warrant was prepared, he started 
North, and has not been in South Carolina 
since.
