MA.TOR BECIIT. 

The death of Major J. C. Becht, Sheriff 
of Bamsey County, removes from our midst 
a most worthy and enterprising citizen. He 
won the respect and affection of all who 
knew him, and his death is a public affliction. 
There is but one expression throughout the 
city over his demise, and that is one of sor­
row. Cut down in the prime of life, he 
was a man we could illy afford to 
spare. Active and generous in his good 
works, gallant in war, honorable in peace, 
his departure leaves a vacancy in the ranks 
of men which cannot well be filled. Though 
for many years quite active in politics, he 
left no scars behind and his death is sincere­
ly lamented by all classes and conditions of 
citizens. It is no empty, meaningless sor­
row which the death of Major Becht calls 
forth. 

none of these, bnt he has done what is far 
worse in the eyes of the Tribune editor. He 
has actually had the temerity to advocate the 
disbandment of the army and the 
relegation of the business of 
protecting the frontier to the militia of the 
several States. He gives some very cogent 
reasons, too, for his plan, and this, perhaps, 
is what aggravates the agony of the editor in 
question.

Expend the forty 
million dollars a year which your army an­
nually costs you, in putting settlers on lands 
of the frontier with their families, who, in a 
few years, will not only be self-supporting, 
but a self-recruiting army, which shall add 
to and not decrease your wealth." 

But Ben. is in hard luck. No matter what 
theories he may advocate, he will be abused. 
He is a common target for abuse and ridi-
culs on every hand. An editor or a politi­
cian who does not abuse him is out of style. 
He has broad shoulders, however, and seems 
to like it, proceeding on the theory that if it 
amuses his enemies it is far better than not 
to be noticed at all.

THE ELECTORAL INQUIRY. 

While it was hardly necessary that Mr. 
Clarkson N. Potter should take the trouble 
to vindicate the wisdom of the pending in­
vestigation into the alleged election frauds 
in Louisiana and Florida, his letter, publish­
ed in the GLOBE of yesterday, may serve to 
set at rest the anxiety of some honest people, 
who, misled by the partisan howlings of a 
subsidized press, feared that the re-opening 
of the question might lead to revolution and 
bloodshed. Mr. Potter's letter is a clear, 
dispassionate statement of the case—the pur­
poses of the committee and the expected ef­
fect of the relations that are certain to be 
made. 

Mr. Potter does not conceal the fact that 
Mr. Hayes' title to the Presidency is, for the 
time being, at least, a valid one. By com­
mon consent it was referred to a tribunal 
chosen by Congress, which decided against 
the Democratic candidates. In this decision 
the Democrats have acquiesced, but their ac­
quiescence does not necessarily place a bar 
to a further inquiry into the manner in 
which the tribunal was induced to come to 
its determination. Says Mr. Potter:

or d i s t u r b a n c e . I n s a y i n g t h i s I d o n o t m e a n 
that I e x p e c t t h e i n v e s t i g a t i o n t o be fo l ­
l owed b y c i ther legal or Congress iona l a c t i o n . 
What , i f a n y t h i n g , s h o u l d b e d o n e b e c a u s e o f 
the inqu iry , m u s t d e p e n d u p o n t h e r e s u l t s o f 
t h e i n q u i r y . B u t I d o m e a n t h a t whatever 
ac t ion , i f any , s h o u l d f o l l o w i n v e s t i g a t i o n , s u c h 
ac t ion can ne i ther d i s t u r b t h e order n o r pros­
per i ty of t h e c o u n t r y . " 

This, then, may be regarded as the policy 
of the inquisitors: "To ascertain the facts, 
so that if frauds be established a repetition 
of such frauds may be prevented, and if not 
to clear up the general belief throughout 
the country that there weie such frauds." Is 
there an rtonest-mindecLman in the country 
who can take exceptions to such a proceed-
ure? 

The committee does not contemplate, nor 
has it ever purposed, a revolutionary deposi­
tion of Mr. Hayes. What it will do, will be 
to lay such facts as may be developed before 
the country as will show that the office is 
held through frauds of the most gigantic 
proportions, aided and abetted, if not actual­
ly participated in by the de facto President 
himself and his confidential advisors. It will 
show that the plot was well laid long before 
the election, and carried out in total disre­
gard of the right of the people and with the 
perfect knowledge that they were defrauding 
the voters. It will show that shameless bar­
gains were made with corrupt men; that 
criminals convicted of ballot-box stufning 
and falsifying returns have been 
rewarded by the administration, and 
that the Democrats have been defrauded 
from start to finish. And having laid these 
facts before the public, fortified by incon-
testible proofs, the mission of the committee 
will cease. 

At this stage it will become the people's 
time to act. If they, through their repre­
sentatives, choose to insist that justice be 
done, it will be done legally, peacefully, and 
in order. If, on the contrary, they choose 
to submit two years longer to the rule of 
political pirates, scallawagg and felons, then 
the Democratic party will submit, entering 
their solemn protest against the fraud. If 
revolution comes, it will not come from the 
Democracy, but from the ring of corrupt 
officeholders who are now fattening at the 
cost of the country upon offices to which 
they have no right, either in law or equity. 
In this emergency the Democratic party is 
the party of peace, but know their rights, 
and knowing, dare maintain them. The 
Republican party is the party of revolution 
—the Mexican party, determined to retain 
their fraudulent claims at any hazard to the 
peace and material prosperity of the nation.

DEADWOOD, D. T., May 19th.—Damage to 
the amount of at least $100,000 has been in­
flicted upon the mines and other property in" 
the Hills by the terrible storm that has raged 
for the past four days, and continues with 
unabated fury at this writing. No one can 
conceive the severity of a mountain storm, 
or "blizzard," as we have them, except by 
actual experience. They suddenly appear, 
and as suddenly deluge the land. Streams 
rise ten, and twenty feet in half as many 
hours. Roads, crossing alkali spots, and 
bad lands, are instantly transferred from a 
good into an execrable condition, freighting, 
travel, and the transportation of the mails is 
stopped, lightly constructed buildings 
crumble beneath the bulk of~ snow upon 
them. Shafts, drifts and tunnels are flooded, 
and filled with dirt and debris; ore roads, are 
impassable, and mills rendered inactive. 
Hacks plying between camps cease running, 
and commercial business becomes stagnant. 
In brief, a storm like the one now upon us 
inflicts a blow to every industry, and oripples 
business to an extent that can be overcome 
only by months of hard labor and the ex­
penditure of much money. This is the 
second "blizzard" of the year. The first 
lasted a week, and when it ceased five feet of 
of snow upon the land indicated its 
severity. Scarcely had communication 
with the outside world been estab­
lished, when this later cyclone burst, 
dashing to the ground all hopes for an early, 
long and unparalleled season of prosperity. 
A more gloomy place than Deadwood, during 
unfavorable weather, cannot be found. 
Streets and stores are deserted, and hotels, 
wretchedly forlorn. At the several gambling 
saloons, concert halls, dance houses and 
theatres, we find small gatherings, but the 
faces and actions of the people indicate more 
a desire to "kill time" than a fancy for the 
place and surroundings. Times are very 
dull at piesent, in fact, they are of a charac­
ter suggestive of an oft heard remark that 
"the bottom has fallen out of the Hills." De­
spondency and not a correct appreciation 
of circumstances incite the expression. 
There are more people in this gulch, to-day, 
than there were a year ago, and more money 
than at any time last season. But the 
personnel is of an entirely different charac­
ter, and the population is scattered over ter­
ritory thrice the size of that inhabited dur­
ing the great rush of '77. 

A CONTRAST. 

A year ago and the proportion of stage ar­
rivals, with those coming in on foot and 
with freight trains, was about one in seven. 
Now, the reverse is the case. Every coach 
is crowded. A year ago Deadwood con­
tained a full complement of business houses 
of all kinds, and dealers realized 
handsome profits. Competition in­
creased, however, until now we have a 
surplus of at least eight establishments of 
svery legitimate pursuit. Each catches a 
little trade, but it is so badly cut up that 
large sales and profits are no longer realized. 
The season is very backward. Miners have 
done little more than prepare for work, No 
gold, scarcely, has been taken from the 
ground; everybody feels poor, and loudly 
complain of hard times. Thus, I say, that 
the promiscuous damning of the country as 
a fraud is unjust, and unwarrantable by any 
fact. 

THE LEE MURDER. 

The examination of Geo. W. Bell 
for the murder of C. E. Lee, relieved 
the past week of much of its 
monotony, and revealed a character in the 
person of the murderer, about as thoroughly 
depiaved as 'tis possible for man to become. 
Bell is not over 23 /ears of age, yet, if a few 
of the many reports be true, he has fully 
earned the privilege ot being hung. He is 
accused of the murder of Maishal O'Connor, 
of Leadville, Col., April 25th last; of the 
abandonment of a young and estimable wife. 
He was committed to await the action of the 
grand jury at the June term of court. In 
appearance he is five feet eleven inches tall; 
heavy fiame; light complexion, sandy 
hair, smooth face, large mouth 
and brown eyes. As he is 
said to be an escaped convict from the 
Minnesota penitentiary, I give the descrip­
tion for the benefit of your authorities. He 
has several aliases, including Merrill, Brown 
and Lee. 

OTHER CRIMINALS. 

Yesterday was also a field day in the jus­
tice's court, and terminated by the holding 
to baiL of four notorious bunko men npon 
the charge of robbery. One of their vic­
tims, a Mr. E. C. Dwinnell. of Minnesota, 
departed for the East on Wednesday, first 
converting his cash, $215, intoli check upon 
the N. W. Stage company at St. Paul. At 
Crook city he was capped into throw­
ing dice—"top and bottom" game— 
and of course lost his money. He therefore 
returned to this city, entered complaint and 
caused the arrest of three 6f the most no­
torious operators in the country—"Doc." 
Baggs, "Denver," and Dan Rice. On the 
following day, the gang successfully 
"marked" another Bismarck passenger, and 
he in turn had others of the blackleg fra­
ternity arrested. Baggs and Bice were dis­
charged for lack of evidence. Baggs is the 
head and front of the "suie thing men" of 
the bills, and in a cosily fitted up office 
next to my hotel concocts schemes to be 
executed by his associates in crime.

than the sight of the de jure President,
