More Unpleasantness in Ht.Marh's Parish 
--The Vestry Agree to Discontinue the 
Parish School—The Trustees Mad. 

More unhappiness, the GLOBE is grieved 

to chronicle, in St. Mark's parish. When 

the parish was first organized, the vestry 

concluded that no well regulated parish 

could get along without a parish school, and 

so a parish school was organized 

and faithfully patronized by 
the faithful flock of brother Thomas, who 
preceded the present incumbent Time 
waned and the school grew in grace and 
profit until brother Corbet entered upon his 
duties, when he, from some reason, objected 
to the school and has tried in various ways 
to strangle it . 

Meantime the unpleasantness broke out in 
the parish, and those who "arose, took up 
their bed and walked" out of the church at 
brother Corbet's invitation, happened to be 
the trustees of the school. The trustees of 
the school consisted of H. T. Welles, C. M. 
Hardenbergh, R. B. Langdon, T. S. King 
and E. M. Wilson (the last named a patron 
of the school, but not a member of the 
parish.) 

Matters have rested in statu quo 
since the row commenced until 
last week, when the revolutionary vestry 
notified the board of trustees that they need­
ed the school room for a guild room of "the 
brotherhood of St. Marks," and they must 
remove their school off from the premises. 

The trustees yesterday afternoon were in 
secret session at the office of H. T. Welles, 
and probably we shall have some further 
developments to-day.

Four 
years ago he opened a small blacksmith shop 
in the mill district, and soon was compelled 
to give up all other branches except the 
manufacture and repair of mill picks. His 
fame has spread as the years rolled by until 
now he is receiving orders from nearly every 
btate in the union. H e has a complete 
monopoly of that industry in this city, and 
mill owners say he deserves the trade he has 
built up.
