connteract this, and as a result have registered
thirtv colored men in two days. This together
with the fact that I am getting the party to-
pether in the parish and will soon have the par-
1sh ticket in the field, bus conviuced the Demo-
vrats that I am an obstacle in the way of secur-
ing ‘good government,'” and how to get
rid of mo 1s tho question being agitated.
It conld be easily done with the wid-of a few
bulldozers, bul they are under tho impression,
conveyed by your humble gervant, that 1 was
sgnt here for the express purpose of being
Lilled in order to make political capital.

By Blackburn—Do yon wish to offer any ex-
planation of thut letter?

A. 1 would like simply to say that at that
time my impression in regard to the parish was
derived entirely from Republicans.

DOULDS BAEER'S APPOINTMENT.

James A. Boulds, appointment clerk of the
postoffice department, was sworn, and produced
a letter from the postmaster general, stating
thut he had the books and papers inquired for
by the committee in reference to the appoint-

ment of Joseph A, Howard and DBonlds Baker.
Boulds was examined at length by Gen. Butler,
und stated that Boulds Baker entered the post-
office department Oct. 16th, 1876, as a twelve
hundred dollar clerk noder the administration
of Postmaster General Tyner. The names of
the parties recommendirg the appointment
were O. P. Morton, John Hancock and
Itepresentatives Throckmorton and Cul-
berson. Baker continued in that po-
sition until April 1, 1877, when
he was dismissed, and on April 17th, 1877, at
the instance of partics recommending his ap-
pointment and others, he was appointed
special agent at 31,200 per annum and five dol-
lars per diem.

Lilley, deputy sixth anditor of the treasury,
just recalled, said in reply to a question by
Cox, that the salary of Boulde Baker was paid
strictly in accordance with the authority given
in the revised stututes, Baker was one of the
sixty special agents. The recommendations
for appvintment of Geo. Howard, assistant
olerk to tho electoral eommiscion were signed
by Benators McCreery, Hoar and others. The
recommendations were hased upon Howard's
efficient service ir. compiling the volum:s
known as the count of the electoral vote.

Afternoon Session.

Wasumxa1os, June 11.,—At the opening of
the afternvon session, cx-Congressman Darrell
was sworn and examined by Mr. McMahon.
Darrell, in response to a few preliminary
questions, gave lhe names of the principal ap-
plicanta for the position of collector of the
port of New Orleans, and the examination pro-
ceeded as follows:

Q. Who was pushing Geo. 8., Bmith; who
finally recured tho office—v hut association of
parties?

A. 1 don't know that anybody was, except
that he was appointed. This is entirely my
opinion, on the recommendation of the return-
ing board, althongh Smith is a man, I believe,
olf a pretty good record, and generally sccept-
able.

At what time did you becomne acquainted
with Matthews first?

I was introduced to him, I think, when
he was down there as a visiting stateaman as it
was called. I met himin New Orleans more
than a year ago. I have been acquainted with
him since the beginning of the session in Oc-
tober, and have met him frequently.

Q. Did he take any part in the contest for
the enllectorship of New Urleans?

A. Yes, siv. 1 think s, at least. It was snp-
posed among all of us that he bad influence
with the President, and called on bim in regard
to that matter several times. Other of our
friends from the State did.

Q. Have you now a recollection of when
Anderson came over here in connection with
either Mr. Packard's claims or your's to the
colleciorship?

A. Anderson had an interview about the
middle of January in regard to that matter,
Andersun represonted to me and Packard that
he had sume influence with Matthews and he
volunteered to go and see BMatthews and did
so, and I think Benator Matthews told me, in
fact, he authorized me 1o say to Packard that
he bad withdrawn all his opposition, and tosay
to him that Packard would be accepted by him,
and he informed me that the trouble was that
the President didn't want Packard. Before
that Matthews had been bitterly opposed to
Packard. I had been toosee him some time
before Anderson saw him.

). What was the inflnence, if you know
from this conversation, that Anderson exercises
over Benator Matthews which broughtabout the
change of front?

A. I do not think Anderson’s influence
brought about the change, It helped I think,
but I do uot think it brought about the
chunge.

Q. What did?
A. T talked with Benator Matthews a num-
ber of times, and other gentlemen from our
Btate did, and about that time you know there
was o change of front down there. Senator
Matthews had stood very well down in our
State, and had been commended for his part in
what was called the
WORMLEY CONFERENCE.
and one thing and another, and in retting up
the Nicholls government, and newspaper, got

own. Matthews informed me up to withinabout
two weeks of the appointment that he thought
Packard would get it.
Q. Was it at that time it looked very well
for you to get 1t?
A. Yes, sir. I think probably that it did.
Was that through the influcnce of Scna-
tor Matthews for you?
A. Ionly know this. Mr. Matthews told me
be had one or two interviews with the Presi-
dent in my behalf, and that ha secemed very
favorable to me, and that I would be appoint-
ed,

Q. Waa not Benator Matthews, at a certain
period of time after he withdrew his oppo-
gition to Packard, active in your behalf, and
did he not urge upon the President your ap-
pointment?

A. 1 can say nothing further than what Sen-
ator Matthews told me. He told me he would
endeavor to influence the President in my
favor.

Q. In what way did Anderson figure in that
connection, as a friend of yours? Give us the
whole story in that connection.

A, Anderson saw Matthews first in Pack-
ard’'s behalf. At that time Matthews said he
did not think the President wonld aﬁpoi.nt
Packard at all. Within perbaps a week or so
my name was mentioned to Matthews. I had
an interview with Matthews and some of my
friends had, who were here in the city, and he
suggested that possibly an appointment could

(). When was the first time you knew that
Matthews was aware that certain papers were
not in Anderson’s bands which it was any way
important to take np?

A. Icannot answer tho queation just in
that shape. Matthews never said to me that
Anderson had any paper that he desired to
take up. On  the contrary he said
to me in one of our interviews. probably in
March, that the papera in Anderson's hands
were of no account and he did not care whether
they were taken up or not. I mean his letters
thut he might have written. I remember we
bad a conversation at that time in regard to
Sherman and Matthews, My opinion was there
was not any such letter evor given and that it
was not worth bothering about.

By Mr. Cox—What waa the date of that con-
versation?

A. It wonld be some time during March.
That is my recollection in regard to our con-
versation.
