THE OHIO PZATFOMM. 

T h e Republ icans of Mr . H a y e s ' own Sta te 
have met , adopted a platform, a n d ad­
journed . P la t forms, as a rule , a re indefinite 
articles, ind ica t ing more t h e craft of pol i t i ­
cal t r i m m e r s t han the hones t op in ions of 
t h e people the convent ions a re supposed t o 
represent . T h e pla t form of t h e Ohio Re ­
publ icans , so far as i t re la tes to nat ional 
topics, is no exception to th i s rule , and will 
no t prove exhi lerat ing to t h e occupant of 
the Whi te House . 

T h e commit tee on resolu t ions has ap ­
proached the subject of t h e President ia l 
t i t le wi th evident t imid i ty . After throwing 
a sop to t h e Sou the rn Democra ts suspected 
of sympathy wi th Hayes , they ramble off to 
other subjects t h a t they may screw thei r 
courage to the s t icking poin t . When avoid­
ance is no longer possible, they p lunge head­
long in , regardless alike of t ru th and reason. 
Hav ing pictuied the h o r r o i s t ha t will follow 

investigation into the title of the President, 
they declare tha t— 

Piesident Hayes having been duly elected 
and his tit le subsequent!} settled under the 
constitution by the highett tr ibunal, and by 
the act of both political paitief, it cannot be 
questioned, and we recognise in his ailmims-
tiatiun the highest integrity and patriotism, 
the mobt bincere eifort to promote political 
paritv and harmony, and secure general busi-
npf-8 prosperity throughout the whole coun t r j . 

Now, the t r u t h of the ma t t e r is tha t 
Hayes was no t duly elected, no r was 
'•his title subsequent ly sett led under 
tho const i tu t ion by t h e highest 
tribunal.*' T h e electoial commiss ion was 
not a t r ibunal recognized or even c o n t e m ­
plated by the const i tu t ion. I t had i ts exist­
ence entirely outside of the const i tut ion, and 
its se t t lement of the Pres ident ia l t i t le is no 
more b ind ing in law t h a n any o ther extra-
const i tut ional act. I t is b ind ing s imply so 
long as both par t ies acquiesce in it, and 
these pla t form-creators m u s t be very poor 
lawyers indeed to be guilty of such a sense­
less proposi t ion. 

T h e absence of all reference to the politi­
cal cor rupt ion of t h e day and the necessity of 
investigation in the platform is t h e more 
noticeable from the fact tha t resolutions pre­
viously lead in the convention amid great 
exci tement and referred to the commit tee , 
declared tha t " O h i o Republ icans are no t op­
posed to the investigation of f iauds in the 
President ial contest of 1876, b u t demand 
tha t all invest igat ion be impar t ia l , and in­
clude all Sta les wheie f i aud is alleged to 
have been commi t t ed . " Th i s was dangerous 
ground to t iead upon , considering the fact 
t ha t four or more of Ohio 's mos t noted 
' • s ta tesmen" are eeriously compromised by 
the t es t imony adduced befoie the P o t t e r 
commit tee , and sooner t han touch upon i t 
the p la t form-makeis have allowed the infer­
ence to go abroad—and i t is a fair inference 
in view of the facts—that Ohio Republ icans 
are opposed to t h e invest igat ion of frauds in 
the Pres ident ia l contest . As they have made 
their own bed let t h e m lie in i t . 

The p la t fo im on the whole is a cowardly 
evasion of the real issues of the t ime. T rue , 
i t sets u p a m a n of s traw—revolut ion and 
Mexicanizat ion—and then proceeds to em­
phatically denounce and valiantly knock 
h i m down. Take away th i s m a n of straw 
a n d divest t he pla t form of i ts generali t ies, 
a n d absolutely no th ing remains . If t h e 
Republ icans of Ohio expect to win on such 
a platform they will be grievously mis taken, 
or we great ly under ra t e the intell igence of 
t h e mass ot the people. 

the G L O B E , a n d t h e revelat ions display such 
a shameful degree of iniqui ty t h a t t h e r epor t 
of Mr. W h i t t h o r n e will probably be referred 
to the a t torney genera l for t h e purpose of a 
cr iminal prosecution of the ex-secretary. T h e 
evidenoe agains t h i m was most ly furnished 
by his successor in office, M r . Thompson , 
b u t no twi ths tanding th i s faot t h e Republ i ­
cans propose to m a k e a pa r t y quest ion of it , 
a n d to prevent , If possible, t h e submiss ion of 
the repor t a t the present session of Congress 
t h rough fear of i ts effect u p o n t h e coming 
elections. Suppression, however, will only 
add to t h e ugly look h i s admin is t ra t ion of 
the affairs of h is d e p a r t m e n t has all a long 
had. 

SOILED ERMINE. 

One or two poin ts developed in t h e cross-
examinat ion of Ex-Congressman Darra l l 
should not be overlooked. He testified that 
Anderson h a d had several confeiences wi th 

Harlan in New Orleans at which the Weber 
agreement and the S h e r m a n let ter formed 
the topic of conversat ion. I n these in ter­
view;* Har lan exhibi ted grea t solicitude for 
t h s safety of these documents , and entered 
into negot ia t ions for thei r su r render . 
Harlan was also cognizant of the existence 
of the cor rupt Nash agreement , and of the 
fact that Anderson had made a false protest 
against counting the returns from Feliciana. 
Knowing these facts and that upon their 
suppression hung the title of Hayes to the 
Presidency, John M. Harlan, even then an 
aspirant for a seat on the supreme bench, 
associated with Anderson and entered into 
negotiations with him to defraud the Demo­
cratic party of the fruits of the victory it had 
fairly won. As a reward for the surrender of 
the tell-tale documents he promised that 
Anderson should have such a n office as 
would pay h i m for his t rouble . I n th i s way 
he no t only connived a t b u t became a n 
active par t ic ipant in a conspiracy by which a 
fraudulent P re s iden t was install­
ed in the Whi t e House , a n d 
laid himself open to prosecut ion as a sub­
orner of perjury. And th is is t h e m a n whom 
Hayes has honored wi th a seat u p o n the 
supreme bench, a n d these are t h e services he 
rendered as an equivalent for t h e p re fe rmen t . 
As long as s u o h j n e n a re placed u p o n t h e 
bench as a reward for such services, can we 
expect t h e judiciary of t h e Uni ted Sta tes to 
command therespaot of the people either at 
home or abroad? The prostitution of the 
judicial office to such base uses is sure to 
culminate in an utter disregard and con­
tempt for the law and for its interpreters.

Howeve i the pend ing inquiry in to the 
electoral f rauds in Lou is iana a n d Flor ida 
may result , i t cannot fail i n the accomplish­
m e n t of some good in exposing and dr iv ing 
from publio li te t h e rascally crowd of dis­
honest pol i t icians who have for so long a 
t ime c m s e d t h e Sta te of Louis iana. T h a t 
the affairs of tha t unhappy Sta te have been 
in the h a n d s of disreputable t r icksters for 
yeais has been ma t t e r of public notoriety, 
bu t t h e dep th of thei r depravi ty has never 
been fa thomed heretofore. 

Anderdon, who figures in a very unenvi ­
able role, is s imply an outgrowth of t h e 
necessities of the t imes , j u s t as a fungus is 
the legit imate outgrowth of disease in the 
body ot a p lan t . Such a character could no t 
be developed, nor could i t exist, in a heal thy 
political a tmosphere . A cor rup t t ree canno t 
br ing forth good fruit . T h e r e was a de­
m a n d for h is rascality, otherwise he would 
have commit ted none . H i s wares were 
offered in t h e open m a r k e t , a n d he ha s 
numbered a m o n g his pa t rons some dis­
t inguished names . S h e r m a n , Mat thews and 
Har ian , pu rchased of h i m and became 
partieeps criminis in his evil doings. Paok-
ard and Nash entered in to a c o r r u p t barga in 
with h i m by which they gave to 
the world posit ive proof of their 
own rascality. Darra l l wanted his influence, 
and knowing t h e na tu re of h is capi ta l—the 
leverage he was prepared t o ""bring to bear 
upon the adminis t ra t ion —he, too , exposed 
his i n h e r e n t mendaci ty . Kellogg, P i tk in , 
Smi th , and t h e ent i re crew of radical office-
seekers and bal lot-box manipula tors were 
caught in h i s ne t a n d landed h igh a n d dry , 
convicted scoundrels , r eek ing wi th all m a n ­
ner of corrupt ion and dishonesty. T h e u n ­
blush ing effrontery wi th which these fellows 
tell of thei r dishonest bargains is one of the 
marvels of m o d e r n poli t ics. T h e r e was a 
t ime when dishonesty in politics w a s scorned 
and the pe ipe t ra to r s contemned, b u t tha t 
t ime seems to have passed away forever, a t 
least du r ing the supremacy of the par ty of 
fraud and force t h a t now holds t h e reins of 
power. 

While the proved existence of such a n 
infamous e lement in Amer ican poli t ics mus t 
ue humil ia t ing to every hones t m a n , great 
benefit m u s t ensue from • the exposure ot 
their s inuous ways. No t one of t h e crew 
can ever again appear before t h e people and 
claim their suffrages. Self-convicted, for the 
o o ^ t pa r t , of shameless disregard of the 
Vvill of the people, adop t ing the mos t ques­
t ionable means of a t t a in ing thei r ends , they 
will be consigned forever to obloquy and 
aifcgrace. S h e r m a n canno t again hold u p 
hib head in consciousness of rect i tude; Mat­
thews m u s t go to his grave with the burden 
of guil t u p o n his conscience, a n d the rest of 
i he gang, too depraved a n d hardened in in­
iquity to feel remorse , may ye t be made to 
feel t he weight of publ ic indignat ion . T o 
drive these m e n from polit ical life is to con­
fer a benefit upon society a t large. They de­
serve no th ing bu t execration and contumely, 
for they are b u t h u m a n vipers , warmed in 
t h e p n b h c bosom only to s t ing thei r too in­
dulgent benefactors. 

T H E more the Milwaukee Wisconsin con­
s i d e r the clause of t h e a rmy bill forbidding 
the use of the a rmy as a posse comitatus, 
" t h e more revolut ionary does i t seem—the 
more plainly does i t indicate t h e fact t h a t 
the old Southern doct r ine of nullification is 
still cherished by the" Democrat ic par ty . L e t 
it be law tha t t he a rmy shall no t , unde r se­
vere penalt ies, be used as a posse eomitntuH 
to enforce obedience to law, a n d t h e S o u t h 
has practically gained m u c h of t h a t for 
which i t vainly fought for four y e a r s . " T h e 
Wisconsin is needlessly distressed. T h e 
prohibi t ion referred to has no m o i e l elation 
to the doctr ine of nullification than the moon 
has t o green cheese. Nor is i t ievolutionary, 
b u t precisely the leverse. I t is revolut ion-
a iy and direct ly in violat ion of the cons t i tu­
t ion to employ t roops for any purpose ex­
cept when called upon by the regular ly con­
s t i tu ted authori t ies of the Seveial Sta tes . 
T h e South can g a m n o t h i n g by the enforce­
men t of the cons t i tu t ion in th i s respect ex­
cept the r igh t to govern her local affaire 
wi thout the interference of the bayonet . 
Only th i s a n d no th ing more . 

THE EPISCOPALIANS. 

T H E Wash ing ton correspondent of the 
Chicago Times is au thor i ty for t h e s ta te­
m e n t tha t Hayes has been t a m p e r i n g wi th 
t h e witness Darral l . H e states t h a t Hayes 
called Darral l to a conference ju s t before he 
went upon the s t and before t h e Po t t e r com­
mit tee , a n d was again summoned to the 
Pres ident ia l presence as soon as the direct 
examinat ion had concluded, a n d tha t a t the 
last conference he had received t h e promise 
of a lucrative office. Th i s m a y account in 
some degree for the ext reme reluotance of 
Darral l t o answer cer ta in quest ions of an 
impor t an t na ture , a n d for his s ingular lapses 
of memory . Th i s s tyle of sp ik ing the 
e n e m y ' s g u n s may be legi t imate , b u t i t will 
n o t improve t h e P res iden t ' s case one whit . 
H i s appo in tmen t of Marks , whose tes t imony 
was regarded as impor tan t , j u s t on t h e eve 
of h is being called before t h e commit tee , h a s 
already given rise to severe crit icism, and if 
he is to cont inue the policy he need n o t 
claim the leniency tha t has heretofore been 
conspicuous in the commit tee ' s t r ea tmen t of 
h im. 

W H I L E we have not the remotest thought 
that President Hayes has been involved m such 
matteis , he ought to know that the persistent 
and abundant tavor he has shown to men who 
weie conspicuous in the doubtful political 
transactions of 1876 has lowered him in the 
genei-al esteem, and robbed him of the respect 
and confidence of the best men m the country.— 
ATew York Herald. 

Hayes is n o t involved in these 
t ransact ions , why does he descend to t h e 
dir ty job of shu t t ing t h e m o u t h s of im­
por tan t witnesses agains t t h e conspi ra tors , 
bv appo in tmen t s t o federal office, 
a s i n the cases of Marks and .Dar ra l l ?

Th+Proceedings of the Diocesan Council at 
Faribault. 

[Specially Reported for the Daily Globe.] 
WEDNESDAY AFTERNOON CONCLUDED. 

The revised canons on the "organization of 
parishes," which wan before the council when 
oar report closed Wednesday, enlisted a very 
spirited debate which was participated in by 
both clergy and laity. 

The committee's report which had been pre­
viously read was called for and read, and a mo­
tion was made t o adopt section 1, of canon 1. 
Rev. Mr. Livermore moved to subst i tute his 
canon introduced a t the last council; lost. The 
canons as proposed were then adopted by the 
section being slightly revised from the report 
of the committee. 

The committee on canons jus t adopted were 
appointed a committee on parishes organized 
under these canons. 

The report of the standing committee was 
read by Rev. Dr. Knickerbacker, secretary, and 
the report of the missionary committee by 
Rev. Mr. Thomas: The latter report showed 
sad deficiencies in payment of assessments, and 
a committee of five laymen were appointed to 
consider the report and report to council a t 
morning session to-morrow. 

The council then adjourned unt i l 8 p. M., 
when they reassembled and heard the bishop's 
annual address, after which they adjourned 
unt i l 9 o'clock A. M. Thursday. 

The bishop's address was short and touched 
upon the mat ter of church government and 
vital interests of the diocese. The following is 
a sketch of his work during the year: 

Confirmed 364 persons—six more confirmed 
by Bishop Clarkson, of Nebrahka, a t his re­
quest. Baptized eleven children and two 
adults . Ordained eight deaconB and five 
priests. Celebrated holy communion 25 times, 
delivered 160 addresses and sermons, buried two 
persons, catechised the children five times, 
celebrated five marriages and consecrated two 
churches. 

Owing to his illness dur ing the year he had 
been absent from the diocese a large portion of 
the t ime. 

THUB8DAT HOBNIN6. 

Morning prayer was said in the Cathedral by 
Revs. Pope, Hunter and Cole, the bishop pro­
nouncing the benediction. 

The council was called to order by the bishop 
of the diocese at 9:30 A. M., and at roll call 
three clerical and six lay delegates, absent yes­
terday, answered to their names. 

The following clergy on special invitation 
occupied seats in the council. Revs. J . Anke-
tell of New York, £ . S. Peake of California and 
T. W. Boyd, D. D., of Wisconsin. 

The Rev. Dr. Enickerbacker, reported the 
list of assessments on the parishes for the com­
ing year. The amount needed is as follows: 
Missions, $3,700. Bishop's salary, $1,700. Con­
vention, $250. 

A lengthy discussion followed the report. 
Several missionaries related their experience. 
Rev. Chas. Rollett, of Minneapolis, got $300 
from the committee a t first. He had been cut 
down to $185, which was not sufficient to keep 
a missionary above shame and degradation. 

The Rev. Mr. Ten B r a c k moved tha t so much 
of the Bishop's address as related to organizing 
deaconesses and sisterhood?, in the diocese, be 
referred, to a committee of three, who shall re­
port a t their afternoon session. Carried. The 
chair appointed as such committee, Revs. Ten 
Broeck, Kiley, and Wilson. 

The discussion on missionary work occupied 
the greater part of the evening session—$4,236 
were assessed last year, and $1,000 is unpaid 
and probably never will be. The Bishop thought 
tha t the missionaries should all be retained. 
He had provided for the support of three sta­
tions which m u t t not be given u r . 

Rev. Dr. Knickerbacker thought that there 
was no cause for discouragement. The com­
mittee had not used sufficient means to make 
prompt collections. The population of Minne­
sota has been largely increased during the 
pabt year, and we shall have large crops 
and can better get money this year. The work 
mubt not cease. We can secure the money, and 
the work must go on. The debate was spirited, 
and consumed the gieater part of the morning 
session, and was participated in by a great 
number of both clergy and laity. 

The bishop said tha t he would rather the 
Lord would let him depait , than see the mis­
sionary work go backward. I t is the da ty of 
Christians to go forward in this work. No one, 
perhaps, has been permitted by God, since the 
creation, to cnioj such a home as we have in 
Minnesota. We were cuised with the grass­
hoppers, and when the great day of supplica­
tion came, there were earnest laymen who 
knew that if God would not remove 
the plague our State was ruined. 
Many of us prayed as never before. 
God answered our prayer, sending us his 
bounty as never before. Can we. calling our­
selves Christians, relax our eftorte? Seven 
hundred dollars more were contributed dur ing 
oar past year of want, than we propose to con­
t r ibute now, under the blessing of God. Six 
years ago I could raise ©100 with thiee times 
as l i t t le trouble as I can raise ®10 now. This 
is simply a question of existence. Your State 
is the only State in the Union which can boast 
of the prosperity tha t you have to-day. The 
committee should have paid all the money re­
ceived to the missionaries, and not appropriated 
i t to a debt which sheuld have been paid by the 
laymen. The bishop was greatly moved by 
this speech, and spoke very effectingly. 

The bishop then asked the members present 
of Chuich Foundation Society to meet him in 
the vestry room, and he called Rev. Dr. Knick­
erbacker to the chair. 

A resolution was then introuoed by Gener al 
Sibley, directing the missionary committee not 
to employ extra missionaries, and to pay 
80 per cent, to the present missionaries, and 
reserve 20 per cent, for past and future indebt­
edness. 

Rev. Mr. Root offered an amendment tha t the 
first clause of the resolution l imiting the num­
ber of missionaries be struck out. Carried. 

The resolution of Gen. Sibley as amended 
was then carried. 

Mr. Frank N. Thornton here offered a resolu­
tion that 50 per cent, additional be added to 
the amount reported by committee and pro 
rata amongst the different parishes. Lost. 

Several resolutions on the subject followed, 
and Judge Wilder offered as a subst i tute for 
the whole, that the report _be referred back to 
the committee to review thsir work. Carried. 

The council then took a recess to unt i l 2:30 
P. M. 

AFTERNOON SESSION—THURSDAY. 

The council leassembled at 2:30 r . M., Bishop 
Whipple in the chair. 

Mr. George A. Hamilton, of St . Paul, was 
unanimously elected treasurer of the diocese 
for the ensuing year. 

The committee on assessments reported 
through Rev. Dr. Knickerbacker tha t they did 
not feel able to make the additional 
25 per cent., bu t called for voluntary subscrip­
tions, whereupon about $500 was subscribed by 
various parishes. 

The election of a standing committee for the 
ensuing year resulted as follows: 

Dr. Knickerbacker, Thomas 
and Wilcoxson.

"Auld Lang Syne;" we were all in sympathy 
with you. I merely add, tha t as you leave hero 
wc, your countrymen, feel confident that in 
any emergency yon are ready with alacrity to 
do well yonr pa r t . " 

When the President concluded he was largely 
applauded. The secretary ot war, Attorney 
General Devens and General Sheridan each 
made brief and happy addresses. The diplo­
mas were then presented, and as each cadet 
came forward he was greeted with loud ap­
plause.

D E E B CHEEK, Otter Tail County, J u n e 3.— 

Will you do us the favor to publish in your 
columns the following statement in regard to 
the "fence difficulty" between Mr. W. T. 
Barnes and W. 8. H e a t h c a t e . We understand 
tha t Mr. B. is very much mispresented in the 
matter, H. and his friends alleging that the 
fence that Mr. B. pulled down belonged to H., 
and was joined to a fence belonging to the 
school district . Such assertions are utterly 
false as this school district owns no fence what­
ever. Neither is there any fence, whatever, 
on any land owned by the school dis­
trict. The following are the facts in the case, 
as well known to the majority of our citizens. 
Adjoining the farm of Mr. Barnes on the east, 
lies a piece or State land upon which Her th-
coate has some improvements. This land is 
only partially fenced on the north side, bu t is 
fenced on the south and east. Some two years 
ago, being much troubled by cattle coming 
through Heathcoate's held into his, Mr. Barnes 
asked Heathcote to join him in building a line 
fence between the two farms. This Heathcoate 
would not do. About a year ago, having made 
up his mind tha t he wanted no fur­
ther dealings with Heathcoate, Mr 
Barnes buil t the proposed fence himself, plac­
ing it inside the dividing line far enough to 
leave a roadway between the two farms, said 
road being altogether on land owned by Mr. B. 
Last season, out of pity for an old man who 
had a patch of corn in Heathcoate's field, Mr. 
Barnes allowed him to join the fences, thus 
giving Mr. H. the use of the fence for that sea­
son. On hearing this spring tha t some people 
had rented the field from Heathcoate (or rather 
taken the land to put in on shaies) Mr. B. wen 
to them immediately, and telling them 
the facts in regaid to the fence, informed 
them that they could not have the use of his 
fence unless they paid him for i t . They paid 
no attention to his warning but put m the 
crop on Heathcoates assurance tha t it was all 
right, and proceeded to fence up the cartway 
let t by Mr. B . and join said fence to his. This 
was the fence pulled down by Mr. Barnes, the 
taking down of which furnished the pretext 
for the late dastardly a t tempt a t murder. I t 
is but right to state tha t taking advantage of 
the almost dying condition in which Mr. B. is 
lying, H „ as soon as released on bail, proceeded 
to have the fence pu t up again, and it. at pres­
ent enjo} ing the use of i t J .

He has two desires—either to occupy the 
White House as the proper and rightful tenant 
during Hayes' administration, or to run for i t 
as the defrauded candidate on the issue of his 
legitimacy after Hayes shall have filled his 
term. Considering himself as the rightful 
President, he holds tha t i t is proper, and also 
good morals, both to presR the tenant in his 
evil occupancy, and, if unsuccessfnl, to make 
the usurpation the national issue for 1880. Mr. 
Tilden disclaims, as he did last year at the 
Manhattan club, the idea tha t ke is the sufferer 
by the subst i tut ion of Hayes.

QUEBEC, June 13.—The strike has the ap­
pearance to-day of terminating quietly, on ac­
count of so large a force of mih ta iy in 
town. The Montreal troops, consisting of the 
Prince of Wales Rifles, Victorias and Fifth 
Fusiliers, arrived by special train about 8 
o'clock, and immediately proceeded to the 
citadel. Different regiments have been re­
lieving each other ever since at the citadel and 
the Parliament house. The mob met at the 
Jacques Cartier hall about 8 A. M., and were 
addressed by one of their loaders, but refused 
to follow him in any numbers, and most of 
them dispersed quietly. A small assembly 
of rioters marched as far as the esplanade this 
morning, but then dispersed and hid their flag. 
A considerable mob has congiegated. however, 
all day near Louis Gale, principally, no doubt, 
to watch the movement of troops back and for­
ward from the citadel. Fusiliers were stationed 
for a t ime in the skat ing rink, b u t relieved 
other companies at intervals dur ing the day a t 
the Parliament house. Two or three ariests 
have been made by the authorities this morn­
ing of parties supposed to have been leading 
in nots , who were conveyed to jail by the mili­
tary.

R U B B I N G I T I N . 

The Way the Senators Showed Their Con­
tempt for Stanley Matthctcs—How He 
Finally Got His Comtntttet. 

[Washington Special (June 10) to Chicago Times] 
This was an embarrassing day for Stanley 

Matthews in the Senate. I t seems tha t the com­
mittee over which Mr. Matthews was BO heartily 
cangratulating himself only a day or two ago, 
is not a contented one. With an unpleasant 
job, hot weather, and a long si t t ing staring the 
committee in the face, i t is not surprising that 
its members, or at least some of them, should 
try to get out of i t . Thus it was to-day, that 
Mr. Edmunds announced to the Senate that , on 
account ot bad health, he was compelled to ask 
to be relieved fiom the chairmanship of thf> 
committee. Then Senator David Davis wanted 
to be excused. He pleaded poor health,pressing 
private business at home, and a body tha t 
could not stand the hot climate of Washington 
as reasons for begging to be excused. No ob­
jection was made to Mr. Davis' request. Up to 
this t ime Stanley Matthews sat perfectly mo­
tionless in his seat, without showing 
the least s jmptom of embarrass­
ment . When Mr. Davis sat down Whyte, of 
Maryland, one of th«j Democrats of the commit­
tee, got up, and in a very bland and persuasive 
manner requested also to be excused from act­
ing on the committee for the reason that he 
had sickness in his family and would be com­
pelled to leave Washington in" the summer. 
Everybody looked a t Matthews with a look of 
pity, while the great letter-writer tried to keep 
up his look of indifference. The question was 
pu t on excusing Whyte from the committee, 
and nobody objected. Suddenly Matthews, as 
if unable to stand i t any longer, left his seat 
and joined a party of gentlemen in conversa­
tion, but there was still another thorn to pnek 
the t ioubled Senator's pride. 

Jones, of Florida, the last Democrat on the 
committee, walked down to the front of the 
Senate with his red face beaming with good na­
ture, and asked likewise to be excused. By 
this t ime ut ter amazement sat upon nearly 
every face, and no one more than Senator Da­
vis seemed to regret the circumstances, which 
undoubtedly had a tc m b l e arid depressing ef­
fect upon Mr. Matthews. Still, Jones, like all the 
others,was excused without objection. Senator 
Davis afterward expressed great sympathy for 
Matthews, and said had he entertained the 
slightest idea tha t Whyte and Jones contem­
plated doing what they did he never would 
have asked to be excused. Senator Davis ex­
pected some days ago tha t he might be pelected 
as a member of the committee and he went to 
Ferry and expressed his decided objection to 
serving on the committee. He was therefore 
j astly surprised when he was appointed. The 
withdrawal of these gentlemen from the com­
mittee left Matthews and the acting vice presi­
dent in an embarrassing si tuation. Great care 
had been taken by Ferry to select men tha t 
would be satisfactory to all parties, and Mat­
thews unquestionably had a voice in naming 
the committee. The withdrawal of Davis, 
Whyte, and Jones from the committee present-
e i a dilemma certainly. No other Democratic 
Senator would, if he could help it. now con­
sent to act. A conference of Matthews' friends 
was hastily gotten up and Allison stated that 
there was serious apprehension le^t all tho 
rest of the committee pfaould decline if 
Davis, White, and Jones were to be allowed to 
thus embarrass the committee. Ferry consul­
ted with a number of Democratic Senators as to 
whether they would be pleased to act, but in 
every ease he was met with a prompt refusal. 
Nobody wanted to be mixed up in the affair, 
especially since Matthews had made his case 
doubly weak by refusing to appear before the 
Potter committee. Finally. Matthews' friends 
agreed tha t there was one thing to do and tha t 
was to reconsider the vote by which Davis. 
Whyte, and Jones were excused, and insist upon 
their acting as members of the committee, 
Whyte and Jones were seen and asked into i t . 
They were told it was more a matter of form 
than anything else, and tha t the committee 
would not do much work in Ju ly or August. 
Finally, on motion of Allison, the Senate re­
considered i ts action, and Messrs. Davis, Whyte, 
and Jones were placed back on the committee. 
Allison says the committee may meet for or­
ganization in a few days, bu t tha t no work will 
be done by the commiite* unt i l after adjourn­
ment. ^
