RUSS1A’'S EXTREMITY.

'The London Post declares that Russia has
been given to understand by the congress
that she is as far from Constantinople now,
if not farther, than she was at the outbreak
of the war, and that herein lies the bitterness
of the mortification to which she must sub-
mit. This somewhat boastful sentence has
apparently more basis of fact than at first
appears. The congress has determined that
Russia must retire north of the Balkans, and
has given Turkey the right to fortify these
mountains, a privilege she has already taken
advantageof. The experience of the war has
phown wherein these natural fortifications
against the spproach of an enemy can be
strengthened, and ere many months the
passes will no doubt be rendered absolutely
impregnable. Then, the establish-
ment of Roumelia with a guaran-
teed antonomy as a  barrier be-

tween Russia and Tarkey still forther
strengthens the position of the latter, and
renders European intérvelition in her be-
half absolutely certain, in case of invasion
from the horth. The determination, also,
to préserve the Austrian protectorate over
Albania, has wrecked Russia’s last hope of
obtaining a naval station on the Adriatie. It
is very evident that not ohly are England
and Austria jealous of Russian aggression,
but Germany is not enthusiastically in favor
of encouraging her, while Greece and Italy
are throwing what influence they possess
against the Muscovites. Russia thus finds
herself playing a lore hand against the whole
of Europe. She has no active ally. Her
purposes are looked upon with suspicion by
all, and openly epposed by a majority of the
nations. This being the case, she cannot be
expected to come off firat best in the diplo-
matie game.

A WILY WOMAN.

The testimony of Mrs. Jenks before the
Potter committea is suggestive of theories,
and theories only, as to the anthorship of the
Sherman letter. Those who have closely
analyzed her evidence must have been struck
with the fact that she is playing a part, and
that she has learned her role so perfectly
that there is little hope that the committee
ean socceed in eliciting from her any facts
other than those she has already given. She
is an adroit, shrewd woman, perfectly coached
by Sherman and his counsel, and succeeds
in parrying every thrust of her examiners
with a dexterity that marks her as one of
the shrewdest of her sex. The trivial man-
ner in which she treats the gravest subjects
stamps her also as a woman entirely destitute
of conscience, ready to prevaricate whenever
it will suit her purpose, but preferring to
evade, or absolutely refuse to answer ques-
tions that would serve to clear up the mys-
tery surrounding the Louisiana iniquity.

The theory that John Sherman was in re-
ality the author of the letter about which
there is so much controversy, is not dis-
proved by Mrs. Jenks' testimony, even ad-
mitting that she has sworn to the truth. She
may have dictated the language, as she
claims to have done, and Sherman may
have approved  the letter and
pigned it. Nothing has been stated
that disproves the supposition that in so
doing she acted ns the amanuensis of Bher-
man. It is, besides, a reasonable suppo-
sition. Being the ambassadress of Weber
and Anderson, it would have been quite nat-
ural that he should inquire of her what sort
of a guaranty they required, and to ask her
to dictate it. Her care to avoid calling it a
forged document during her whole testi-
mony algo lends an air of probability to the
supposition. Shemay speak the truth in
this respect, but she certainly does not speak
the whole truth, and on this account is as
palpably guilty of perjury as if she deliber-
ately falsified as to the whole matter.

Another point ag to her connection with
this business should not be overlooked: 7.e¢.,
her leiter in which she states that ‘“Ander-
son may be sure he will never get the Sher-
man letter or any other papers he deems of
value.” When sie penned this there is no
doubt she wrote by the card, herself having
obtained possession of the documents. She
saw their value, and knew that she could use
them as a lever upon Sherman and the ad-
ministration as well as Anderson, and vastly
more to her own profit. Bhe had had a pre-
vious experience in Washington politics,
knew their devions ways and fully under-
stood how to use the power the letters gave
her. She was cheek by jowl with Kellogg,
and entered into an arrangement with him
whereby he was given a seat in the Senate,
the evidence pointing very directly to the

letters in her p ion as the em-
ployed to attain that end, To use her own
expression, “If he  had been a
Feejee  islander he would have

been seated all the same.”” The powers
that be could not afford to defy this woman
for fear of provoking a full exposure of all
the transactions so seriously compromising
them.

There is little hope that the committee will
be able to get any more out of Mra. Jenks
than she has already told. She is fully com-
mitted to the cause of Sherman, and will di-
vulge nothing that will any further compro-
mise him. She will tell only what can be
proved by other witnesses, forbearing to in-
troduce any fresh facts. The committee
possesses no power to compel her to tell what
she knows, or to punish her contumacy. She
is entirely dead to every sense of moral re-
sponsibility, and tells a lie with as much
sang froid as if she was relating a little so-
cial gossip. From a woman afflicted with
such moral obliquity little of practical benefit
to theinvestigation in hand need be expected.

Tre evidence of Mr. Boynton before the
Potter committeee on Monday is important
only as showing that Hayes considered An-
derson’s services in Louisiana as worthy of
recognition, and also that he was aware of
the man’s doubtful character at the time of
his appointment or shortly thereafter. Aside
from establishing these facts it is of little
conSequence.

Tee New York Star denies the rumor
that Sunset Cox is to assume the editorship
of that paper, but asserts that he aspires to
a seat in the Senate. Just imagine the little
fellow seated next to David Davis! Lilliput
and Brobdignag would be nowhere beside
them, But, then, he would be as lively as a
flea, and perhaps counterbalance to some
extent the ponderosity of the august assem-
blage.

THERE are about half a dozen Democrais
in Oregon who did not vote at the last elec-
tion who arq no doubt roundly cursing
themselves for their indifference. The of-
fieial returns show that an addition of seven
Democratic votes would have elected Thayer
as Governor, the Republican candidate hav-
ing but six majority. The result might have
been changed in any one of the towns of the
State.

Tae Pittaburgh Dispatch, formerly an ar-
dent supporter of Grant’s administration
declares that neither Grant nor Tilden are
fit for the Presidency, and neither will be
nominated. It rejoices, therefore, that their
friends are pushing them forward, consider-
ing this the best way of killing them off.
If the killing off process could be extended
to a score of Presidential candidates, the
country would regard it as a blessing.

Tae Army and Navy Journal thinks the
posse comitatus clause in the army bill ‘‘has
taken away from the army one of its most
thankless and repulsive tasks, but the

troops, to do very disagreeable and danger-
ous work, will not be specially grateful for

militia, hereafter sent inpumolreguluj

the privilege.” The army, however, appears
to take rather unkindly to the abolition of
this “most thankless and repulsive task.”
It seems that the more repulsive the task the
better the army likes its

Ttz recent election in California developed
the strength of the anti-Chinese party to its
foll. The ticket that was distinctively op-
posed to the “ haythen” polled 10,000 votes
in San Francisco; the non-partisan ticket,
which was incidentally opposed to the Chi-
nese, polled 9,000 votes, while the Demo-
cratic and Republican tickets, which ignored
the sabject in their platforms, polled but
4,000 and 3,000 respectively.

WHAT IT AMOUNTED TO.

Col, Forsyth’s Offtcial Report of the Wiseon-
astn Indian Scare.

Following is Col. Forsyth's report of the

Bennett county Indian scare:
Rusa Crry, Minn., June 22.

Lieutenant General P. H. Bheridan:

I have just returned from  Bur-
nett county, Wisconsin, having visited

rantsburg and Wood Lake. the places where
the alleged uprising of the Chippewas occurred.
There is not even a foundation for the reports.
The Indians have not so much as spoken un-
kindly to any of the settlers, nor have they
taken anything from the farms abandoned by
the frightened Bwede rettlers, aud the chief of
the Chippewas whom 1 saw at the danve at
Wood Lake assured me that nobody was mad,
and seerned to regret the reports of their giv-
ing tronble. For some time past the Chippe-
was have been practicing a new dance, which
is very like one of the Cheyenne dances,
and which seems to take their fancy
to such an extent that  they
spend in dancing the time which they ought to
consume in hunting and fishing, and let their
children go hungry. The constant repetition
of this dance, which is semi-religious in char-
acter, has worried the timid Swedes, and some
malicious joker started a report of an Indian
nprising, and quite a number of outlying set-
tlers hastily abandoned their homes and rsuhed
to Grantsburg and Rush City for protection,
Not a single Bioux has been geen in this part of
the country, and the alleged affiliation of the
Bioux and Chippewas is a8 untrue as it is ab-
surl, as the two tribes are mortal enemies.

Nearly all of the settlers have returned to their
homes, and all will be back again by this even-

ing. 1 shall return to 8t. Paul to-morrow,

DECISIONS OF UAsE FILED YESTER-

C. R. Coon, appellant, vs. A. K. Pruden and
i Annette L. Haire, partners, as A. K. Druden
& Co., respondents.
UPINION.

Action upon a promissdry ndte inade by A.
¥. Fruden, payable td the ordér of Ai K. Pru-
den & Co.. a firm of which the maker was a
member,endorsed by the firm and conveyinginto
the hands of plaintiff. No demand for pay-
ment nor mnotice of non-payment to the en-
dorsers was proved. The plaintiff claimed to
prove by parol that at the making of the note it
was intended that the firm should be the mak-
era and that they endorsed it for that purpose
and not for the purpose of assuming merely
the liability of endorsers.

The action was dismissed. The case is not

The defendants must be held as endorsers or
not at all. Their liability as endorsers never
matured, for there was no demand of payment

from the maker. It mi be true, as indicated
in some decisions, that the maker being a mem-

ber of the firm which endorsed the note, his
knowledge that it was not paid served as notice
to the firm o it8 rion-payment. But his liabil-
ity and promise as maker being several and
distinct from the liability and promise of the
firm as endorsers, and the latter conditional
upon the non-performance of the former ac-
cording to its terms, there is no reason why,
and no case cited has held, that the relation ex-
isting between them shall vary the character of
the contracts or excuse the doing of what is
required to mature the liability of the endors-
er, a demand upon the endorser was necessary,
and there being none, the order appealed from
is affirmed.

make out and send on proofs of the loss, and
that it would have the matter inquired into
and ** honorably tst:uted, fairl justed,” or
something of that kind, and that the proofs
were forwarded by him, in pursuance of such
request. On the application for a new trial it
was shown to the satisfaction of the court, and,
in our opinion, upoh abuildant testimony; that
no letter of the purport as thus testified to
was ever written or sent to the said

witness, Allen, either from the
home office of the defendant company
or its general ney for the Northwestern

Btates, wherein :if: Btate of Minnesota was in-
cluded, that only one letter was ever addressed
to him from the Home office, a sworn copy of
which had been procured therefrom since the
trial and was produced at the hearing, That
this letter, bearing date December 30, 1875, in-
stead of containing any statement of expres-
sion that could be construed into eithet an ad-
mission that any of the conditions of the poli-
cy as to notice of loss and proofs had been
complied with, or any intimation or promise
that & compliance therewith then or there-
after would be regarded and treated as with-
in the required time, or that the company would
waive a strict performance in that regard,in ex-
press terms notified the said Allen, that the
company had never received any proofs of loss,
nor any information of a loss, within the time
rescribed by the conditions of the policy,
and that it did not intend to waive any of its
rights in the premises. It was also shown by
the affidavit of defendants’ attorneysand coun-
sel, who tried the case, that he hadat that time
no knowledge or information concerning this
letter or its contents, or the truth or falsity of
the said testimony of said Allen, nor any
means of ascertaining the facts in
res thereto except by communication
with the home office of his client, located in a
distant State, and that he was therefore taken
wholly by ;'surprise by the character of such
evidence without any ability or preparation to
disprove it by showing the truth of the
matter. Upon these facts taken in connection
with the trial as disclosed by the record before
us. the i is p d whether the de-
cision of the trial court setting aside the ver-
dict against the defendant and award-
ing & new trial was error. Without
this testimony of witness Allen, which is
the subject of complaint, the verdict nunques-

tionably would not have been rendered, or if
it had, it must have been set aside as unsup-

by evidence. Upon the record before
us, and for the purpose of determining the
question under consideration, the
untruthfulness of this testimony
must be assumed as well as the facts that de-
fendant was wholly unprepared at the trial

AN OPIUM-EATER:.

Misevable End of « Man Who Started With
Hright Prospects.

[Special Dispatch to Chicago Tribune. ]

S1. Louts, June 23.—Frederick Hasse, a
man who has been employed as porter ai
the German medical institute, was found
dead in his room at the City Hotel about 8

o'clock Saturday evening. The coroner
viewed the remains this afternoon and ascer-
tained that death had resulted from drunk-
enness and opium-eating. Hasse was born
in Hamburg, Germany, in 1836. His father
was o wealthy and prominent citizen of that
city. Young Hasse was given a gymnasium
education, and then was sent to the uni-
versity to studylaw. Afterentering the uni-
verdity his fother died, and he fell heir to
$80,000. But the momey proved to be a
great misfortune. He spent a semester or
two at each of the German universities; He
was still a university student. His fortune
whas all squandered and he was without a

title. 'The moneé' had been spent in the
daeling corps and Vuorechenschapten of the

different universities. He came to America
gix years ago and joined the United States
army as & private, serving in company B of
the sixth United States infantry until
August, 1873, when he was discharged on ac-
cotint of physical disability. While in the
army he wasa confirmed drunkard and an
opium-eater. Soon after his discharge he
came to 8t. Louis and met Dr. Schwarz, of
the German medical institute on Pine street,
who had known him years ago in Hamburg.
He and the doctor finished the gymnasium
course together. The doctor was glad to
see his old friend, and gave him a position
as porter in the institute, and though he
soon discovered that the position was but
poorly filled on account of his friend’s drink-
ing propensities, he allowed him to stay.
Hasse, though drunk most of hig time, re-
ceived $2 per day. Out of this he barely
saved enough to pay his room-rent and
board, most of the money being spent for
opium and whisky. His clothing for the
most part was obtained from the cast-off
wardrobes of hia frienda. Dr. Schwarz says
that, while Hasse was at the gymnasium, be
was a remarkably fine scholar and that his
prospects for professional honor and renown
the future seemed far brighter than any
other boy in the institution. Hasse was
never married. Upon examining his effects
the coroner could find but 50 centsin money.
A bottle of morphine, and another of opinm,
stood upon the table near the bed, and there
were several empty whisky bottles in other
portions ¢f the room. The body was re-
moved to the Morgue, and will be buried in
the Potter’s field.

A Case of Cold Temperament.

A case is reported of a man freezing to
death the other day near Meridian, Miss.,
from exposure to the weather, and the sum-
mer is not remarkably cool in the south
either. In fact the thermometer marked H)
degrees where the froezing was done. He
was a young man named James Knox who
presented this anomaly in nature.

In the meantime
the temperature of his body was nearly
normal, and he was otherwise healthy and
fresh looking. At home he was accustomed
to wrap his head up in clothes and hold it
in a blazing fire until the clothes were al-
most burned off, to get temporary relief. He
sat by the fire all the time, and resorted to
various expedients to get warm and keep,
warm, but he always felt as if he were freez-
ing. The family doctor was greatly puzzled
over the case, and recommended him to

Livingston. The only question was whether
he could make the trip without freezing to
death. But he managed to make it, loaded
down with clothes and piled over with robes.
He came near dying with cold in Dr. Webb's
